The preliminary hearing in the case 
against Policeman Joseph H. Jeffery, 
charged with stealing nine dollars 
from Hum Moon Hun in Hop Lee’s 
store, Mill street, Saturday night last, 
was concluded in the Police Court 
yesterday. Jeffery was committed for 
trial and the Magistrate stated that 
he would accept ball for $2,000, the 
prisoner for that amount and two sure­
ties of $1,000 each. He stipulated, 
however, that the sureties must be 
property owners and he would grant 
three days to allow Jeffery to procure 
the necessary bail.

Daniel Mullln, K. a was present for 
the prosecution and J. A. Barry repre­
sented the defendant. The case was 
resumed about 11.80 o'clock, adjourn­
ed for lunch at 1.1^ resumed at three 
o'clock and did not finish until seven 
o’clock last evening.

Morning Session

not sitting at a table when Jeffery 
entered the room. He was not smok­
ing opium that night. The two pipes 
were in the room where he was sleep­
ing and he did not see 
smoking there. The reason lie slept 
in Hop Lee’a bed was becéause he 
had a headache. He did not work in 
Hop Lee’s, but got Bhlnese medicine 
there. This finished the case for the 
prosecution and the recognizances of 
the eight Chinese was taken for their 
appearance before the grand jury.

Jeffery On The Stand
Jeffery pleaded not guilty and was

He testified that he went 
on the police force on August 14th 
last. On Saturday night it was about 
ten o’clock while passing Hop Lee's 
Place of business on Mill street ho 
saw three women standing in Hop's 
vestibule. There was a dim light in 
the front shop. One of the women 
tapped on the 
crossed the street and saw some one 
open :he door and the women entered 
ihe store. After they went in a Chi­
nese came out and stood in the vesti­
bule. He looked over towards the 
station and then towards Paradise 
Row. Jeffery waited about three min­
utes to see if the women would come 
out tHe crossed the street and tapped 
at the window. Hop Lee came to the 
door and asked what was wanted. 
Witness said he wished to speak to 
him. Hop unlocked the door and wit- 
mess entered the shop and asked for 
the proprietor. Hop replied “I’m the 
proprietor; what do you want here?” 
Witness told him there were three 
gifla In the place, he was a police 
officer, showed his police badge, want­
ed to know what the women went In 
-there for. Hop Lee said he did not 
know. Witness said “Well, I want to 
know,” and entered. Hop Lee sang 
out something in Chinese. The first 
room witness entered measured about 
twelve by twelve feet,, with a ladder 
leading to a loft Witness theu saw 
Hum Bon closing the back door. There 
were about sixteen or twenty Chinese 
sitting about Hop Lee came in from 
the shop. “1 said, where did the girls 
go? He sqid he did not know where 
they w'eqti’’ Witness asked Hum Bon 
if he let any women go out the back 
door and he would not answer. Wit­
ness then went towards the ladder 
and could not see any person. Hum 
Bon then-went to the back door again 
and about bight or nine Chinese went 
out Hum Glng was sitting at a table 
smoking his pipe. There was another 
Chinese also smoking. The pipes pro­
duced in court were the ones they- 
were smoking. Hum G ing put the 
pipe on the table and went up in the 
top bunk. Hop was sitting on a

Witness said “These look like opium I 
pipes to me, I will put them in my 
pocket and hold them.” Witness ask­
ed Hum Ging to come down from the 
bunk, he did so and walked out to 
the woodshed. He stayed there for a 
short time and came In and made a 
run for witness. “I took the revolver 
from by back pocket and pointing it 
at the floor, I tired a shot This kind 
of quieted them and Hum Glng sat 
down. I had them nicely quieted 
when Officer Jones came in.

lature this afternoon Dr. Price, of
