Jenny June Croly, tHe Motheg of
Women's Clubs,

Evening Post.
When the time came for women to
come together in organization, sever-
al women in New York city joined
hands to that end. The idea had ar
rived, Jenny June Croly was the lead-
er. This was in the year 1868. The
Press Club of New York had made
arrangements to give a dinner to
Charles Dickens, and the women had
been refused plates at the dinner, Mrs.
Croly was among the first to receive
the affront. As she was a newspaper
woman she took the initiative in call.
ing & meeting of women, among them
Kate Field, Charlotte Wilbour, Alice
Cary, Ella Dietz Clymer, Phebe Cary,
Celia Burleigh, Josephine Pollard, and
others. Then Sorosis was formed.
Pifty years ago it took as much cour-
age to step aside from the regular
flanks and subscribe to indefinite
principles as it does nowadays to be
an antisuffragist. Mrs. Croly had the
club idea formulated more distinctly
in her consciousness than the other
women had. To her women in organi.
zation was a vision—to be realized
in the future. It was her idea that
women should come together, not from
one church, or one neighborhood, or
one walk in life, but from all quarters,
and take counsel together, find the
causes of mistakes, failures, ignor-
ance, and wrong-loing, and seek to
discover better ways and methods.
By many persons the woman's club
was regarded as a side issue of the
“woman’s rights” movement. Mrs.
Croly, however, jealously guarded that
impression, A suffragist she was not,
but a femifilnist she was. That was
previoug to the feminist period, and
woman suffrage was most unpopular,
Whatever Mrs, Croly’s views may
have been orrthe subject of the ballot
for women, on one point she was clear,
and that was that women would have
to be prepared for the ballot before
they could use it, and to thet end her
idea of organization has been a prac-
tical demonstration. Her clubh move-
ment has proved to be the open chan-
nel to the balot.
