The telegram was sent in reply to 

one despatched after a conference of 
the Mayor and Council Tuesday after­
noon, in which Mr. Brady, of the C. N. 
R-. was asked if he would be willing 
to restore the Sussex train to Its old 
time it requested to do so by the 
Mayor and Council.

It would seem that Mr. Brady has 
placed the settlement of the contro­
versy with the travelling public, 
ly the “suburbanites,” and that the 
City Council have been eliminated. The 
telegram will be discussed at a meet­
ing of the City Council this morning, 
however, and further action may fol­
low. One matter not yet discussed is: 
“If producers gain their point, will 
they increase the price of milk?”

Prior to the answer received from 
Mr. Brady, it was reported that a tele­
phone message had been received from 
L. S. Brown, of Moncton, stating that 
it was the intention of the authorities 
to change the train back to its old 
time. A wire was immediately de­
spatched for official confirmation, but 
Mr. Brady's subsequent wire would 
tend to indicate that a misunderstand- 
ini, had occurred somewhere.

If the Sussex train is the only 
medium by which milk can be brought 
to the city, It will now rest with those 
who patronise that train to decide 
whether they will consent to arise an 
hour earlier each morning from now 
until September and allow the city’s 
milk supply to be resumed, or 
whether the present state of affairs 
will bo allowed to continue, and the 
children of St. John be made to do 
without milk, abd our dealers ,4>e 
ruined.

The city’s limited milk supply has 
diminished daily, and yesterday’s sup­
ply was the smallest received since the 
Kings County producers went out of 
the local market. The cans coming in 
on <he Sussex train numbered but 219.

It has been stated that some moth­
ers have had recourse to doctors’ pre­
scriptions in order to secure milk 
from those dealers whose shipments 
have not been affected, and that 
others travelled considerable distances 
about the city In an endeavor to secure 
a supply. Not witstanding'1' this fact,
