5. Your committee ask for power to place
two iron glls with O?tes, one on first and
oné on second floors of jail building, betweer
the old building and acili
‘tate the care of prisoners. Also to build a
closet for the storage and care of bedding,
etc., in the corridor of the new anmex.

6. That the office of the jail be placed in
the rooms forme:ly occupied by the coroners
for holding inquests, and that the flat used
as a dead house be made into wash rooms
for prisoners’ clothing, bedding, etc. This
improvement will give the turnkeys much
better control of the inmates of the build-

ings.

;:"l‘hwt the jail yard be graded and an
asphalt grading about four feet wide be put
around the outside walks to carry water
away from the building. The grading can
be done by the prisoners by employing a
constable or extra turnkey for a month or
so to take charge of the men while at work.

8. Your committee recommend the placing
of a new bireh fioor in main hall of old jail
pullding, and also electric lights in the corri-
dors and halls, controlled by switches at
affice, also a brick ash pit in yanrd for ashes
eud refuse.

¢, The new annex to the jail building being
abou® complete and will be Teady to be hamnd-
ed over by the contractors within a week
from this date, your committee ask for au-
thority to take over the building when
satisfactory 1o them and to settle with the
contractors in accordance with the certifi-
cate of the architect for the amount of the
agreement and such necessary extra as may
have been ordered; also that they have

er to furnish the 24 cells in the aldition
~with iron beds, hooks, etc., at an estimated
cost of about $8 per cell.

10, Your committee believe it will be neces-
sary to place two beds in some of the cells,
so as to provide for reserving one cell for
juveniles and one for prisoners on remand,
and ask for authority to so arrange with
the sheriff that this object may be attained.

11. Your committee also ask for authority
to arrange with the sheriff for the provl.d-
fng and maintaining of suitable prison suits
or clothing to be worn by the prisoners
sentenced for any length of time to the jail.

Section 8, advising a mew birch floor
in the main hall of the old jail, electmic
lights imn the corridors controlled by
switches at office, and an ash pit was
taken up. Coun. Maxwell moved the
adoption, said the committee was not
jparticular about the installation of the
electric lights particularly as the build-
ing ds already piped for gas. The section
was divided and the recommendation
advising the laying of the birch floor was
adopted.

There was considerable discussion over
the installation of the electric light.

Coun, Bullock said the question would
be whethdr the electric light would not
be the best.

Coun. Chnistie said it would be a waste
of money particularly as the building
is piped for ges.

_ Coun. Lowell moved in amendment that
gas fixtures be purchased instead of the
electric light. This would save the ex-
pense of wiring ‘the building: _
?hCoxm. Hamm also favored the electric

gCou.n- McGoldrick said electricity was
the proper lighting system for any pub-
lic building-

__ Coun. Maxwell said ‘the object in hav-
ing electric light is to protect the turn-
keys. If a turnkey heard any noise in
the corridor at night he would, if the
building was lighted with gas, be obliged
to walk from 'the office to the gas jet sev-
eral feet, in the dark corridor. What
would hinder a prisoner from attacking
him in that condition? With electric
lights in the jail the corridors could be
lighted from tthe office.

Coun, Lowell's amendment: was put and
a tie vote recorded. According to 'the or-
ders of procedure (the amendment was
declared lost. The original motion to
adopt the section was then put and re-
sulted in a tie vote. This also was de-
clared lost.

Coun. Maxwell then moved that inex-
pensive gas fixtures be purchased and put
in. This carried.

. The recommendation for an ash pit was
adopted.

Sections 9 and 10 were adopted.

The mext section advised the adoption
of prison suits for prisoners sentenced to
jail for any length of time, and asked that
the committee have authority to arrange
with the sheriff for the provision of the
suits. !

Coun. Maxwell, in support of the sec-
tion said it would make for cleanliness
and better conditions in the jail.

Coun. Lewis made an eloquent plea for
the passage of the section.

The section was passed and the report
as amended was then adopted as a whole.
