EARL GREY WILL
SWING A PADDLE

Governor General Away on Hudson
Bay Trip on August 2

Ottawa, July 18—Earl Grey will start
from Ottawa on his Hudson Bay trip on
August 2 and, according to present
schedule, expects to reach Fort Churchill
on August 15. He will endeavor to make
a record fast trip from the present end of
steel at the Pas, via the Hayes River to
Port Nelson, a total distance, by canoe
and portages, of about 600 miles. By put-
ting in long days and himself using a
vigorous paddle, Earl Grey aims to averuge
at least sixty miles.a day on the canoe
trip down the Hayes River to its mouth
near Port Nelson.
