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A Workingmen’s Demonstrations -

The - workingmen. of Montreal have
been putting to the candidates for the
Conimeéns & seties of interrogatories,
and, in reference to 4 call, " a public
meeting of workingmen Was held on
Wednesday of this week, at which the
candidates declared themselves. Sir
George E. Cartier could not be present,
owing to indisposition, and Mr. Jette,
his opponent, could not attend, as he

was engaged to address another meet-
ing the same evening. . Mr. John
Young and Mr. Drummond, however,
opposing candidates, came to the front
and answered the questions of their
catechism very nicely. The following
are the subjects on Which the working-

men desired information :—

First—Are gt;: in favor of manhood
suffrage? nd—Vote by _ballot ?
Third—Trial of contested elections by the.
judges? Fourth—The holding of the elec-
‘tions upon one day ? Fifth—More stringent
bribery laws? 1xth—The .shortening of
the hours of labor? - :

Mr. Young was the first to speak. He
Jeclared that ‘he could and would
answer them afl in the affirmative. He
had held to these principles -for the past
twelve years, and could show news-
paper articles afd “letters in which he
had discussed them long &go. He took
the questions up separately and gaye an
affirmative respdiise to eaeh; : with run-
ning comments that showed him an
adépt in electioneering phrases.  He
had a fine reception. Mr. Drummond,
the Government candidate, mext came
to the front. His speech was briefer
than Mr. Young’s; he swallowed every
plank of the ~workingmen’s platform,
but scarcely with the ease with which.
Mr. Young had disposed of it. Mr.
Drummond is interested -in -sugar re-
fineries, and is a large employer of
labor, and appears to be tolerablv
popular with the workingmen, though
a good deal less of a demagogue than
Mr. Young. A Mr. Thomas S. Brown
followéd in a few pithy remarks, which.
are thus reported : —

He said that as one of the oldest citi-
zens of Montreal he_desired to express his

ification: at seeing =uch;a noble body
of workingihen in that ball. When he
came to-Montreal they could not have raised
a tenth of the number. 1t was a glorious
sight. Let them recollect that the work-
_ingman was king ; the rofessional body,
the mercantile body, and :particularly the
jdle man all had ‘to bow ‘to the workirg
men. The destinies of this young conntry
were in their hands and be was glad to
know that thiey had asserted their inde-
pendence'and bad united to ‘protect their
common rights. He hoped that they would
keep together, not separdte from each
other, for ‘tie motto of ‘divide ‘ahd"con-
quer’”’ had been acted upon too long.

Mr. Thomas White, of the Montreal
Gazetie, was ' the mext speaker in re-
sponse to cries from the audience. He
made a telling speech against Mr.
Young and in favor of the Government?
In the course of his remarks he said :—

He thought he was not mistaken in say-,
ing that that movement was inaugaurated
in the West. ‘In the city-of Hamilton it
$ook its rise, amongst the people who were
employed in the large ma tacturing in-
dustry that had madeit of the most
goroeperons citiés in Ontario. It had gone

wn to Toronto, whet it had excited im-
mense interest. For-some time ' there had
been an agitation going on in "Toronto
which had the sympathy of the working
men and had not had the sympathy of
those who regarded the workiugmen as
.mere serfs to be used for their own advan-

. They remembered the great strikes
in Toronto, and they remembered what it
was that causéd them, They remembered
the whole of the circumstaneces connec
with them; they remembered that 21
printers of the city of Toronto—and he had
the pride and honor of standing there a
practical printer—[Loud and prolunged
applause|—were arrested, imprisoned and
fined. And forwhat? For eombining for
the grohmtioh of their own interests.

Loud applause.] They remember who
id it ; they remembered at whose instance
these men were imprisotied and fined. 1t
was at the instance of the great leader of
the Liberal psrt{, to follow whose dictates
Mr. Younﬁ. will go to Parliament. [Ap-
plause.] They remembered that one of
the first things that was done when Par-
liament assembled was the sabmission of a
bill repealing the old obsolete law under
which that iniquity, for ‘iniquity it was
most undoubtedly, was perpetrated. They
remembered that the man who introdu-
ced that bill and carried it through ‘Par-
liament, was the leader of the go-called
Conservative party, Sir John A. Mac-
donald, who he was proud to say, had
had the further honor bestowed upon
him by his sovereign, bestowed for
the first time on & oolonist, of being
called to the Privy (Council of the

t British Empire. {Applause.] And
what he had to say was this that the work-
ingmen of Western Canada had signified
their approval of the acts of Sir John Mac-
donald. In thegreatcontres of population
they had presented addresses t0 him ; the
workingmen of Toronto went further than
an address, and out of their own bard earn-
ings contributed the money to purchase a
beautiful casket to present to Lady Mac-
donald, to signify their approval of the
actions of Sir John in the interests of the
workingmen of this country, And in the
columns of that journal which controlled
the Liberal party of this country the work-
ingmen were insulted in the grossest man-
per because they had presented that casket.
They were told that the mobey had been
tarnished to them by some rich nabob liv-
ing out of the city, that the workingmen

made the tools of men who induced them
to present that: et. - But they knew
better, and they bad given their answer to

l\h‘ *White'then, proceeded to arraign
Mr. Young, {nasfiuch as when he was
in Parliamant he ‘had done nothing
to carry out the principles which he’
now professed to have held for so many
years. He told the workingmen that
% they would not go far wrong if they
followed -the lead of the workingmen
all over the Dominion, and returned to
Parliament men who would support the
Jegislation which would prevent them
and their fellows from being imprisoned
and fined “because they ventured to
combine.” Mr. Howley, an orator
among the body,then spoke in behalf of
the Liberal ‘or Young party; and Mr.
-Alexander McDonald, a member of a
Carpénters’ Union; < advocated the

Diummond or Government side. Then
came a Mr. Moore, who. thought Mr.
Drummond had not been sufficiently
explicit in reference to the Nine Hour
‘moyement.  He was an _out-and-out
Youtig “man.’ During the discuassion
the several speakers were checred by
their partisans. There were a few in-
terruptions, the Young party being’ ap-
parently in the majority, and Young
speakers receiving the best: hearing.
The interruptions, however, Were ' of
¢mall moment; everything passed off
quietly and in the best of humor, and
the meeting broke up with three cheers
for the Queen.

= Wegive in other columns extracts,
chiefly from Ministerial journals in the
Upper Provinces, which, if we accept
as Gospel, would convince us that mat-
ters are going to suit the Government in
Ontario as elsewhere. ~We. did not
believe that the extracts printed yes-
terday from Opposition papers repre-
serited the exact condition of affairs, nor
do we suppose that those now published
are wholly to be relied on. The truth
lies somewhere between the conflicting
staterients “of Opposition and’Govern-
ment papers. Of one thing there can
be no doubt,—the fight in Ontario is of
the very fiercest character; each side is
doing its utmost, and both are well sup-
plied with « the sinews of war.”

utterly incompetent for that duty they
(the capitalists) are not _willing to risk
their money in the enterprise.
