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The Mesg is established to bring together the

officers of the Corps and enable them to live

eheaply and comfortably, by uniting the means

at their disposal. It should be considered as a

homo, and every one ought to do his utmost to

make it cheerful and agreable. It should

approximate as nearly as possible to the establish-

ment of a private family, and be conducted with

such attention to economy as to enable every

officer to belong to it without inconvenience.

The commandant wishing to create and support

such an establishment, in which the comfort and

respectability of the officers under his command

will be so much concerned, demands from all

their support in carrying out the following rules.
