EARTHQUAKES.

The recent earthquake at Charleston,
8. C.,, although very destructive of lives
and property, was by no means severe.
Had it occurred in Central America, or
any other great earthquake centre, no-
body would have thought anything about
it. It was only because, owing to the
style of construction adopted in
Charleston and other cities outside of the
seismic area, houses were thrown down

average, as many as a thousand of these
spusms every day, But while the
Charleston earthquake was exceptionally
severe for one outside of certain areas, it
is by no mears the lLeaviest which
North America has experienced since its
discovery. There is a traditicn, of very
great age, which tells how what is now
New Brunswick and Nova Scolin were
rocked by a frightful oarlh:pmke and the
valleys of several rivers changed, one
among them being the St. John, but
within  historical times, there have
been wseveral shakes very far be-
yond that which worked so much
barm  in the southern cily.

no reason for any feeling of nervousness
on the subjects, or for any surmise that
a change has occurred in the physical
condition of the continent. At the same
time one cannot fail tobe impressed with
the possibility of the Charleston incider.t
being repeated further north. A very
little more of a shake would have laid
New York in ruins, and no one can esti-
mate what such a calamity would imply.
The science of seismology is too much in
itsinfancy to enable anyone to form any
but the most general conclusions, but
there seems to be some reason to believe
that periods of maximum disturbance
occur, and that we are passing through

one of these at the present time.

THE BARBED WIRE ON THE OFFI-
CERS’' SQUARE FENCE.

A correspondent whose clothes were

torn by the barbed wire along the offi-
cers' square fence the other ay, asks if
there is any law to forcé the authorities
to remove the wire or to protect people
in some way from its dangers. For the
information of our correspondent we
publish below an ‘extract from the law
bearing on this point. It is the city's
duty to see that the law is enforced :—

1. All wire fences heretofore erected, or
that may hereafter be erected, where the
same are line fences, or fences erccted along
public highways or railway tracks, shall be
protected by baving placed from post to
post, on or near the top of the posts, a to
rail of wood not less than one inch in thick-
ness by four inches in width, or a circular
rail not less than three inches in diameter,
well gecured and kept in repair; nothing
berein to be held to prevent the reduction to
less dimensions of said top pieces or rail in
ornamental fences or fences in cities or vil-
lages, orin fencesalready constructed where
A top piece or rail is already thereon, or
hereafter put thercon; and any person or
corporation neglecting to comply with the
requirements of this section shall be liable to
a penalty of not exceeding ten dollars for
each weel's default te comply with the
same, to be recovered by summary convie-
tion as provided by law.

SHAKEN BY EARTHQUAKE.

Terror and t n the
States and Panics in Northern Cities
—~Repeated Shocks Felt from Alabama
to New York.

NewlYork Sun.

Tt is remembered that on Friday last,
the day before the disastrous earthquake
in Greece, a shock of earthquake was
felt in Charleston, and that on Saturday,
the day of the ] Greek earthquike,
Charleston  suffered another shock
sarlier in the day than the shock in
Athens, and Augusta, Ga, was also
affected. Italian towns on the Mediter-
ranean were shaken too. The great
earthquake of 1755, or its sejuel, was
seventecn days in getting to this
country from Lisbon. The immediate
coincidence of last week’s shocks in two
continents suggests that they may have
had origin underneath the Atlantic, and
that yesterday's convulsion, with its
conjectured concomitant of a tidal wave,
had a similar place of birth, if not the
same,

A considerable part of the United
States was shaken by last evening’s
earthquake. The area over which the
convulsion extended is much greater
than that affected by the shock of 1884,
In that year the shock was not felt south
ot Washington, west of the Alleghanies |
or north of the St. Lawrence. It was the
most severe close to the seaboard and in
about this latitude. Last night's dis-
turbance was felt as far south, according
to the reports at hand, as Alabama, and
as far west as Chicago.

From still further west comes an in-
teresting t of ph 1
waterburst from an artesian well, and
from the Yellowstone region a report of
an unaccountable awakening of a geyser
that has been doing nothing of late.
Perhaps our earthquake sharps will be
able to tell whether last night's shock
and these occurrences had anything to
do with one arotkher.

In the earthquake of 1884 the vibra-
tion passed from south to north, ac-
cording to the most trustworthy observa-
tions; while the vibiition last evening
seemed to be from west to east.

TERRIFIC SHOCKS X COLUMBIA, & C.

