AND
Rev. FaTaERs, BRLOYED BryrHREN,—If these
were the words and sentiments of King
Solomon a8 he set to work to build the
Temple of Jerusalem, what should be your
thoughts and feelings ns you meet hers to-
day to lay the corner etene of this new Catholic
Oburch? The Temple of Jeruealem wae built to
contain the Ark of tne Covenantand the Tables
of the Liaw, and ta be a piace for sacrifices which
were only the figure of the grest sacrifice of the
New Law, Butourchurchenare the very bome
of God Himaelf on earth. Within these walls
will dwell Christ really present under the hum-
ble veil of the Encbaristic Sacrament; and on
the altar to be erected within these saored pre-
cincts will be offered that adorable sacrifice
which once offered on the Cross is daily renewed
and perpstuated unto all lims in verification of
the prophecy of Malachy : “ From the rising
of the sun even o the gong down My Name is
great among the Gentiles, and in every place
Shere is Sacrifice, and there is offersd to My
Name a clean cblation.” (Malachy, i, 10, 11).

T8 is this daily Sacrifics and this’ Euchariatic

resence which give to the humbleat Catholio
shnrch a golemn grandeur whith the richest
laces of men do not poseess, It is this dailw
acrifice and this Eucharistio presence which
opan the generous Eurnel of the honesb sons of
toil as well as the treasures of oheir more
wealthy fellow Catholics, tc rear aloft the
mighty edifices, which, nos to speak of those of
other Jands, are in this fair city of Montreal the
grandest manifestation of Catholie belief in
Chriet’s real presence on cur altars,

Take away from our churches this saoramental
presence and yon rob them at once of the great-
est treasure which they poseess: you remove
the mighty magnet which attracts us %o the
worship of our God. Let our charches rsmain
what they are, the true homa of God on earth,
in which he * takes His delight to dwell with
the children of men,” apd all the grandeur and
maguificonce that gold and silver, time and
talent can purchase will be but a amsll tribute
of our love, afection and gratitude bo the
Saviour who dejgned to take upon Himself our
fesh, and still daigns to dwell in our midat,
% The house whioh I desire to bu}ld is great, for

Here will you and they kneel in all
sorrow sad humility to oonfess your sins and be-
come strengthened by God’s grsceim the firm
purpose of sinning no more. *‘ Whosae aina you
shall foﬂ:e they are forgiven” {Johm xxii,
22.23) Holy Table will you and they ap-
proach to receive the Bread which comes down
from Heaven, Christ's precious body and blood.
¢ Thin is My body—tbis is My blood.” Here,
oo, will the marriage tie be sanctified by the
gracs of & sacrament, which bsstows on the
newly wedded pair the atrength, the love, the
generosivy, which they need for the christian
educasion of their offspring and their Sdelity tov
oae auother.

Bafore the Takernacle which will contain cur
Lord really and truly present nnder the humble
veils of His Sacrament, will you kneel, not only
in the great congregationa of the faithful but ab
any bour of the day, to pour forth your soul in
prayer; to seek light, strength, comford, peacs,
joy, in shose close communications between the
soul of the believer and the God who, on
His cwn blessed word, would heave us
sccept the ineffable mystery of  his
real presence within our churches, From
the lipa of the priesta who will rerve at
this altar will you be taught the unchangeable
dactrines of Christ and not the ever varying
opinions of men—the same doctrine which from
every Catholic pulpit the world over is taught
our faithful Catholic people. TFinally, when
your eourse on earth is run, will your cbristian
bodies, temples of the Holy Ghost, receive hera
the respect which is due to them and mout
fervent prayers and holy sacrifice be offered for
the 1epoie of your voule,

But while in view of all that bas been said of
the grandeur of God himself and of the sacred-
ness o! the functions which will be performad
io this His temple, youcry out: ' The house which
I desire vo build s great, for onr God is great
above all Gods,” do not forges to imitate still
further the great Kiog Solomoa and carry out
the work you have begun,

