And here, we must not fal­
ter. This is the opportunity fed­
eralists have been waiting for, to 
move beyond words to action 
and recognize, constitutionally, 
that Québec is not a province 
comme les autres. This is the 
chance for federalists to rebuild 
the nation, to live up to the Ca­
nadian creed: “My Canada in­
cludes Québec."

Such a close vote not only di­
vided the people of Québec, it 
redefined the nature of Cana­
dian federalism, tel qu'il est. A
