English Teacher’s Note».
All our Lord's miracles ol healing exhibit 

that “ power over disease " which is the sub­
ject of this lesson ; but they have their several 
distinctive features, and the one recorded in 
the passage lor reading has i- lures that make 
it peculiarly suitable on this occasion.

1. Notice the duration ol 'lie disease. Tbi 
is marked in a way tkat, if pointed out to 
children, Will interest them not a little. We 
are told that the woman had suffered for twelve 
years ; and we are also told (ver. 42) tbst the 
daughter ol Jairus—to whose bedside Jesus 
was going when the womar touched bim—was 
twelve years old. l’ut it, luerefore, in this

’ way : When Jesus was a young man ot about 
twenty years of age, working for his daily 
bread m the carpenter’s shop at Nazareth, 
two event» occurred simultaneously at Caper 
naum—a Jewish lady fell ill, and a little baby- 
girl was born to the ruler of the synagogue ; 
aud all the while that baby was growing up to 
the age of twelve (to children this will seem a 
loi g time) that lady was getting worse and 
worse! And bow striking that the N 
carpenter should on the same day heal the 
l»dy and raise the child ! Such a picture will, 
in the eyes ot a Sunday school class, much 
enhance Christ’s “ power over disease."

2. N ot ice that Christ’s power did what could 
he done by no other power. If the woman 
were were not already cured it waa not that 
the physicians hsd not tried, and it was not 
that she had stinted their fees. “ All her 
living " was spent upon them : that is, she was 
a well-to-do person, perhaps a lady of wealth 
and now she was reduced to poverty. Yet in 
one moment, “ without money and without 
price," she is pefectly cured by the power of 
Jesus.

3. But the most remarkable feature in the 
narrative ia the means of the cure, namely, the 
touch ; to this the Golden Text especially 
directs our attention by describing another oc­
casion when “ as many as touched him were 
mide whole ;" and upon this the teacher should 
endeavor to base his application ol the lesson— 
which, il clear, can scarcely tail to be imprei 
live.

Take an illustration or two. Here is a dark 
room ; in the gas-pipes there is plenty of illu­
minating power, but' it is useless without 
match to set the gas alight, and even this t* 
useless unless the little valve be opened and the 
gas turned on. Here is a house on fire ; under 

Now what did bring her need into contact 
with Christ’, power?

CAN YOU SWIM ?

We do not mean : Can you swim lor fun, or 
lor sanitary refreshment ; but can you swim lor 
your lile, with your boots oo ?

Swimming as an accomplishment is common ; 
we should like to say common enough, but that 
would not be true so long as there remains a 
single individual who cannot swim at all, and 
unhappily such individuals are numerous. We 
can say, however, that swimming as an accom­
plishment is common compared with the art of 
swimming as a safeguard against drowning.

This is a distinction with a difference. 
There are multitudes, who are quite at home 
in the water in Nelure'e costume or with a 
light bathing drew on, especially when they 
know how 1er it is to the bottom and bow tar to 
the shore, who would go to the bottom with 
discouraging baste if suddenly pitched over­
board in a strange place with their usual clothing 
on. Tbs conditions sre entirely different troui 
those ot ordinary swimming ; end to ooe nnsc- 
custouted to the feeling and effect of clothing 
in water, the difference is very apt 6» nullity 
lor the moment all his experience as a swimmer. 
Tbs consequence is * sudden loss of sell-control 
which too often results disastrously, whereupon 
the friends ol the victim marvel that such * 
good swimmer should drown so easily.

An accident ol this sort occured but a tew 
days ago. The victim was the master oi an 
excursion steamer, a good swimmer, hi» 
numerous friend» say ; yet when he found him­
self in the water unprepared for swimming, he 
acted as wildly a» one wholly unable to »wim. 
With all bis swimming, he had probably never 
been ia the water before in full drew ; and the 
confusion ol mind which ensued, when he found 
hi» limbe muffled with clothing, hi» buoyancy 
reduced, and all the usual conditions of 
•wimming changed, kept bim from making 
good nae ot the knowledge.be possessed. So 
be tired himself and strangled himself with 
frantic struggles, and went to the bottom before 
a boat could reach him, though it waa near 
enough to have saved one who coaid not swim 
at all, bad he been cool enough to keep 
perfectly still.

