The suggestion made by Mr Power
is that the same system that prevail-
od in Nova Seofia previous to the
confederation, should be adopted by
the Dominion. The propesition s
briefly this, that all men between the
ages of sixteen and lorty-(ive, were
enrclled as militiamen, while men be-
tween fortiy-five and sixty constitut-
ed the reservey For this force the
government undertook to supply
arms and artillery. If this system
were adopted in Canada the militia
available for Dominion defense would
he_ eight hundred thousand men, not
including the reserve.

Such a force would be able to repel
any ahack. The strange part of it is
that ‘Mr. Power claims that such a
force could be supplied with arms
and receive the same attention given
to the Nova Scotia milifiamen for a
| less cost than we now pay for the
maintenance of our thirty-five thou-
sand volunteers in the countrs to-day.

It has certainly been demonstrated
that a ecitizen army, equipped with
modern rifles and proficient in their
use, can compare favorably with re-
gular troops in any kind of irregular
warfare. It cannot be doubted that
Canada is to-day at the mercy of any
invading force, not from lack of
fighting men, but from lack of equip-
ment and organization. It is cer-
tainly a serious problem for this
country to consider, and while the
possibility of war within our borders
is a most revolting one to contem-
plate, still it is better to face the
problem now than to wait until it is
too late to act. 1
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KIPLING'S LATEST.

In his last poem, The Islanders,
Rudyard Kipling bas presumed too
much on his poetic license, comments
the Hamilton Herald His inten-
tion was to satirize the easy, ha ppy-
go-lucky, bumptious spirit of his fel-
Sow-count rymen in the face of great
jmrperial dangers and difficulties, and®
also their cheerful willingness to let
raw striplings do the fighting while
they themselves stay at home to do
the shouting and eriticizing. g

The poet’s satire is partly justified;
but he has yielded to the temptation
to exaggerate.

Kipling hes never been noted for his
delicacy of touch. He has always pil-
ed his coiors on thick, and even his
best work, masterly as it is, is open
to the charge of coarseness and exag-
reration.

Most unhappy are his sneers at the
sporting proclivities of Englishmen.
“Thie flannelled fools at the wicket”
and “the muddled oafs at the goal”
are pot fit subjects for the jeers of an
smgerialistic balladist.

On the cricket’ and football licrdn of

soldierlike qualities have
been developed in the English youth
of several generations, and cricket
and football are the favorite outdoor
pastimes of the British soldiery when
he can find leisure and opportunity to
indulge in them between fights.

Kipling has overshot the mark and
