THE LIBERAL CRAZY QUILT.

The Liberal policy looks like a crazy 
quilt when stretched ont over the coun­
try. Its diversified patchwork of bril­
liant expediency, the blackness of des­
pair and the whiteness of hypocritical 
parity, with all the incongruities of 
blundering shading and inbarmonies. of 
adjustment, render it, however, an ar­
tistic as well as a political failure. The 
patch that was spread out over Ontario 
coukj not be made by any explanatory 
shading to harmonize with the gallows 
emblemed rag that was sorted out foi 
Quebqc. The quilt itself will not cover 
any respectable area of the country. 
No sooner docs Nova Scotia get rolled 
up with the rich warm end of reciprocity 
With the United Stales than British 
Columbia gives it a higher flour duty tug 
and uncovers the eastern province and 
leaves it bare to .the cold Atlantic winds. 
With the tugging ami straining that ii 
continually undergoes from the different 
sections bf the country it is no wonder 
that Mr. Blake is kept busy repatch ing 
and readjusting it.

The leader, 
of the party in Nova Scotia are crying 
for repeal, but Edward Blake toil- Un­
people of Ontario they must uphold the 
sanctity and integrity of the Union 
Bat that can be partly understood by 
the fa.ct that the Grit leaders of Ontario 
have often attempted to gain office on 
tiie cry that their province was being 
robbed for the benefit of Nova Scotia, 
or, as the Toronto Gfobe put it, “ Those 
who vote for tory candidates vote is 
favor of the Nova Scotia bribe.” Then 
there is the novel undertaking of Mr. 
John Charlton, M. P., for Norflf Suffolk, 
who travels across the continent to 
arouse the people of British Columbia 
against the present Dominion govern­
ment on the plea that the revenue deriv­
ed from that country had been expended 
on public works and improvements in 
the eastern provinces, which was of no 
value whatever to the Pacific coast pro 
vince. Another peculiarity of this al* 
round policy is that while we are told 
by the liberal leaders in this section of 
the inexpediency of the Pacific railway 
policy of the Macdonald government the 
same Mr. Charlton, their companion in 
political warfare, tells the British. 
Columbians of the great benefits to b. 
derived from that work, but that the 
government deserves no credit for the 
construction and completion of the 
Canada Pacific Railway, as It would 
have been built anyway in the interests 
of the rest of the Dominion and of the 
imperial government. Another.peculiar 
feature of this crazy quilt policy is the 
fact that while the opponents of the 
government in this section are abus­
ing the Dominion government because 
the Rational policy prevents our pro­
vincial Hoar trade lrum falling entirely 
into the hands of a few Boston mer 
chants, the same Mr. Charlton has been 
tugging at the other end of the quilt and 
crying out to the bread-stuff producers 
of the Pacific province to oust the gov- 
ernment because this same sadly abused 
national policy is responsible for the 
present exceedingly jow prices of bread- 
stuffs. The intelligent voter of the 
country is coming to the conclusion that 
this quilt is only a “ sham,” and that 
•• the bed is shorter than that a man can 
stretch himself on it and the- covering 
narrower than that he can wrap himself 
in it.” Mr. Blake, however, would like 
to have the country believe that it fits 
“like de papers on de vails.”

Everyday we read of the inconsistency 
and readjustment, according to locality, 
•f the declarations of prominent liberal 
leaders. The other day Mr. Laurier, 
while speaking in Ontario, made great 
professions of loyalty to the country 
and said “ I am not a traitor, I am cot 
a preacher of rebellion. Though the 
men who -rebelled committed a great 
error, though they had to be conquered,
I repeat before this great audience that 
la my opinion the guilt of the rebellion 
idoes not rest with the miserable wretches 
who took up arms, but rests altogether 
with the government who provoked it.”

