POUR CHARGES.
Judge’s Charge iu the Cooper- 

Sharp Murder Case.

Nashville, Tenu., March 17.—After 
reading the indictment Judge Hart be­
gan his charge to the jury to-day in the 
Cooper-Sharp ease. He oaid iu part : 
“While this indictment contains but 
one charge upon its face it embraces 
four distinct felonies—murder in the 
first degree; murder in the second de­
gree; voluntary manslaughter; involun­
tary manslaughter.

The judge defined these degrees and 
concluded: “You enter upon this in­
vestigation with the presumption that 
the defendant is not guilty of any 
crime, and this presumption stands as a 
witness for him until it is rebutted and 
overturned by competent and credible 
proof, sufficiently strong to satisfy you 
beyond a reasonable doubt that the de­
fendant is guilty of some one of the of­
fences which have' been heretofore de­
fined and explained to you.”

Mr. Justice Riddell criticised the old 
court house at London, Ont., very se­
verely, anti threatened to have* the 
county indicted if improvements were 
uot made soon.

LONG-SILENT CITY
Dixovered by a Mountain Climber 

in California.

Long Beach, Cal., March 1Ü.—The 
most important archaeological discovery 
ever made in the southwest is reported 
by B. F. Bond, who has just returned 
from a trip in the San Jacinto Moun­
tains. Mr. Bond found the ruins of an 
ancient city of unknown origin, hidden 
in the mountains and containing about 
one thousand stone houses.

Charles F. Lummis, librarian of Los 
Angeles, and a noted archaeologist, says 
no such ruins have ever been reported 
before, and that the discovery is of the 
greatest importance to archaeologists 
and historians of the early period of 
California. Mr. Bond immediately sent 
accurate information concerning his find 
to the scientists of the Smithsonian In­
stitution at Washington, so that it may 
be properly exploited.

The discovery was made by accident. 
Mr. Bond was tramping in the moun­
tains when he stumbled upon the silent 
city. The houses were all one room 
dwellings <>f two sizes. The older and 
larger houses were 111 by -3 feet, and 
the smaller and better preserved were 
8 by 12 feet. The houses were built 
along regularly laid out streets, pavotl 
with huge blocks of stone that had been 
covered in days gone by with earth. 
This earth had been washed away by 
the rains, leaving the stones bare. At 
the point, of greatest width of the city 
there are seven of these paved streets.
