“Industrial development in the
Maritiine Provinces has been largely
confined to Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick; Prince Edward Island is
almost purely agricultural. In New
Brunswick it has ma.aly centred
around the large timber resources of
the province. Over one-third of the
total capital engaged in manufactur-
ing is invested in the lumber indus-
try. About fifty million dollars woula
cover the total investment in manu-
facturing and pearly half of this is in
forest products. There are over 250
saw mills in the province, and the
total deals manufactured would run
about half a billion feet yearly, nearly
all spruce.

“There are, of course, innumerable
small industries in very great vari-
ety; and in some lines, suzh as nail
making, stove making, fish snd lob-
ster canning, soap and confectionery
manufacturing, and several others,
there are lines manufactured which
have a wide reputation; but the great
basic industry of the province is in
forest products. Why New Bruns-
wick, with {ts magnificent water
power, available almost everywhere,
has not developed more manufactur-
ing industries, is hard to understand
