moment the question whether or 
not we need such a building ; 
whether or not the present me­
thod of conducting the public in­
struction of the Province is best 
adapted to our requirements, or 
most in accordance with our re­
sources, let us see what the Gov­
ernment have been doing regard­
ing this question. In 1896 the 
Government of Mr. Peters pushed 
a bill through the Legislature 
empowering the Government to 
receive temporary loans to the 
amount of $76,000, over and 
above the sum previously author­
ized to be so received. In intro­
ducing this bill the Leader of the 
Government led the members of 
the Legislature to distinctly un­
derstand that a portion of the 
money thus to be borrowed was to 
be applied to the erection of a 
new Prince of Wales College. 
Now, the Government auditor's 
report on the Public accounts for 
the year ended 31st December, 
1896, shows that, in virtue of the 
increased loans Act above refer­
red to, the sum of $50,250.32 was 
borrowed by the Government in 
1896. As we have not yet the 
Public accounts for 1897, we 
know not what has been done 
in the direction of securing private 
loans in that year ; but it is not 
improbable that very considerable 
amounts have been raised in the 
same way. Here there is con­
clusive evidence that the money 
has been borrowed ; but up to the 
present no building has been 
started, nor is there a particle of 
evidence to show that any of the 
borrowed money has been set 
aside for the purpose of such 
building. On the contrary, we 
have the evidence that the money 
borrowed for a specific purpose, 
has been used as ordinary revenue. 
The Government themselves fur­
nished the evidence last year ; 
furnished the proof that not 
dollar of the money borrowed up 
to that tkne had been set aside 
for the purposes of erecting the 
new college ; for it was then en 
acted that * it shall be lawful for 
the Government of Prince Edward 
Island to erect R new building to 
be used for the Prince of Wales 
College and Normal School," and 
to-“issue dabeatqmhfor $19,000. 
to me for thirty years,” etc. All 
this goes to show that the Gov­
ernment have been deceiving 
the people and taking power to 
themselves to borrow money under 
false pretences. It is well known 
that when the bill authorizing the 
borrowing of the money to build 
the college was before the Legis­
lature, the opposition condemned 
the scheme and placed on record 
the opinion that it was unwise to 
issue any more debentures or 
further increase the public debt 
and taxes. From all this it must 
be quite apparent, that,1 up to 
the present time, the Government 
have made use of the new Prince 
of Wales College to facilitate their 
borrowing powers and to sink the 
province deeper—in debt. Now 
a few words regarding the 
College and the system of higher 
education therein carried on. The 
institution, as at present conduct­
ed, is of a composite character. 
“ The Prince of Wales College and 
Normal School” is the full title of 
this school. A Normal School, 
and a good one, is an" indispensably 
necessary part of onr public edu­
cational system. This is the school 
where our teachers are trained for 
the great work of imparting ' in­
struction to and training in turn 
the youth of our Province. This 
work, we assume, is fairly well 
done in the present Normal School. 
It is possible, however, that some 
improvements could be made in 
this direction. What, ndw, is the 
specific work of the “ Prince of 
Wales College" part of the insti­
tution ? We are strongly in­
clined to the belief that it is large­
ly directed to the preparation of 
those who may desire to matrieu 
lata into 
some other Universities. This is a 
laudable work ; but we are of 
opinion that it is work which the 
Province should not be called up­
on to support or pay for. Our 
contention is that if the Province 
equips and supports a first-class 
Normal School, it should not be 
asked to go further in the direc­
tion of higher education.

The Dominion Government, among 
its other difficulties, seems to be af­
flicted with two troubles in connec­
tion with the Yukon district : The 
interior department issues miners’ 11 
censes without which no man can 
take up a claim. xThe Ubited States 
miners want to get certificates

Mr. S. F. Perry, M. P., for 
West Prince, died at Ottawa on 
Thursday morning last. He was 
attacked by a severe illness shortly 
after his arrival at Ottawa, at the 
beginning of the session, from 
which he never rallied. Mr. 
Perry was born at Tignidh 
1823 and consequently was 75 
years of age at the time of his 
death. He was educated at old 
St Andrew’s College, St. An 
draw’s. In 1854 he was elected 
to the Provincial Legislature, in 
which he continuously held a seat 
until 1874, During these years 
he was Speaker for one year, and 
for some time a member of the 
Executive Council. In 1874 he 
was elected to the House of Com 
mons, as a Buflterter of the Me-' 
Kenzie Government At the 
general Dominion election, 
1878, he was defeated ; but in 
1879 was again elected to tbe 
House, of Assembly, and was re 
elected in 1882 and 1886. In 
1887 he was elected to the- House 
of Commons, once more, and 
again in 1891. He was defeated 
in the general election of 1896 
but was returned at the subse­
quent bye-election. His remains

Mr. Smith was 
aek»i the name of the Montreal friend 
by whom he sent his offer to Mr. Sif­
ton. He named Sir William Van 
Home. Afterwards Hon. Mi. Sifton 
stated th»t no offer had been received 
through Mr. Van Horne. Mr. Jeanrier 
concluded by reading a letter from Mr,
Van Horne, in which tbe latter said he 
had not made any offer to Sifton for the 
construction of this railway, and that 
he wae not authorized by Smith’s com 
pany to do so. This ended the state 
ment read by Mr, fanner. It seems 
to show that tfiere wae a miennder 
standing between Hamilton Bmjth and 
his Montreal friend. Howrver, there 
is no donbt that the government did 
not give Hamilton Smith a chance to 
tender after the route was decided, and 
that Mr. Smith lost no time, as soon as 
he knew of the govern men t*s intention, 
lo plape before tbe government hie offer 
to construct tbe railway for ooe-qaarter 
of the subsidy proposed in the measure 
before the house. Mr. Mqd^ continued 
the debate in a strong yet moderate 
speech, condemning the transaction as 
not affording a guarantee of the all 
Canadian route and as squandering the 
public domain.
