Dr. Louis Frechette, the famous French 
Canadian poet, and well known all over 
the Dominion as a leading literateur died 
in Montreal Sunday evening. He formerly 
represented Levis in the Commons, and was 
once editor of La Patrie.

Private Foote, of the R. C. H. A., found 
guilty at London, Ont., of desertion, was 
sentenced to six months with hard labor. 
Foote left the ranks a year ago. A few 
days ago he was located at Stratford and 
brought back.

Th#>Pl*ot Liner Halifax arrived in port 
at 11.30 yesterday morning, on her first 
trip of the season to this port. She en­
countered stormy and foggy weather from 
Halifax to Boston. She had 150 passen­
gers Laving Halifax and twelve or thir­
teen for Charlottetown.

Victor Shanley, a lawyer, was sentenced 
in New York on Monday by Judge Foster 
to serve jnot less than five years and not 
more than ten years in state prison for 
forgery. In the early part of 1904 Shan- 
Ly forged the name of client John A. 
Smith, to a satisfaction of a mortgage for 
$25,000, obtained the money and kept it.

Word has been received here from Bath­
urst that during the northeast, gu le Sunday, 
the ship Lavora went ashore and is a total 
wreck. Her two masts are gone by the 
board and the vessel is lying in only two 
feet of water at low tide. Only a small 
portion of her cargo was on board. She 
was loading lumber at Melrose, N. B. 
The crew was saved.

The body of Andrew McAulay, who had 
been missing from Georgetown since Deo. 
26Lh last, was found on Suqday at Bruden- 
ell shore. Dr. Stewart, after examining 
the body was of opinion that death was 
due to drowning. It was supposed he lost 
hie life by falling off a wharf at George­
town. The remains were interred in the 
Çatholio cemetry at Georgetown.

lathe hope of discovering a preventative 
and cure for tuberculosis, Frank Merritt, 
who volunteered in New York to surrender 
his body in the interests of humanity and 
tnedical science, has permitted a physician 
to inoculate his system with the germs of 
the dread disease. An examination made 
yesterday showed that already the disease 
has made considerable progress since the 
inoculation a week previously.

The British Minister to Cuba, A. Grant 
Duff, has presented to Governor Magoon a 
request for the direct payment of indemnity 
to the family of William Harrington, a 
native of Nassau, Bahama Islands, and a 
member of the crew of the British turtle 
fishing schooner Experiment, who was 
killed by a cannon shot fired by the Cuban 
revenue cutter Abeja off Cayo Coco, an is­
land off the north coast of Cuba, last April. 
The schooner was found fishing in Cuban 
waters, and was attempting to escape when 
the cutter fired.

Fredericton L. Woods, eighteen years 
old, aeronaut, who was giving an exhibition 
at Hillside Park near Pasaic, N. J., Sun­
day afternoon, dropped 2,000 feet into 
Pasaic River, where he was drowned. He 
was waving a large American flag which 
got entangled in his feet.

A bear appeared on the streets of Pug- 
wash, N. S., on Saturday last. A hunting 
party chased him to the harbor, when he 
plunged into the water. The hunters fol­
lowed him in a boat ; but as he showed 
tiget they were obliged to shoot him before 
taking charge of him.

An entire family consisting of William 
Eidleman, his wife, El z ibetb, and their 
two children, Anna and William, of West 
Pensauken, Pa., Saturday last, were drown­
ed in Pensauken Greets; by tîîe capsizing of 
a small row boat.. They were taking an 
outing in celebration of the fact that the 
lather had just cleared off a mortgage on 
the home he had purchased.

The residence of John McDougall, sec- 
tionman on the P. E. I. R., at Richmond, 
was totally destroyed by fire on Wednes­
day morning. The fire is supposed to have 
originated from a defective flue. By the 
help of the neighbors who came to the 
rescue most of the furniture and clothing 
was saved. The loss which is estimated 
at between five and six hundred dollars is 
partly covered by insurance.

The train with the English mail for the 
Maritime Provinces jumped the track two 
miles north of Campbellton, N. B., Sunday 
morning and the whole train and loco­
motive were crashed into a ditch.

It is rumored from Paris that the Red 
Star steamship Vaderland has been wreck­
ed in the North Sea in a dense fog.

twenty hours and fifteen minutes, with an 
average speed of 24.88 knots. The Mau­
retania’s log Showed that she made 635 knots 
Sunday which was the best day’s record 
ever made by a trans-atlantio liner. The 
record of the Mauretania is most remark­
able in view of the faot that she covered 
the course with only three of the four 
propellers in operation.

News 
was also brought of a coal mining disaster 
in Kwang Co. where 1000 lives were lost 
when the mine took fire.
