Twonty years ago a few men came
into th s provinc? wiihcat leandle“the
cattlc develop on ihe open range. If
& cow could supply more milkthan the
calf could disposc of,there wastrouble
which usualiy ended inthedeath of the
cow, with th2 result, that ‘the cattle of
the plains of the present time are as
poor milkers as any that can be found
anywhere. Within the last two years
inmigration has increased at an
alarmng rat® to the rancher and now
n2arly all the open range is cut off.
M2n having but a quarter seciion find
it unpFofitabla to raisa catile for beel
alon2, and all over the province there
is an inovitable tendehcy (odo moreor
Icss milking and butter-making.

The Dominion government recogniz-
ed this tendency in the middle nineties
and came to the ‘assgisiance of the
tarmers of the Territories, by estab-
lishing_or kelping to establish cream-
pres and finding a market for the
buttor. The result was that “he price
of buttor waent right up,and S0 saJs-
factory was th2:management of these
croaireries that the government was
indaicxd to continus ihe work although
the {ntention at firs> was only 'O give
a start.

At the inauguration of the new pro-
viness this work was taken over by the
provincial govornments, and that in
Alberta §s one of the marksof pride of
the new departmeni of Agriculture.

Innisfail has th> iargest cuiput of
any creamery in the province, averag-
ing cloe> to & ton of buiter per week
in Jyna and July.
