OF LEGISLATURE

»d should be under the control of the
lepartment of agriculture and should
oe apart from the university, though
iffiliated with it.

He approved the government’s pro-
dosed bill, dealing with the eondition
f Iabor and "aiming fo centrol the
wimber of hours for employees in
hines. It was a step in the right di-
ection, he said, as mining here was
simply in the'initial stage and would
wventually become one of the great
ndustries of the provinee. It was an
ndustry that exposed workers to dan-
er and so merited the special atten-
ion of the government. He advised
-hat an inspector should go around at
east once in six .weeks and inspect
verything; that better provision
should be made for sanitary conditions
ind ventilation to minimize the dang-
sr—matters - which the premier in:
ormed him later were already being
ttended to.

Proceeds to Criticize.

The government bill providing com-
sensation. for workmen he also pro-
aounced good. This legislation for in-
justrial interests he hoped -the gov-
-rnment would tackle fairly and place
he province in the front rank of Can-
wdian provinces.

Having found so much beyond ecriti-
sism in the goveinment’s policy he had
perforce to find some fault and charg-
d a lack of adequate attention being
aid to some great needs of the prov-
nece and further claimed there were
rave omissions in the speech, Par-
icularly the farming interests he be-
ieved har been slighted, whereas a
arge percentagé of residenis of the
yrovince follow this pursuit, and the
eneral prosperity is strongly affect-
>d by this first great industry. It
vas essential that their interests
should be safeguardcu,

“The constituency which I repre-
sent contains more farms than any
sther distriet in Alberta,” said: Mr.
obertson, ‘‘and I naturally take a
Jlose interest in this matter. You
1ay say—why not make suggestions
8 to how their condition can be im-
wroved. (Hear. hear, {rom govern-

Are' Not South and North One?

This charge of sectionalism, he con-
tinued against the government with
no more pronounced effect in connec-
tion with the distribution of public
buildings. Of these he claimed the
south had not received a due share.
For the normal school at Calgary he
gave the government credit, but not
for the court house and land titles
offices which had been situated there
for some years. ‘In this connection he
made reference to the recent appoint-
ments of a couple of men other than
western men to government offices.
This he objected to even though the
men might be well qualified for their
work.

Mr, Robertsoon concluded his prei-
tily-worded charges against the gov-
ernment of whose legislation he had
so. markedly approved by assuring
them gravely and as in duty bound
that not only his constituency but the
south generally, was disgruntled with
them.

This was the close of Mr. Robert-
son’s speech, a declaration .for the
south. which was in the after-dinner
session rather bluntly denied ‘by the
member for Gleichen, who had founil
the sonth generally favorable to the
government—a statement which he il-
lustrated by tallying up the southern
representatives, with their showing of
two for the opposition and eight gov-
ernment supporters.

When Mr. Robertson took his seat
again on the conclusion of his speech
a generous round of applause went up
from the ministerial benches for the
man who had done his best to make
out a good case for his party.

The Premier Sneaks.

The premier replied in_a speech that
was largely impromptu, but strong in
character. - It was crowded with data
in refutation of Mr. Robertson’s mild
attacks and contained several im-
portant announcements. First expres-
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,ored member for High River he also
extended congratulations to the mover
yand seconder of the address in reply
i to the speech from the throne, These
had been of an optimistic character,
yet practical, also. To a considerable
portion of the remarks of the leader
of the . opposition he had mnothing to
object, but there were others he could
not let pass as accu:ate.

Judging from his remarks in regard
to the speech from the throne and the
government legislation iorecasted the
leader of the opposition might have
been the mover and seconder, so clear
was his approval.

“Those statements to which I would
