MAKING ANOTHER EFFORT.
LLONDON, March 10.
Balked at other points, the /Ger-
mans are making another attempt to
break through the Russian line and
the fortresses in Northern Poland.
They are advancing from Khorele, on
the East Prussian frontier, along the
Orzye River and by roads leading
southward of Orzye River and_ by
roads leading southward of Przas-
nysz. This is one of the routes the
Germans took in their great rush
from KEast Prussia in February,
which fihally ended in their defeat
at Pryasnysz. TFor their new attempt
they have brought up troops which
have been operating in the ‘region of
Grodno, and some of the new army
which have been training since the
outbreak of the war, in the interior
of Germany. The point selected for
the attack is most favorable along
the East Prussian (front for a splen-
did’” railway system can bring troops
and their supplies to the border, from
which good roads lead to Przasnysz.

change was entirely due to the plat-

form and not to any neglect on the

part of the good people of Fortune,
for wet and all as the night was, they
turned out in full force and filled
their splendid school hall,” and dis-
played their loyalty and enthusiasm.
The chair was occupied by John E.
Lake, Esq., a gentleman known far
and wide for his enterprise and pub-
lic spirit.

the - installation of a perfect system
of radiators for heating, and we fur-
ther noticed that the fittings were
neatly kept, and nicely coated with
alluminum.

Mr. Lakc also showed us the dock-
vard where his three-masted vessel
was built, and which is the largest
ship yet built at Fortune, she being
nearly two hundred tons register.
The site of the dockyard we consid-
ered very convenient, but owing to
the shoal water there was consider-
able difficulty in launching. Be-
cause of this drawback the ship in
question could not be launched in the
regular way, which is mostly stern
foremost; but she had to be launched
broadside This entailed a great deal
of{ work, and it was only accomplish-
ed after much care and considerable
expense. The wonder is that it was
accomplished at all, but owing to Mr.
Lake’s good judgment and great
precaution, it turned out alright,
ard when the launch was over the
“George Ewart” majestically rode
the waters of Fortune. The ship has
since been engaged in the Brazilian
and Oporto trade, and is now at the
former place, and s'pe is proving her-
self swift and staunch, and a good
sea boat.

It is unfortunate that there is not
more ship-building done in our own
country, and it does seem strange
that so much money is sent out of
the country, when our own builders
claim that they can build ships of
egual strength and  speed. Ship-
building has fallen off very seriously
of late years, and men who formerly
madé a fair winter's pay in our own
docekyards have not that source of
employment to fall back on. There
is some who say that we cannot
build ships like our neighbours of the
provinces, and . others affirm that we
can, but whether we can, or whether
we cannot, there still remains the
fact that Newfoundland annually
spends in outside dock-yards the sum
of seventy thousand dollars.
