Russia’s Military Preparations,

A correspondent of the Levant Herald
at St. Petersburg says :—'‘ As everything
connected with the State is carried on by
the Government of the Czar,and earelal as
all are to guard secrets, the revelation of
which might entail long years of éxile,
yet from time to time some leakis started
and the world gets an insight into the af-
fairs of this Empire. Perhaps during the
last fow months more has been learned
than could have been expected under the
most favorablé circumstances, but proba-
bly the trath is that the Muscovite cau'd-
ron is so near boiling point that the
steam has forced .a vent for: itself. To
speak more plainly, the military and na-
val preparations of Russia have attained
such a pitch that to disguise them alto-
gether is no longer vosgible. Taught by
the sad experience of the Crimen that a
widely scattered population, however
numerous, is in a military sense useless,
unless means are found to mass troops
quickly acd in overwhelming numbers at
any given point, the Russians have inter-
seceted their country with a vast web of rail-
ways,the completion of which is nowouly' a
matter of a few months, and by the aid
of which they will be able with startling
rapidity,to concentrate the whole strength
of their Empire in any direction where
it may be required. Fortfications have
been rebuilt or repaired ; they have been
mounted with the best and heaviest guns,
and communication with them is rapid
and easy. Amongother means of offence
and defence, it is worthy of mention t!mt
the Caspian Sea swarms with Russian
war steamers, and a scheme has been set
on foot to conncot that lake with tlie
Black Sea by a canal. The navy, too,
has received much attention. It is be-
yond ell doubt that for the last seventeen
years Russia has been making prepara-
tions for war. Her present weakness lies
in her finances; but it must be remem-
bered that” war is sometimes a lucrative
speculation.”
