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ONE of the Leading medi­
cal authorities of Can­
ada, speaking at Mon­

treal on the deadly typhoid 
fever, gives the following in­
teresting advice and sugges­
tions :

l. Typhoid fever is con­
tracted solely by the moVith.
If you do not put the' poison 
of typhoid fever into your 
mouth, you will never con­
tract typhoid fever.

2. The poison of typhoid 
fever is derived solely from 
human beings, and is not 
presen* in stagnant water, 
damp cellars, manure, gar­
bage, etc., unless the excre­
tions of human beings are 
deposited therein or thereon. 
Since therefore, it is desirable that 

this typhoid poison should not be put 
into our mouths, the folio-wing sug­
gestions are made:

“—Always wash your hands thor­
oughly before eating, using plenty of 
soap.

“2—If visiting a friend who is recov­
ering from typhoid, do not shake hands 
or touch anything whatever about the 
bed or room, or share in any fruit or 
other dainty edibles he may offer you- 

“3—If a case of typhoid fever or any­
thing which suggests typhoid fever 
comes to, or is in your home or place 
of abode, use your influence to have 
the case at once removed to n hos­
pital and notify the health department.

M4—If for some reason, the patient 
onnnot or will not go to the hospital 
and you are compelled to live in the 
same house, do not handle your own 
food or food Intended for anyone else, 
except with hands that have been thor­
oughly washed with soap and hot wa­
ter. Antiseptics may also be used with 
advantage. You should ask your phy­
sician what antiseptic to use- Wash 
before every meal in this way and be­

fore cooking, serving or eating any­
thing, or putting the fingers in the 
mouth. No nurse or other person In 
attendance on the patient should have 
anything whatever to do with prepar­
ing, serving or handling any'fooxf-'tor 
any member of the household extrept 
the patient, while dishes, Mnen, towels, 
etc., should be kept sMctly apart from 
those used toy otner people in the house- 
Be sure that the health- department is 
promptly notified t r ‘he case at its be­
ginning fn order that you be sup­
plied with a card, giving all necessary 
information regarding th* protection of 
other members of the household, and 
above all see that a physician is called 
early. Sec that all food and drink is 
protected at all times from files. It is 
important that special care should be 
taken to exclude all files from the sick 
room, from which they may carry the 
infection not only to your food, but to 
the food of your neighbors.

«5—Clear, sparkling water may be 
very dangerous and may be loaded with 
typhoid germs. Therefore do not use 
well or spring water inside the thickly 

■ populated areas of the city, without 
! first having the assurance from the 
I health department that the water is 
safe Several of these sources of wa­
ter have-already been condemned. Use 
city water If at all obtainable where 
you live, even If It is occasionally 
muddy or mucky, in preference to 
water from a well or spring which may 
happen to be in your neighborhood- 

••g—To minimise the fly nuisance and 
the consequent danger of typhoid from 
this source, keep the lids on all garbage 
and refuse cans and report promptly 

i to the health department if the regular 
i service of the scavenging department Is 
j not given. If you own a horse or cow 
i have all the manure promptly removed 
i of covered to prevent the breeding of 
I flies. Any complaint regarding delin- 
1 ciuencles in regard to manure should 
be made promptly to the health depart­
ment. If you have not had supplied to 
your house, hold a oopy of the scaveng­
ing regulations, apply or send a re­
quest by mail to the department, and 
an inspector will supply the necessary

' * government or; pAfliamerfT *oul<* not 
be toïetined. A nteirlage la** inuwt be 
provided for such districts. Then as to 
provinces it is quite plain that some 
commori understanding must be-arrived 
A!.' by . or through . the. common agent 
of the_ provinces, viz.: the federal 
House, respecting the validity of the 
marriage of people mav-ing from one 
province to another. Otherwise we

should be in an equally absurd posi­
tion. in this respect also. These ' two 
cases once being provided for will cov­
er the entire Dominion and the whole 
question without conflicting with the 
jurisdiction of a province, for, be it ob­
served, a provincial law cannot over­
ride a federal law, which does not pre­
tend to override a corresponding pro­
vincial law. We have lots of similar 
cases in fishing, mining, navigation, 
etc.

