The trail Mr. Callbreath reports passa-
ble for pack trains at the present time,
80 long as they carry light ioads. The
streams have to be forded, but as the
water in all the creeks at this time of
year is at a very low stage no trouble
could now be experienced on this ac-
count. There are a few spots along the
trail where gardens could be made for
roadside houses. Grass in great abun-
dance grows all ‘along the trail; a com-
B:rat.ively level country is found and the

ills met with are not a serious obstacle
for either a trail or wagon road.
The trail can be passed over
or avoided altogether, the greatest dif-
ficulty to be surmounted on ‘it being the
swampy nature of the ground in places,
which, although dried out at present, is
very bad in the early part of the season.
When the roadway is properly con-
structed there will only beone hill of any
considerable altitude, and this extends
from Telegraph creek to the summit of
the mountain when pasging from the
creek to the west fork of the Tahh-tan
stream. Over a good trail loaded ani-
mals would pass to the head of the lake
in twelve days, whereas it takes now
fifteen days or over.

I have packed three loads over the
trail this year, experiencing good
weather. There has been an exceptional
rain. fall up there this season, but the
climate has been mild for all.

CANADIAN TUGS.
The ioll-:»wiugLo rrespondence in re-
gard to the tug Lorne explains itself :

Hon. Mr. Davies, Minister of Marine

and Fisheries, Ottawa:
DEear 81r,—We are the managers and
agents of the British tug Lorne, and this
vessel is engaged in general towing of
ships in British Columbia and Puget
Sound waters. When towing vessels to
Port Townsend or Tacoma, on Puget
Sound, we are called upon fo pay the
British consular fee of $4.40 for no ser-
vices rendered to us, and the American
laws insist upon us calling at the former
port for quarantine. Several partners of
our firm being consuls for other coun-
tries on this side we know they (British
consuls)are entitled to a fee twice a year,
but it appears we are called upon to pay

t where there is a British consul, and
in faet it looks as if we would be called up-
on to pay fees dailylifiour vessel touched at
the same port. We feel sure that there
must be some regulation concerning the
payment of fees to British consuls in
forvign ports, and we would respectfully
ask you to advise us of the laws govern-
ing this t}«uestion, and if there are not
any regulations in vogue concerning the
payment of such fees.

It wiil be seen that the Lorne is a tug
hailing from Victoria, and is employed
in the general towing of ships in the
waters of British Columbia and Puget
Sound, and is constantly making short

suls at those latter ports appear to be
under the impression that the collectors
of customs require her to produce the
consular certificates or endorsements
which are necessary when ‘a vessel ar-
rives after a regular voyage, and they
have been charging the usual fees for
the deposit of the ship’s papers under
section 267 of the Merchant Ship-
ping Act. 1895, although the Lorne
remaing in port less than forty-eight
hours. H.M. Ambagsador at Washing-
ton' wag therefore instructed by a dis-
patch—copy of which is enclosed—to re-
quest the U.8.G. to send instructions to
the collectors at Port Townsend and Ta-
coma to dispense with consular inter-
vention in cases such as that of the
Lorne.

From a dispatch which has been re-
ceived from H.E. in reply, it would ap-
pear, .however, that no such require-
ment is made by the U.S8. authorities at
those ports when vessels remain in port
less than forty-eight hours, and that the
production of the consular certificate has
n either voluntary on the part of the
master or the reeult of a misapprehen-
sion on the part of the vice-consuls. Mr.
Consul Laidlaw has therefore been re-
quested to inform the vice-consuls at
Port Townsend and Tacoma that con-
sular intervention is not necessary, and
that consequently no fees are leviable in
such cases.