Corummia, S. C., Aug. 31.—A terrific
earthquake of fully three minutes dura-
tion struck this city at 93 p. m. The
whole city swayed and shook like an
aspen leaf. Men, women, and children
rushed from hotels and houses into the
streets in wild alarm, some in night
robes. Walls of buildings weré cracked,
crockery rattled, and strong men found
it difficult to stand on their feet and
wallzed as if jon sea legs. Nothing so
alarming has ever occurred here. The
streets are filled with frightened people.
An immense mass meeting was being
held in the Court House, and the mas-
sive brick swayed from cellar to dome.
The audience rushed for the exits and
the speakers deserted the hall.

TERROR IN SAVANNAH AND OTHER GRORGIA
CITIES.

Savanyan, Ga, Aug. 3]l.—About 9}
o'clock to-night this city was visited by a
very severe shock of earthquake, which
was followed at intervals of two or three
minutes by four others. People in every
part of the city were thoroughly terrified,
and rushed from their housesinto the
streets, and sought the open squares and

danger of falling buildings. Negroes
were particularly demonstrative, and ran
about the streets wringing their hands
and giving vent to exclamations of terror,
Chimneys fell, and many buildings suf-
fere:l other damage of similar nature.
Clocks were stopped and lamps and
ornaments shaken from tables and man-
tels. No buildings were demolished, so
fur as is known ac 10. 30 o'clock, and no
lives were lost or injury to person report-
ed. Despatches from the surrdunding
towns report experience simi'ar to that
of this city.

Atranta, © Aug. 3L.—The city was
thrown into a state of the wildest ex-
citement to-night by three distinct
shocks of earthquake at 9 o'clock. They
were accompanied by a rumbling noeise.
At the first shock people, but few of
whom had retired, weie frightened, but
did not know to what to attribute their
strange sensation, but in almost every
instance thought it was caused by some-
thing running about their houses. Be-
fore they had time to consider a second
and much severer shock was felt,
windows being rattled, and bric-a-bric and
ornaments fallmg from their positions.
From every part of the city the people
rushed wildly from their houses. Several
lodges and public meetings were in ses-
sion, and those present rushed pell mell
into the street, many of the secret society
officers plunging down in full regalia.
The scenc at negro churches was one of
great confusion. Negroesfell upon their
knees and began to pray, deciaring that
the judgment day was at hand. Several
ladies fainted, and sick persons were
hurriedly taken from their beds, The
chimneys of several buildings smashed
through the houses, in several instances
with considerable damage,

TROUBLE IN CHICAGO.

Ciicaco, Aug. 3l.—Erratic actions on
the part of the barometer in the signal
office here this evening caused the ser
geant in charge to Pnuse in the middle
of an observation. His hands, he noticed,
trembled violently, and for & moment he
thought himself ill. The rocking ot a
large chair in the middle of the room, and
the rattling of bottles on a shelf quickly
brought him to realization that a quake
of earth was in progress. The first wave
began at exactly 9:01 .p m., and lasted
six or seven seconds. Its motion was
from west to east, and there were about
three or four vibrations to the second.
The barometer went up one one-hun-
dredth of an inch in geven minutes.
Soon after the shock it marked 30.17,
and continued to rise rapidly. The
effects of the shock were not generally
noticed in Chicag> except in the upper
stories of tall Luildings, Persons who
happened to be conversing by telephone
at the time suddenly found themselves
“cut off.”

HOUSES ROCKING IN WASHINGTON,

Wasnixeroy, Aug. 31.—A smart shock
of earthquake was felt here at 10 o'clock
this evening., It lasted for fifteen or
twenty seconds, and was distinctly per-
ceived all over the city. In the neighbor-
hood of the tressury building the shock
was sufficiently severe to rattle windows
and set rocking chairs in motion. The
desks in the Associated Press oflice in
the Corcoran Building began to vibrate in
a peculiar but unmistakable fashion that
suggested an earthquake, A few minutes
later the janitor reported thatehe upper
stories of the building were rocking back
and forth, and the night manager of the
Western Union Telegraph office made a
similar  announcement, with the addi-
tional information that the clock on the
western wall of the room had stopped.
Telephone messages from a gentleman
connected with the Associated Press
office, who lives on Massachusetts avenue,
and from other points in the city, report-
ed that the ornaments on mwantelpieces
were rattling. The telegraph operators
in Atlanta a few minutes before this had
notified the Washington operators that
the *‘shake” was coming, and to look out
for it, but no attention was paid to the
warning, as it was regarded as a joke.
‘T'wo shocks occurred, the second shock
of longer duration and wore severe than
the first, and a few seconds later it was
felt in ull parts of the city and ecreated
considerable consternation. Several
meetings in progress in various parts of
the city were broken up by the frightened
members, thinking the buildings were
falling, rushing into the street.