Realiziog thay in very deed a house was 40 be
buils, nat for msn, but tor God, and that God
was great above all Gode, shis wise king brought
o the accomplishment of his work a zeal which
you may well imitate. Nothing that earth
conld coffc:r was considered $co rich for
the Templs of Jerusalem. As the sixth
chapter of the Third Book of Kings tells us,
¢ there wat nothing in the Templ~ tbhat was not
covered with gold” (3 Kipgs, vi, 22). * Aund all
the walls of the Tem;le arnund about he carved
with divers figures aud carvings” (29, v,). Aod
the floor of the inner housa he also gsovered with
gold within and without (30, v.). *Sund me,”
be wrote to Hiram, King of Tyre—** send me
s skilful man, that knoweth how to work in
gold and in silver, in brass and iniron, in pur-
ple and in scarlet and in biue, and that hath
skill in eograving. Send me also cedars and fir
trees and pine trees from Libanus: fur the
house which I desire to build ie to be exceeding-
ly great and glorious.” And Solomon eept 70,-
000 to carry burdens, and 80,000 to hew etoues,
and 3,600 to be overascera of the work of the
people. (18. v.)

AndsoI eay to you, my dear brethren: let your
zeal in carrying out this present wark be gepe-
rous and untiring. Remember, it is a privilege
to Le allowed to build a houss for God ; remem-
ber that, after all, He only requirea what is Hia
slready, and what he has ac abundantly placed
at your disposal. **For the earth is the Liord'a
and the fulness thereof.” God likea the gener-
ous giver, and they only are to be esteemed
genervus who contnbute according to their
means. If God hai blessed some of yon with
the wealth of this world give abundansly and
the Lord will repay you & hundredfuld. 1f you
have little, give even of that little, remember-
ing she commendation by our Divine Lord of the
poor widow who csst into the treasury of the
Temple *two mites, which make a forthing.”
¢ Amen, amep, I aay to you, this poor widow
hath cost in more than all shey who bave casb
into the treasury ; for all shey did caat of sheir
abundance, but she of her want cast in all she
had, even her whole living” (St. Mark, ch. xii,
48-44), Don’t grudge either money or time ov
labor. God will nob be outdone in generosity,
snd if you give Him a home on earth you may
ask of Him with confidence $o give youm omain
Heaven. .

Let your zeal for this work be nob onlg ener-
ous bub untiring. And David said to Solomon
hie son: * Act like a man and taks courage
and do; fear not and benot diemayed ; for the
Tord my God will be with thee, and will not
leave thee nor forsake thee till thou_ haat
finiahed all tha work for the service of the hounse
of the Lard.” (1 Paralipomenon xxviii. 20.)

And 20 I say to you, members of St
Anthony’s parish : be untirlng in your zeal for
the acocmplishment of this great work so aus-
pisionsly commenced to-day. You will have
sacrifioss to make, obstacles to overcome; but
remember the work is grea, for a house is being
built not for man but for God. Remember
that e who rewerds the cup of cold water
given in His name will eurely reward those
who oontribute to the glory of that same name
{n this place and to the salvation of the incumer-
able souls who within these sacred walls, as the
foot of the holy altar of this charch, will find
graocs and strength 80 walk in the way of virtus
and sanctity that leads to everlasting blies.

Before concluding I have a duty to falfill at
once agreeable to me and honorable to you, and
that i»s, in your name, to thank his Grace, our
venerabls Archbishop, for this new proof of his
devotion to his Irish Oatholic children in secur-
ing snother church for their use, He is the
father of all his people and has tha upiritual ia-
terests of all ab -heart, Time and agsin have
we had proofs of the .apecial love he bears us,
snd of his earnest desire to sacure us all poasible
facilities for the =anctification and ealvation of
our aculs. This knowledge must make us ear-
pess in seconding all hin plsns for advancing
the cause of religion in the Archdiccese. Fer-,
mit me then, {our Grace,” to.offer yon in the
name of the Lrish Oatholica‘of this pariah and of
our sincere and grateful apprecia-
tlon of the love and devotion you have always
taken in our spiritual welfare. . . . -

Sometimes be rubs the deformity ; In othera
he uses medicine alene, and In some canea
voth are need, He pretends to do no mira-
oles, but having a wonderful knowledge ot
medicine and human ills, precribea for them
snd invokes God's all-healing powsr to ald
him., In some cazes monthe must elapae,
while in others the cures were almost in-
atanteous.

Ing,helpless woman, her ailment was epllepay.
Father Mollinger told her that In three daye
she would be entirely onred. She arose from
her couch and walked away with acarcely any
perceptible evidenos of her slokness, A lady
from New York wau led into she church total-
ly blind, She walked from tbe edifice nn.
sided, and could dlstinguleh many abjeste.
Power of spesch wau restored to a lady who
has not spoken for twe years, A young girl
hobhbled up to the rail on her orutoher ; Father
Moellinger prescribed for and worked with
her for awhile, took the crutches from her,
and she walked away, Kvery house near the
oburch {s filled with aick, who will remsin
during the three days of the feaat, Ssveral
times the Rev. Father came to the deor to
aselet In oarrying lo the afilloted.