The moral is plain. With all your swimming 
practice, don’t neglect lo accustom youraelf to 
coudHons such as you will be pretty sure to find 
yourself in should you ever bsve occasion to 
swim tor your lHe. When you ean keep youreelt 
afloat with heavy boots od, when you can tumble 
out ot a boat in ordinary dress sod strip in the 
water, and not waste your strength in suiddsl 
the streets there is power, m the shape of wster 
to put the fire out, but nothing can be done if 
there be no means of removing the plug. Here 
is s group of starving children ; in the cupboard 
there is bread for them, but they will starve 
notwithstanding if they have no key. In either 
case we may say, Here is need—there is pswer ; 
but how bring the power to bear upon the 
need? So with the woman st Capernaum. 
Here wee her need ; there, a lew yard» Irom 
her, was One with ample power to aupply her 
need. But the question was bow to bring the 
power and the need into contact, 
attempts to overcome the resistance ol clothing 
that cannot be removed, then you can safely 
answer in the affirmative the question : Csn 
you swim ?

There is a forceful proverb about teaching 
old dogs new tricks. We do not imagine that 
many adults will act upon the suggestion we 
have made. But the boys will, it they have 
hall a chance. And we would urge upon 
parents the propriety ol allowing their sons to 
vary their watery sports in the way we bsve de­
scribed. They cannot put their old clothes to 
better use. We can aay from personal expe­
rience that the boys will like the lue, and that 
they will never regret the saving knowledge 
they will gain by it.

Ol course we would not exclude the gills 
from such knowledge, if circumstances are at 
all favorable. At least let them learn to make 
the most of the temporary advantage their 
clothing offers lor buoyancy, and also bow to 
relieve themselves ol entangling skirts in case 
of emergency—Sc. American.

CARE OF MILCH COWS DURING THE 
HOT SEASON.

The bot months sre upon us, and it becomes 
dairymen to see that their cows are not suf­
fering from tbe heat or lack of pure water, two 
points that require special attention Great 
beat, it tbe cows are expoeedto it, gets up a 
feverish condition ol the system, and the effect 
is communicated to tbe milk ; the milk imparts 
it to tbe cheese, which accounts tor much ol the 
bad make which we find on the shelves in July 
and August,™ a bad season, as was tbe summer 
ol 1872; lees so the past season, which was 
comparatively cool.

The remedy is, shelter trom the sun. This 
but tor a few hours in ibe hottest days, green 
cut teed being given at such time. This will also 
encourage the habit, too little practiced ol 
“baiting" our dairy stock. Clover, corn sad 
other material may be used, and should be used 
even if it lessen the stock ol hay, for in no case 
sheuld cows be le A scant of food so as to lessen 
tbeir quantity of milk. It is difficult il not 
impossible to regain what is lost. Tbe falling 
off seems to have almost a peculiar, certainly a 
persistent effect. Every observing dairyman 
roust bave noticed this.

In many cases, in a dry time, water be­
come» scant. Ol coarse stock will suffer Irom 
this cause, pirliculary milch cow». And it olten 
kadi to worse—tbe use ol foul or stagnant water 
which breeds mischief. Rather drivetbe cows in 
tbe cool ot the dsy some distance where good 
water can be obtained, or resort to wells; any­
thing rather than tbjectionable water. Some­
time» where there is no lack ol good water, 
stagnant pools occur in the range of the pasture. 
Cows will sometimes avail themselves of this. 
Drain or lence off all such spots. Indeed, 
milch cows should be excluded from all marshy 
or wet land. Its herbage is coarse and sour, 
and its water unfit to use.

It needs hot a few cases of this description 
or a few careless patron*, to hurt tbe whole 
make of a factory, tbe guilty parties suffering 
with tbe rest, sq that it is lor their own interests, 
as well as tor the other patrons, to see that this 
is remedied. The thing if traced out will bn 
found to have mote important bearings than it 
mar seem to have Correct tbe titties, the few 
instances, and the whole, incloding tbe offend, 
er, will be benefitled.—!.. B. Journal.