The new methods of party organiza­
tion are being satisfactorily adopted 
among the Liberal-Conservatives in the 
outlying parishes, a»d during the week 
much progress has been made toward 
selecting delegates. The convention 
will be held in Chatham on Wednesday- 
Ja-.nary 5th, at ten o'clock in the fore­
noon. By that time all the parishes will 
have selected their delegates and the best 
opinion of the county been canvassed 
and represented. The plan of organiza­
tion has progressed slowly, it is true, 
but the system has worked well among 
the members of the party in the country 
districts, who have hitherto had the opi­
nion that they were restricted from that 
co-operation and expression of opinion 
as to the conduct of affairs of the party 
that their patriotism to its principles 
"and zeal for 'its success ought to have 
9ecured them. It is to the honor of the 
conservative leaders of the county that 
they were the first to inaugurate the de­
mocratic system of giving every mem­
ber of the party a voice in its delibera­
tions. The liberals of the county a few 
months ago held a mock convention—a 
shell of organization that was packed 
with purchased ingredients manipulated 
by a few. In fact the nominee had de­
clared himself as such a few weeks be­
fore convention. The selection was 
compulsory. But this iras well known 
to be the only way in which sny portion 
of the parly could be ergi-ized, as a 
large majority of the party, remembering 
bow they had been duped l>v Mr. Snow­
ball in 1882, refused to be whipped in by 
those who were working for his interests, 
snd so remained outside, chosing rather 
to remain silent in the contest or to co­
operate with the conservatives than to 
render any assistance that would gecpTe 
his election. The organizers of the party 
knew that if the system adopted by the 
conservative* of carrying to the utmost 
limits of th* county the opportunity for 
every member of the party to be hexrd 
some other .nan would have probably 
received the nomination, *o only a choven 
few were selected aud instructed. The 
conservatives, seeing thegreat dissension 
created among the liberal party by such 
methods, have taken time and caution to 
reach every member ol the party through 
a channel of the broadest representation, 
free from any of the sinister-sways of 
personal or selfish influence. The" con­
vention toward which al! those effective 
plans of organization have been working 
up to, will be held as stated above, and 
the candidate selected by it will have 
the honor of feeling he has been placed 
there by the general intelligence of his 
party. The Advance in its last issue 
said that the ” most sensible" of the 
conservatives “ seemed to agree that Mr. 
Snowball ought to go to Ottawa unop­
posed.” In the light of the untiring ef­
forts being made in every part of the 
county to have a thorough organization 
of the party and the erer increasing de­
termination of its members to throw 
aside personal feeling and rally to the 
support of the Macdonald administration 
there is a mirthful idiocy about, the state­
ment that show’s the Advance to be as 
oblivions to tendencies and events as his 
model litterateur, Brotiier Gardner, 
whose sayings he is so fond ef quoting.

A meeting was held at Derby on Sat­
urday evening for the purpose of elect­
ing delegates to the convention. Mr. 
John Betts was chosen Chairman of the 
rneet'ng. Mr. W. C. Anslow, in a short 
speech, explaiaed the object of the meet­
ing and the basis of representation that 
was thought the most desirable. Mr. 
Adams also made a short speech. He 
said the two great parties of the country 
—one lead by Mr. Biake and the other 
by Sir John Macdonald - would soon ap 
peal to the country nskiug for support and 
it was the duty of all Liberal-Conserva­
tives who thought that the present ad­
ministration was conducted for the best 
interests of the country to organize and 
select a man to represent them. It was 
a time to throw aside personal prejudice 
and bickerings, if such there be, and to 
work for the success of the party at the 
uext election. The opponents of the 
government had nominated Mr. Snow­
ball as their candidate, and we, believing 
in the wisdom of. the policies of the 
government, should not throw down our 
hands aud allow the representation of 
the county to go out of our parly. It 
is said there are divisions among us; 
there are no divisions. There can be 
none, because we throw the selection of 
our candidate into the hands of the peo­
ple. Yon select him. No man selects 
himself. The delegates from the par­
ishes, nominated by the people, selected 
by the people, in convention assembled, 
selects the candidate. He compared the 
history of the two parties before the 
country. The liberal party was a party 
of complaints. They complained against 
Confederation. The conservative party 
had faith in the4country they nad 
formed, and events had justified con­
federation. They con,plained of the 
Pacific Railway and all the railway 
system of the country. They wer# 
opposed to the Franchise Act, which 
increased the list of voters front 
8000 to 5000 alone in this county. 
Mr. Adams made some other strong 
points against the opponents of the 
government, but said he did not intend 
to enter into a full discussion of the 
questions at issue as this was only a 
meeting preliminary to organization.