London, August 24.—Although prob­
ably it is an exaggeration to say that 
tho Duke of Norfolk, Earl Marshall and 
Chief Butler of England, is the worst 
dreSieed man in England—-as has often 
been stated—he certainly looks quite 
unlike a duke. He is tall, has thick 
limbe, a clumsy figure and—if one 
may be allowed the expression—is 
more like an overgrown, loose limber 
hairy Newfoundland dog than the head 
of the great Howard family. He has a 
long black beard that has rather ah 
unkempt appearance, and his whiskers 
seem as if they had been stuck on in 
ragged patches and not grown natur­
ally. ;

The Duke has never taken any prom­
inent part In society, but performs 
punctiliously such social duties as fall 
to the great position he occupies. In 
politics he is Conservative, and as a 
Roman Catholic'Is the most important 
layman of that faith in the country. 
As Earl Marshall he has entire control 
of the arrangements in Westminster 
Abbey at the time of a coronation or 
other public ceremonial, and all an­
nouncements as to the detail are is­
sued by him. By virtue of this office 
the duke can, if he wishes, claim the 
right to an escort of cavalry on any 
special occasion, but as may be guessed 
he does not avail himself of this pre­
rogative.

Tha premier duke of England Is a 
very quiet man, and If he were not a 
duke would be little known, as he Is 
of a most retiring nature. He is noted 
for his disregard for his personal ap­
pearance, and his shabbiness in his 
dress ha* often placed him In embar­
rassing situations. At the funeral of 

[Mr* Gladstone he was mistaken for 
one of the vergers, at Westminster 
Abbey, while a few year# ago when 
In Portsmouth he entered a shop to 

I make a small purchase, where the 
ehopk’eeper, having advertised for an 
assistant, mistook the duke for an ap­
plicant for the job. The duke's sur­
prise may be Imagined when the shop­
keeper greeted him with the remark: 
•'Too late, my man, the'pos-t is filled!"

Another time the duke was taken for 
a mendicant. The story la that his 
grace was being eagerly awaited at 
one of the great Roman Catholic con­
vents, where he was to distribute the 
prizes. As the distribution time drew 
near a shabby dressed Individual was 
seen squeezing his way through the 
crowd on his way to the main entrance, 
when he was stopped sharply: “My 
good man, we don't distribute relief 
here. You must go around to the back 
door.” "No. but you do prizes," was 
the ready response.

The duko loves English and English 
scenery and Is In every way a real 
patriot. He went out to South Africa 
and served In the Boer war, not be­
cause he felt himself ot great value as 
a soldier, but because he knew the ex­
ample he would eet to those less highly 
placed and -to hie coreligionists.

FIRMS OF WEST

Boys of British High Schools to 
Be Assisted to Take Up 

Agriculture

Head Teacher of London Coun­
ty Council Is in Canada on 

Educational Idea

Winnipeg, August 20.—Walter 
Harford, head teacher of the Lon­
don county counoii, London, Eng­
land, ie now in Canada working on 
due of the mort progressive 
schemes for the promotion of 
youthful immigration ever attempt­
ed in this country. If Mr, Har­
ford's proposals are found accept­
able by the Dominion and provin­
cial governments, Canada will re­
ceive, every year, thousands of 
British boys, r.ngLng from 14 to 
20 years of age, who will come out 
and settle on farms scattered 
through the length and breadth of 
tho Dominion.

When dUScuaflftng the enterprise be­
fore leaving for Ottawa Mr. Harford 
said:

"The proposal which I am laying be­
fore the representatives of the Domin­
ion and provincial governments In­
volves the bringing out to Canada of 
two classes of English boys-

youths between the ages of 16 and 20 
years, who have been graduated from 
the high schools in the old country. As 
you may be aware there is in England 
what is known a£ the National Teach­
ers* Association, which has a member­
ship of 78,000 persons. We propose that 
they select one thousand boys every 
year who will be sent to the agricul­
tural districts of Canada.