ABOUT CONFESSION.

When and by Whom it was First
Instituted.

The Testimomy of Holy Writ and Tradl-
tion, of Saint gmnd ¥coffer. of Apostles
and Schismatica Ancient and Modera
—A Sermon Worth Pondering Over
by Every Christlan.

Our esteemed cootemporary, the New
Hampahire Uatholic,reportsa recentssrmon of
Blihop Bradley on ** Confession.” He sald :

My beloved brethren : By His resurrection,
which we commemorate to-day, Jesus Christ
bas placed the Divinity upon all His werks
and institutions. Among His loatitations,
the one standlug cut most prominently s 1lis
Charch, His visible representative and mounth-
plece upon the earth, and the channel through
which He dispenses to mankind the graces
of redemption, Having by His glorions re-
surrection placed the seal of Divinlty upon
this fostitntion, Hethen procesds to enrich It
with tressurea, and to provide it with helpa
by means of which it may be enabled to dis-
oharge ita bigh cflice, Among the treasures
with which He enriched it, one of the chief-
ext and most necemsary Ia the Secrament of
Penance, a sacrament, as we shall ase, inati-
tuted on the very dsy of His resurrection,

Apn there is no dootrine of the church more
frequently or more stoutly dencunced than
the Sacrament of Penance or the sacrament
of the forgiveneas of sins, and no doctrine of
which those condemnlng it are so wolally
ignorant, it wlll be well to stop and ssy &
word regarding {t, Now firat of all let us
anderatand that the priucipal object of the
mission of Christ on earth was to free the
aonie of men from the bondage of sin, **Thou
shalt call His name Jesns, for He shall save
His people from their sina"—spoke the angel
anoouncing the coming of the Mcaalah, Hence
tho very first important act of Christafter Hin
vesurrectiosr was the establishment, In His
Ohuarch, the contiouator of His work, of
means whersby men could have applied to
thelr aunls the merits of the redemption, unto
the remission of sins, and that mesns, as we
sbull ece, was the Saorament o! Peaanoe.

Now let us return to this resarrection day
—usaye the Sacred writer, ‘‘ When It was late
in the day and the doors were closed where
the disoiples were gathered fer fear of the
Jewn, Jesas appéared in their midet and ealot-
log them sald : * Peace bo to yon ;' and when
He had aald this He showed them His handa
and His side,” wo that they might be assured
of His identizy, and that they were o atsur-

J ed ts evident from Holy Writ, for * the dle-

ciples were glad when they saw the Lord.”
Having removed from the minde of the
apostles all docbtas as to Hia identity, our
Lord then proceeds to oall thelr attention to
Hla power and Hir mission, ssying, *‘ Ax the
Father hath sent Me I gend you,”” I am gent
to release men from the bondage of ain ; alter
forty days I ehall cesne to appear visthly upen
earth ; by the power given me, I send you to
continue the work commenced by me—aua
then breathing upon them He mald: ¢*Re-
celve ye the Holy Ghost; whose alns you
shall forgive they are forgiven, and whose
sinz yon shall retain they are retajned.'

Now these words plainly show that Cbrist
gave to His Apostles the power of forgiving
or not forglving sins; and the Charch so de-
fines, eaylag : * If snyone will affirm that
the wordes of Ohrist ‘recelve ye, eto.,'are
not to be understood of the powsr of forgiv-
Ing or retalning sin in the Saorament of
Penance, as the Catholio Ohurch has always
taught from the begloning, let such a one bes
anathema.” This 1ame power of forglving or
not forgiving was to be communioated throngh
the Apostles to their sucoessors, the blshops
and priests of the Church, for it le a power
which belongs to the Apostollc office, as
much, for Instapce, as the commission to
preach and baptize, and must therefore be
exeroised nnto the oconsummation of the
world. Furthermore, as the evil, ain, will
unfortunately exist unto the end, as It exlst-
ed In the Apoatolicage, sothe remedy chosen
by Ohriat, the Sacrament of Penance, must
co-exist with it.