Mr. Bark made a forcible speech. He 
contrasted the methods of the two par­
ties in the county in holding their con. 
ventions. The Liberals had held a con­
vention at Chatham, to which delegates 
had been asked to come by a central 
power. Nobody sent them there. The 
Liberal Conservatives were seeking to 
get a candidate that would be the choice 
of the bc-«t opinion of the party in the 
county. He showed up strongly the do 
nothing policy of the Liberals while in 
power. The oui” excuse they had for 
their want of action was that they “ were 
only flics on the wheel." anjl-the country 
had taken them at their word and brush­
ed the flics off. Under the policy of 
Sir John the Pacific Railroad had been 
built five years before the time allotted, 
notwithstanding the opposition of the 
Liberals. The Liberals had raised a 
great cry about the Increase of taxes and 
especially the tax on flour, but the price 
of flour had not been increased. Men 
could buy more to day for one dollar 
than ever before. There was no such a 
thing as this increase of prices. They 
could live te-day cheeper than eight 
years ago. The speaker then discussed 
the railroad policy of the country and 
showed what vast benefits New Bruns- 
w’ck had received from rapid exten­
sion. He said the Liberals bsd raised 
the cry of- “ beodle” against all those

esting and instructive speech, in which 
he compared the policies of the two 
parties and showed how the country had 
prospered under the administration of 
Sir John Macdonald, and produced 
statistics to prove his statements. lie 
said the Liberals had no policy to come 
before the people with but the Kiel 
issue, and that was a dead one.

After a few more speeches by others 
present the following delegates were 
elected to attend tiie eouvention :— 
Messrs. James S. Wilson, Francis II. 
Jardine and Thomas Parker, with Mr. 
Malcolm Amos as alteruate delegate.

Delegates have been chosen from the 
parishes of Ilardwickc and Alnwick and 
meetings will be held in the up river 
parishes during the week.

Secretary Bayard’s Demand-
In a correspondence on the fishery question, 

sent by Secretary Bayard to Minister Phelps 
at London, the latter is instructed to demand 
not merely indemnification lor the loss sustain­
ed b} parties suAeriug by Captain Quigley’s 
actions, but his withdrawal from the waters 
where the outrages I represent to you have 
been” committed. Mr Bayard deals at great 
length with the case of the “ Marion Grimes’’ 
on which vessel Capt. Quigley hauled down the 
American flag and contends that the vessel had 
the right to fly her country’s flag until she was 
condemned in a competent prize court. He 
says :

The action of Captain Quigley in hauling 
down the flag of the United States from the 
“ Marion Grimes” has naturally aroused much 
resentment in this country, and has been made 
the subject of somewhat excited popular com­
ment ; and it is wholly impossible to account 
for so extraordinary and unwarranted an ex­
hibition of hostility and disrespect by that 
official. I must suppose that only his want of 
knowledge of what is due to international com­
ity and propriety aud overheated zeal as an of­
ficer of police could have permitted such ac­
tion, but I am confident that, upon the facts 
being made known by you to Her Majesty’s 
government, it will at once be disavowed, a 
fitting rebuke be administered, and the possibi­
lity of a repetition of Captain Quigley’s offence 
be prevented.

When it is considered that only a few months 
ago a Canadian vessel was seized by an Ameri­
can cruiser 160 miles oft the Alaska coast, her 
flag hauled down and her officers imprisoned 
and subjected to hardships from which one of 
them died, it seems strange that Secretary 
Bayard should be so anxious to consider Cap­
tain Quigley’s action as a grevions insult to the 
American people. Besides, when the circurn- 
stanes of the offence are explained, it is diffi­
cult to see how the captain of the Terror could 
have acted otherwise. The Canadian Minister 
of Customs while in Halifax shortly after the 
offence upheld the course of the captain aud 
said he had acted within his rights and that 
the Canadian government had not apologized 
for his action.