"Of course, this cannot be done with­
out funds, but I believe that £250,000 
can be raised. I have discussed the 
proposition with some of the leading 
men In England, Including Sir Charles 
Toxall, secretary of the International 
Teachers' Association, and they are 
heartily in favor tif It. Having raised 
the money, we propose to loan it to the 
boys at the bank rate of Interest and 
they will repay It on reasonable terms 
which will be arranged later.

"All the boys will be placed on large 
farms, where they will have the chance, 
at an early age, of obtaining a thor­
ough knowledge of the farming condi­
tions existing in Canada, and they will 
then be able to become expert agricul­
turists themselves.

“I sure that by these means we 
can send out thousands of boys every 
year who will be drawn from some of 
the bes$ educated classes of England.

the present time, we are deeply con­
cerned over the enormous number of 
boys graduated In the high schools 
every year, and then when they leave 
having absolutely no prospect before 
them- Tholr parents are at a loss to 
know to what occupations to appren­
tice them, and they are entirely at a 
loose end, not knowing what to do with 
themselves.

"The second part of the scheme." 
continued Mr. Harbord, "will necessi­
tate the establishment of a residential

‘The first class Will be composed of school I have been looking over the

ground carefully, and as far as I can 
see, cither Winnipeg or Toronto would 
be the most preferable places for this 
erection. In this instance, the boys to 
be sent out will be from 14 to 16 years 
of age. Upon their arrival they will be 
sent to approved farmers throughout 
the country, where they will be appren­
ticed for a certain number -of years 
until they become thoroughly acquaint­
ed with their work.

"Naturally we need the co-operation 
otf the Dominion and provincial gov­
ernments, but we do not think we shall 
meet any opposition from them as the 
scheme will Involve the bringing out of 
such a splendid class of settlers. I 
have already discussed the proposition 
with several of thé federal members, 
and they are heartily In sympathy with 
the movement

"During my visit here I am going 
over the ground most thoroughly from 
coast to coast, so that, on my return

London Physician Figures Out 
Element of Frequency in 

Daily Tub Habit

Believes That Army Men Are 
Most Frequently Addicted 

to Taking a Dip
London, August 23..—Judgod by the 

daily bath standard, military men are 
the cleanest In the country, while doc­
tors and clergymen are rather low on 
the Mst.

These are the conclusions of Dr. R. 
H. Quine, of Manchester, who read a 
paper before the Sanitary Congress at 
York on "The Washing Habits of the 
English People." The basin, he said, 
was the only daily washing vessel of 
40 millions of our people, and the bath 
was not so popular as supposed.

Ninety-five per cent- of hotel guest*, 
he said, did not use the bath on any 
day, but did all the washing they at­
tempted in the bedroom with the basin. 
Cold baths were used almost exclu­
sively by the men. Those who hAd the 
dally bath habit seemed to belong 
principally to the type of public school 
men, and were movtly the young and 
early middle aged. Military men camé 
first, with racing men a good second.

No evidence was discovered which 
would lead one to conclude that the

bathing accommodation was unduly 
taxed whenever a congress of medical 
men or sanitarians was held in any 
town. Nor was there sufficient evi­
dence to form any general opinion as 
to the bathing habits of the clergy. 
Their average did not seem to be high.

Other professional men were difficult 
to distinguish. Commercial men did 
not appear to have acquired the habit 
of the daily bath- In nationalities the 
following appeared to be the order of 
bathing:

Scotchmen. English women
Englishmen American men
Irishmen Frenchmen
American women Germans 
It seemed to be agreed that American 

women were less bashful than English 
women, and were not afraid to pass 
along corridors to the bathroom, while 
English women had very strong objec­
tions to doing so. The former were 
also apparently better provided with 
elaborate dressing-gowns than were 
English women. He^ound no evidence 
that the comparative infrequency of 
bathing by American men was due to 
bashfulness. The sanitary reform most 
urgently required in this country was 
Increased facilities for personal and do­
mestic cleanliness in the homes of the 
people by Improved appliances.