Observe that while Ohrist glves the power
of forgiving or retaining sins, He saya nothing
of the obligation of confessing them, but you
will understand that the obligation of oonfes-
slon on the part of the penitent is Implied in
the power of forglviog or retaining, bestowed
on the Apostles and thelr auccessors, The
Apostles could not exerclse their power anless
they knew the ains, and they could know the
sln only after they had been told or confessed
to them. That the Apoatlea understood that
Ohrist had given the power of forglving and
rotaining, and that tbe faithfnl anderstood
that oonfession of aln, joined with the other
requisite dlepositions, was the ordinary means
of obtainlng the remission therxeof, wlll ap-
pear evident from the actions and writings of
those who lived with the Apostles, and
nearest to the Apoatolic times. The lives of
the Apostles, and of thoss living with them,
showed forth and should show forth the
toachings of Chrlst, <o
When Our Saviour waas gquestioned as to
His tesching, He said: * Ask them who
heard what I have spoken to them : Behold,
they know what things I bave sald,” Now
what do they say who heard Him? We read
in the Aots of the Apostles: *‘ Many of thowe
who belfeved ocame confessing and declaring
thelr deads,” and these *Aocts” were written
by St. Luke the Evangelist. Says St. John,
the Apostle, ‘“If we confess our slns He s
talthful and_just to forglve na our sins aud to
oloanse us from all injquity.” 1et Ep, Ch. I,
Seys St. Jerome, speaking of a certaln clasa
of heretics, * They reject canfesalon because
they are ashamed to confess their sins,”
¢ Do not confeas to me,” says St, John Chry-
soatom, **only of fornication,.ner of - these
thinge that are mauifest- among ‘men, but
bring. together aliv thy secret aalnmnles and
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d. all such things,” Bays:

mercifal God wills us to confees in this world,
in order that we may not be confounded In
the other.”

Tte Eastern Church now nambers in ita
ranks rome 85,000,000 ; it does not acknow-
ledge the supremaoy of the Soe of Rome. It
lncludeathe Neatorlans, the Eatyohians, in
Persis and Abysesinia, They aeparated from
the Holy See 1,400 or 1,500 yesrs ago, In the
fourth and fifth century, and the Greeks who
separated in the ninth century, yet the doo-
trine of Aurfonlar confession s tanght and
praoctised among them now In all ite rigidness
precleely as it Is taught aod practised in the
great Western Church here to-dsy.

As s wal'er of recent date says: **Men
might bave written for twenty oenturles, the
finest sentiments concerning the necossity of
confession, but wonld not have been able to
loducs one individual to mova hand or foot In
that direction if a Divine volce had not said
confess,” and that a Divine voloe hath s
sald—Holy Writ—Divine Tradition, the
practice and test!mony of thote wholived in
our Lord's time—the comatant practios of the
Catholic Church—the practloe of schismatics
long separated from the Churgch—all baar
williog and atrlkiog testimony. Moreover,
the doctrine of conlession ia hard to flesh and
blaod and no human power could impose it
on the human race. Jt la only God that
oould in that case exsot the hommge of cur
assent.

But it will be said : Why oan I not confess
my aine to God In seoret, and He oan forgive?
Yes, unquestionably God could forgive you,
bat {t Is not your place to dictate to God, but
to obey Him., Take for instance the Saors-
ment of Baptlim, we may sk, ‘ Why may
we nat baptise with milk instead of water?”
Simply because God has commanded it to be
donu with common water. As we bhave seen
Cbrist has determined that the Sacrament nt
Penance ahould ba the ordinary means of ob-
‘talniog the remisslon of sine, and henoe it Is
our duty to bave recourse to this meanas.
The question with us Is not what God was
able to do, but what He has willed to do.
Sald St. Augustine moare thaa fourteen hun.
dred years sinoe—'* Let no one say, I do
pepanca to God in private, I do It before God
Is It then vain that Christ hath swid—what.
soever thou ahalt looss upon earth shall be
loosed In heaven, and whotsoever thou shalt
bind on earth shall be bound In heaven, Is
it In vain that the keys have heen given to
the Charch ;—do we make void the words of
Christ.” It is agsln sald, why should I ccn-
foss my eine to a man like myself—onn there
be anything more abeurd ? Let it be under-
stood that the pricat in the Saored Tribunul
acts as the delegate of God, he aots In the
name of Jezus Christ, he arregates to himaself
no divire powers. He Is but a feeble volce.
It in the Holy Splrit that operates sanctity in
the gonl of the penitent,