In talking of the matter yesterday Captain 
Quigley briefly stated the circumstances of the 
seizure. The Marion Crimes was four miles 
from the^SheUmrne Custom House when seized, 
not eight miles as has been stated, neither was 
there a heavy southeast wind blowing. The 
night was calm. She had followed the Terror 
into the harbor and anchored at the above men­
tioned distance. As she was sailing out next 
morning she was boarded for refusing-do re­
port, and brought back to port aud the case re­
ferred to Ottawa. Instructions were received 
from Ottawa by the Collector of Customs, not 
by Capt. Quigley, to seize the vessel and to im­
pose a fine of §400 on her pending inquiry. 
The Collector of Customs and Capt. Quigley 
went aboard and seized the vessel, and put the 
broad arrow on the mainmast ; but she was al­
lowed to remain in the stream so as to escape 
the extra expense of wharfage and watchmen. 
This was on Thursday night, and the captain 
of the vessel telegraphed the owners of the ves­
sel and the Consul General at Halifax the cir­
cumstances. Early on the following Monday 
the captain of the vessel hoisted theaAmerican 
flag over the broad arrow. Capt. Quigley went 
on board and asked him if his vessel had been 
released, and he answered, no. Then he polite­
ly requested him to haul down his flag and he 
complied. A short time afterward he again 
hoisted the flag without being released by the 
authorities. Capt. Quigley explained to him 
the great trouble his action might cause, show^, 
ed him the broad arrcAv upon the mainmast^ 
and told him that until he had received a re­
lease he could uot hoist his flag. Tiie flag was 
pulled down and passed to the captain of the 
vessel, and the vessel was hauled into the dock. 
The American Consul was consulted and he said 
lie had not ordered the flag to be hoisted. 
Captain Quigley explained that he looked upon 
the hoisting of the flag as an attempt to escape, 
as an American vessel had dçne a short time 
previous. He says he had no intention to in­
sult the American flag. It has been stated that 
the American captain had hoisted the flag in 
honor of his birthday, but lie said the captain 
had never explained it that way to him, although 
he had been asked. Captain Quigley seems- to 
be quite satisfied that he has not overstepped 
the boundaries of his duty and that his action 
will be sustained. He says that the hoisting 
of the American flag over the broad arrow was 
a violation of international courtesy and a direct 
insult to English authority, and he as a British 
officer could not be expected to stand by and 
see it done.

Fishery Protective Uaisa.
The Idea is being strongly canvassed 

among the fishermen of the northern 
counties of the necessity of forming 
some kind of protective union, looking 
uot only to the care and consideration of 
their individual interests and the rend- 
justmentof difiicnltiesamong themselves, 
but also to the gathering of information 
ns to the best process for developing 
this important industry and to the col­
lection of data for presentation to the 
government with the object of securing 
more intelligent legislation. That the 
fishermen have many grievances cannot 
be denied. No legislation for the care 
and development of the fishery industry 
could be made to fit evenly over ail sec­
tions. There are many diversified local 
interests in the way. The present gov­
ernment has shown Itself anxious where 
just ground for complaint was adduced 
to institute the remedy required, but the 
action of the government in that line has 
in many cases been necessarily tedious, 
owing to the difficulty in getting exact 
information. An intelligent combi nation 
of fishermen would do much to facilitate 
a judicious and desirable working of the 
department in this section aud have the 
effect of more speedily remedying any 
grievance complained of. The fishermen 
have lost much in the past by not being 
united, and their experience should has­
ten every effort to consummate as soon 
as possible a union for the protection of 
their interests. It should be a union 
whose intelligence would be commensu­
rate with the great industry it was desired 
to protect, and strong and powerful

Against Olevtiand.
Mr. Cleveland s methods arc not" ap 

preciated by some of the old war horses 
of tile democracy. They cannot under­
stand how a man can consider the inter­
ests of his country above those of his 
party, aud lie has stirred up a strong op­
position from prominent members of his 
party. Congressman John J. Adams, in 
whose opinion many in Miramiehi wiil 
take an interest, thus expressed himself 
the other day : —