It has always been in accordance with the
Providence of Almighty God to work ont His
dealgna among men through human agente.
It was through Muses He demanded tho re-
{sage of His people from Pharoah. It was
through Moeres He huried the pursuing hosts
in the Red Sea. Yhen St Paul fell bhsfore
Him, on his way to Damatous, he sent him to
Ananlas, who cama and met Paunl and said
“‘the Lord Jesns bath sent me . . .
that thou should’'st ruceive thy sight.” And
he recelved his slght and was baptlsed. No
one questions but that Almighty Geod might
have healed St. Paul as He had stricken him.
He preferred,to work through a human agent,
Why can He not exercise the same Providence
io the forgiveness of aln? And St. Paul de
clares “God hath given to us the miniatry of
reconolllation for Chrlat; therefore we ure
ambassadors, God as it were exhorting
through us,”

In the confeasional there Is no respect for
persons. What a sight It was to wee the
Obtef Juatice of the Sapreme QCourt of the
United States kneeling amidet his slaves,
awalting, with them, his turn to appreach
the trlbunal of penance | They sll acknowl-
edged toit an inetitution of the Almighty ;
before whom all are equal.

Oh | if those who condemn this doctrine
but knew the many and great benefits, splri-
tual and temporal, arlslng from the worthy
reception of the Saorament ¢f Penanas, if
they but knew the famlly disturbances It had
healed ; if they but knew the restitutlons It
haa brought about, the enmities it haa done
away with, the calumnies 1t has prevented,
they would be slow in cendemning ¢,

The preacher recountoed an fnoidens that
occurred when he was a boy at college, when
he heard one of bis school mates exclaim, an
he oame from confession, * Thank God for
the Sacrament of Penance 1" and so fervently
that the circumatance Impreaged itself on hia
mind to this day. He concluded by exhorting
his hearers, who knew ita value and ita power
to ocomfort and to console, who knew the
neocessity of it, alac to fervently thank Al-
mighty God for the Saorament of Penance.

The Mest Corgeoms Relizions Ceremeny
Witacssed In any Part of the World—
The Bleod en the Stene Where the Great
Baint Saffered alse Bignifies.

The liquefaction of the blood of St Janu.-
srias takes plaoe three different times sach
year. Oae of thess oconsions is the Satarday
before the first Suaday in May, when the
blood of the holy martyr is carried In proces-
slun from the cathedral dedioated to his heonor
to the church of Saint Clare.. This proosssion,
which passss through the princi streqte of
Naplos, Italy, is the most gorgsous religiey:
ceremony that can be witnessed in any p
ot the world. Kilty life-size baets, represcat-
lng so many illustricus ealnty, are oar on
men's sboulders to the church in which th
miracle in to take place. Thesa busts'ars o
solid silver r\lmﬂng witt prosious stones,

Qa the last acoaston the proveseion loit the
vathedral at 4 o’alock iu the xftarmcon, aod
at 6 o'clook his Eminencn Qsrdinsl Ssnfelice,
Archbishop of Naples,deposiien the vase con-
taining the rolld masa of Llocd o urk .lay-
like coler eon the alsar in the obuiuh i St,
Clare. The prayers prescribed wezre recited
by the Cardinal and responded to by all pre-
sent. 1liv Emineoce then showed the vare,
whiuh is clrauiar sud sbout the size of aa or-
dinary watch, to the people, when.it was
apen that no change had, as yet taken place,
The **Mlaerere” was then recited and some of
the other prayers repeated. At 7 o’clock the
vase was agsin presented to the people's view,
and this time, to the delight of all, it waa
secn that althongh the mass was till sciid it
bad nssumed the natarsl color of blood.

Amediocal doctor who atood atthe rightof his
Emivence saw distisatly some dropa eof blood
falling lnto the meck ol the phial, which was
turned downwards, Immediatedly afterwards
the whole mass was ohanged Into liquld like
the bloed that courseain our velns. It bub-
bled up and filled in every part the veasel In
which it was contalned. The organ pealed
forth io joyous strains and exclamations of
delight went up from the thouesands present,
amoogst whom were some who sre still able
to srace relationship with the saint, Around
the altar were eduoated men of every shade
of opinton, who saw distioctly everything
that took placo all left the Church of St. Clare
conviuced that they had witnessed a great
miracle.

In the littln town of Puzzuell, outside
Napler, whera St Juouarius was martyred,
thero can st’ll be seen & few traces of his
blood on u stoue that s guarded with zealeay
care, This blood also liquefles at the same
momsnt that tho miracio tukes place in

Naples.