1 ‘ What tiie party wants as its candidate iu 
1888 is a true, good’ democrat, aud Mr. Cleve­
land is not that kind of a man. In the city of 
New York, witli its 58,000 democratic majority, 
1 am willing to bet 8150 to Si, that, if nomi­
nated, lie cannot carry tiie city. In tiie next 
place, lie car not be iiqmiuated. If he is nomi­
nated (and of that calamity we have no fear) lie 
will be the worsl'Iiyaien candidate that ever 
ran for tiie Presidency. Gov. Hill can carry 
New York, New Jersey, Connecticut aud In­
diana. Cleveland can carry neither of them, 
particulary New York. They may say the 
mugwumps will not vote for Hill. They can 
take their choice : go to Hades or take to tiie 
woods. Mr. Cleveland is not a democrat, never 
was one and never will be, and he is serving hi* 
first aud last term as President.

Wc at a distance will find it hard to 
understand why there should be so strong 
an opposition to an administration 
which, by the returns just sent to ' Con­
gress, has proved itself so beneficial to 
the country. Mr. Cleveland’s policy has 
been prudent and economical, lie has 
collected 1C millions more revenue this 
year than Iasi, while the expenditures of 
the country have been 174 millions less 
than the year before. He has made the 
revenue service so efficient that lie has 
been able to collect 114 millions more 
customs revenue than iu the previous 
year at a cost of collection of $400,000 
less than it cost before. He lias also 
collected 44 millions mote of interior re­
venue at a cost of collection of §155,000 
less than the previous year. Mr. Cleve­
land has certainly done much to improve 
the public service, and it looks as if the 
country could stand another term of his 
administration without much injury.

Accident on tno X. C. R,
While Conductor Vye’s special coal 

traiu was about three-quarters of a mile 
this side of Berry’s Mills, brakeman 
Joseph Holland was putting the rear 
brakes on the van when they gave away 
and at the 'same time flie cugiue gave a 
sudden start, throwing him clear over 
the railing off the car, and landing him 
on his head between the rai's. The train 
left Moncton about 12 o'clock last night 
and the accident happened about 30 min­
utes later. The train was going at about 
20 miles an hour when he fell off. tie 
told a reporter that he felt himself going 
and tried to catch hold of the railing but 
missed it aud lie remembered nothing till 
he was picked up by the traiu men. His 
face is badfy cat up, the most painful 
wound being a large gash in his upper 
lip and one on his forehead. The rest 
of his face is more or less bruised. The 
wounds wete filled with gravel which 
makes them very painful. He complains 
of severe pains around hi a ribs and it is 
probable he has received internal in 
juries. As soon as the mail train pass­
ed tiie van and engine were despatched 
back to Moncton with the injured inan 
and he was removed to the Intercolonial 
House and Dr. Chandler summoned to 
dress his wounds. He has been on the 
I. C. R. three aud a half years and it is 
the first time lie met with an accident.— 
Transcript, 20lh.

Oaraquet Railway.
,On the invitation of the manager, K. 

Fj. Burns, M. 1\, a number of persons 
from Bathurst enjoyed a trip over the 
Caraquet railway last week. Among 
those from Bathurst were the manager 
and Messrs. J. H. White, C. H. Mc­
Laughlin, agent of the Merchants’ Bank 
of Halifax, John Sivewright, (I. Bishop, 
II- White, J. S. Desbrisay, Edward 
O’Bricu, M. Poirrier, Capt. Jos. Andrew, 
John H. Harrington and others. A cor­
respondent who accompanied the party, 
writing to the San, says : “ The road 
runs wherever practicable through set­
tled districts, all main business centres 
along the line being touched. On the 
very day the track laying was completed 
an order was given to tiie manager for 
six cars in which to load lumber and fish 
for transportation over the line, the lat 
ter to go to Chicago. From the present 
end of the track at Pokemonche to Ship 
pegan village and harbor, tbe proposed 
terminus to which the line is now being 
located, the distance is only about six 
miles, while to Tracadie aud St. Isidore 
by the proposed Gulf Shore railway, the 
distance is only about 12 miles. United­
ly those places have a population of 
about eight thousand, and the aggregate 
of the business done is very large.

Black Birch.
The price of black bircti of best quali­

ty has recently gone up from §7 to $95 
per 1,000. The extraordinary advance 
is due to the discovery that boards cut 
out of the first logs arc susceptible of a 
very high polish, and can be us id for 
almost any purpose hitherto exclusively 
received for mahogany, which is worth 
$250 a thousand. The advance has been 
expedited by the discovery that the best 
black walnut is giving out. Black wal­
nut from Arkansas aud the south is so 
porous that it is of very little use in fur­
niture making. The best bia*k birch is 
found almost exclusively on the barren 
copper ore regions between Milwaukee 
and Ashland, where all other timber is 
stunted in growth and very poor. Here 
boards out of the butt cut quickly as­
sume a beautiful red tint on being ex­
posed to the atmosphere, and can be 
polished up to a great degree of fineness. 
The price will soon fall to $50 or $60 a 
thousand, as a railroad is being laid 
right through the very inaccessible re­
gion where it grows, and the high prices 
have tempted several men to open out 
saw mills. Red beech has also advanced 
in price very rapidly. It could be bought 
up recently in Indiana and Ohio for the 
bare Cost of sawing, but now it is worth 
$30 a thousand.—Lumberman's Gazette.

HOW THE N. P. HELPS BUILD CP THE 
COUNTRY.

(Hon. Mr. Foster at Deseronto.)
The Liberal Conservative party was 

the party of practical development ; the Re­
form party was the party oif destructive 
criticism. (Hear, hear.) Some people 
seemed to think that the National Policy 
was solely a tariff requiring that certain 
taxes shall be levied on certain articles of 
import, aud the revenue going into the 
Dominion exchequer. That was not the 
sum and substance of the X. P. as out­
lined by Sir John Macdonald and his 
friends iu 1876-7-8. It contemplated first 
of all to keep the market of Canada for 
Canadians.' (Loud cheers.) Our people 
were practically debarred from sending 
any goods to the States owin^ to a hostile 
tariff of 30, 40, and even 50 per cent 
against them ; but if the people of the 
States wanted.to send their produce here 
they could do it easily against 15 or 17i 
per cent. duty. The "N. P. had changed 
all that. (Loud cheers.) Then that 
policy by encouraging new industries 
brought in workmen, which meant a 
market for the produce of the farmer. 
That new industries had bee i started and 
employment given to our people no one 
could gainsay. Only the other day in 
Peterboro’ he had been told that a lock­
making establishment, which gave em­
ployment to eighty persons, and involved 
an investment of capital to the extent of 
$200,000, had recently been removed 
there holus bolus from Buffalo. (Cheers.) 
As an instance of the development of 
Canadian industries since ]£78, he point­
ed out that in that year 105 million 
pounds of sugar were imported into the 
Dominion, only about 7 m llion pounds 
of which came in raw. Last year how 
much sugar came in raw Î Over 200 
million pounds, and out of this large 
quantity only five or six millions came 
iu tetined ; all the rest-was .imported in 
the raw state, and every step towards 
converting the raw into the lefined article • 
was done by sturdy Canrdtan hands.

He 
asked the people of Canada to read the 
evidence of the Half- breeds, which would 
be presented to Parliament next session, 
to see what was the cause of the rebellion. 
Instead of the half-breeds rising in rebel­
lion on account of the ill-treatment they 
were reported to have receive 1, Riel had 
headed the movement, he declared solely 
because he had an old grudge against the 
Government for the treatment meted out 
to him fifteen years ago. It was a signi­
ficant fact that from the day Louis Riel 
entered the country until to-day no single 
resolution passed at public meeting, no 
single petition representing that the half- 
bretxls had grievances, had reached anv 
department of the Government. (Loud 
cheers.) And yet this man, who had 
caused ruin and destruction throughout 
the North-west ; who with his allies had 
desolated homes, murdered priests, aud 
disorganized fora time settlement in that 
country, was held up iu one part of 
Canada as a hero-martyr, as a man around 
whose name a political"party was to rally ;

He (Mr. White) 
believed that if the facts were only 
known this would be seen, that the men 
who provoked the rebellion were men, 
some of them holding high positionnai 
tiie ranks of one of the political parties in 
this country, who, despairing of defeating 
the Government on its public policy, 
ventured to bring about that disaster in 
the North-west in order that the Govern­
ment might lose the confidence of the 
people. He (Mr. White) was in Mani­
toba when Riel was hanged, and an old 
clear Grit had said to him in triumphant 
tones—“ Ah, we have you now. What­
ever you do we have you. Don’t hang 
him, and Ontario will go against you. 
Anyway, your goose is cooked ; your 
period of office is pretty well over.” 
(Cries of “ Not much.”) He much mis­
took the temper of the people of Canada 
if they allowed the Government to be 
defeated on such an issue as that. (Loud 
cheers, and cries of “ We won’t,”)

ONE LAW FOR ALL.
(Minister of Justice, Mr. Thompson, at Peter­

boro. )
Sir John and his Ministers appeared 

before them from a recognition of the re­
sponsibility which devolved upon them 
us Ministers of the Crown and as mem­
bers of Parliament to give an account of 
their stewardship. (Hear, hear.) He re­
cognized front the events of the last 
twelve months, that Canada had reached 
a grave crisis in public affairs, but the 
Government stood to-day, as it had stood 
a year ago, firm in its determination to 
maintain through all the wide domain of 
Canada one system of laws for every race, 
creed and class that inhabits this coun­
try. (Loud cheers.) One or two grit 
papers had charged him with having iu 
( 'humbly asked for French votes and then 
that he had gone into llaldimaud to 
abuse the Frenchmen who had refused to 
give him votes in Chamblv. The state­
ment to that effect was absolutely as true 
its most of the statements which appeared 
iti the Toronto Globe or anv other Grit

ACCIDENTS ON TH E I. C. R.’

A Train Goes Over an Embankment— 
A Fireman Killed.

The gale of Thursday night is respon­
sible for a serious accident an the Inter­
colonial Railway, causing the death of a 
fireman and the destruction of a number 
of cars. The disaster occurred about 3.30 
o’clock, Friday morning, near Belmont 
station, eight miles west of Truro, N. S. 
The train, which was a sjoecial freight, 
and in charge of Conductor Archibald, 
ran into a box car which, it appears, hail 
been blown out of a siding upon the main 
line. The engine and twelve cars were 
derailed, the engine being considerably 
demolished. Some of theesrs rolled over 
an embankment 20 feet deep and were 
badly wrecked.; Fireman Kelly was 
caught between the engine and tender 
and remained in that perilous positron 
about two hours, suffering intensely, until 
a wrecking train from Truro arrived 
with assistance, when he was extricated. 
Driver Lovett and Brakem in Fultz were 
also injured, hut not seriously. The reg­
ular trains were delayed about three 
hours. John Kelly, the fireman who 
was hurt, was taken to his h ome in Truro. 
Medical aid was summoned, but his in­
juries were of such a character as to ren­
der it impossible for human hands to 
more than afford temporary relief. He 
lingered until an early hour this morn­
ing when death ended his lerrible suffer­
ing. Last night another accident, but 
not of so serious a charactet as the above, 
happened near Sacl^ille. No. 9, the ex­
press from Halifax, was -tinning along 
on the main line when the driver sudden­
ly discovered that a special train was 
loading freight on the line. Ross, the 
driver of the express, claims that the 
semaphore was not up and he was pro­
ceeding along without having any know­
ledge whatever of the train ahead of him 
until he came within so short a distance 
from it that he was unable to stop his 
train in time to prevent the accident. 
The force of the collision was such as to 
demolish the front of the express engine 
and to wreck the van aud a cattle ear at­
tached to the freight train. The driver 
aud conductor of the special train equaliy 
positively declare that the semaphore was 
up, otherwise they would not have been 
in the danger in which they were. As 
is usual in such instances all the train 
hands will be suspended until an official 
inquiry is held.—Globe.
