VANCOUVER’S BUDGET.EST INDIAN UNREST. FILIPINOS TO THE FORESpain Making No Move Towards the 
Promised Arrangements.

San Juan de Porto Rico, Sept. 9.—The 
American evacuation commissioners, at 
a meeting held yesterday afternoon, de­
cided to notify Captain-General Macias 
that they were present and ready to pro­
ceed with business. A communication 
to this effect was drafted in most court­
eous terms. It asked where and when 
the Spanish commissioners would meet 
the Americans. Lieut. Sears delivered 
the communication to the Captain-Gen­
eral. He drove to the palace in a car­
riage, and when at the gate a brick was 
hurled at him from the sidewalk. Being 
an old baseball player, he was able partly 
to ward the missile off with his hands, 
and it fell, striking him on the ankle, 
but doing only slight injury.

The American commissioners are de­
termined to brook no delay. Although 
Captain-General Macias recognized their 
presence by official visits, they have not 
been notified of the appointment or of 
the names of the Spanish commissioners, 
and the names of the latter have not 
been officially gazetted here, in spite of 
the fact that it is understood, unofficially, 
that Generals Ortega and Vallerino and 
the auditor of the war, Senor Aguilar, 
comprise the commission. The 30 days

He Neither Affirms Nor Denies the Sub­
stance of the New York Interview.

London, Sept. 12.—Interest in the re­
cently published interview with Colonial 
Secretary Chamberlain in New York, 
which was cabled here at length, con­
tinues to be great. There is much skep­
ticism regarding its accuracy.

The Chronicle cabled to Mr. Chamber­
lain regarding the authenticity regard­
ing the interview, and he replied stating 
that no report was verbally accurate.

Paris, Sept. 10.—Expectations were not 
realized to-day. The ministerial council 
was to have held a special sitting, with 
the object of hearing the war minister’s 
account of the Dreyfus case and the 
newly discovered delinquency of the 
staff officers, but Gen. Suriinden, finding 
he had not yet the grounds upon which 
to form a sound opinion, asked for an ad­
journment. He is a worthy colleague to 
the conscientious Brisson, and was chos­
en to investigate the Dreyfus affair, as 
war minister, because he is not biased 
and is weighted with a sense of the res­
ponsibility involved in the matter. If 
against re-opening the case, he would 
have retired to leave the government a 
free hand.

Kingston, Jamaica, Sept. 9.—The con­
ference of West Indian representatives 
at the island of Barbadoes passed a reso­
lution formally demanding aid from the 
home government, as a matter of right, 
as being the only available remedy for 
the industrial crisis, and also demanding 
the adoption of measures either for the 
exclusion of bounty-fed sugar from the 
English market, or the adoption of coun­
tervailing duties.

The ques­
tion of annexation to Canada was not 
mentioned, and the Jamaican delegates, 
in an interview, declared that, while an­
nexation to the United States was im­
probable, the transference of the British 
West Indian islands to Canada was im­
practicable, besides promising no relief.

San Francisco, Sept. 9.—The steamer 
Coptic has arrived from Yokohama and 
Hongkong via Honolulu bringing the 
following advices to the Associated Press 
from the latter city under date Septem­
ber 3:

It will be the “Territory of Hawaii.” 
That is the name which the annexation 
commission has decided to recommend to 
congress. Thus will be preserved the 
distinctive origin of this part of the 
United States. The history and tra­
dition of the islands will go on in un­
broken union with the name.

The form of government will be mod­
elled on the existing territorial govern­
ment. There will be no further de­
partures from this form than local con­
ditions and national considerations make 
necessary. It is possible that in work­
ing out the details the form of gov­
ernment will not approximate so closely 
to that of state government as the or­
dinary form of government does. But 
the ultimate possibility of statehood will 
not be barred. Still there will be no dis­
trict of Columbia or Alaska form of 
government proposed.

Local self-government will be given 
through the extension of the municipal 
idea. The islands will be divided into 
municipal districts having control under 
restrictions at 'purely local affairs. Hono­
lulu for instance will be a municipal dis­
trict embracing the whole of the island 
of Oahu.

The question of a territorial legislature 
has not been fully settled. There will 
probably be one but with limited powers. 
All the attributes of sovereignty, how­
ever, will be exercised by the national 
government of the United States. The 
people of Hawaii will be called on to 
consider themselves Americans, looking 
to the national government as the source 
of national power. In internal affairs 
they will have the opportunity of exer­
cising the high attribute of American cit­
izenship, lodal self-government.

The form of government the commis­
sion will recommend will be one calculat­
ed to do away with the associations of 
national independence and create asso­
ciations and/the feeling of union with the 
United Stares. It is pretty clear from

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BRITISH FREE TRADE.

It Works Beautifully For the United
States In Increasing Her 

Sales Abroad.

Washington, Sept. 9.—The fact that 
British imports into the United States 
have fallen off greatly in the past year, 
while American exports to Great Britain 
have greatly increased, has been an­
nounced from time to time during the 
year, but the full year’s figures, just pre­
sented by the treasury bureau of statis­
tics, bring to the surface some interest­
ing details not heretofore published. 
These show that, while the exports from 
the United States to the United King- 

. dom have increased 12 per cent., the im­
ports from the United Kingdom have 
fallen off 35 per cent. The exports from 
the United States to the United King­
dom during the past year were, in 
round numbers, five times as much as 
the imports from the United Kingdom, 
the figures being: Imports .from the 
United Kingdom, $109,138,365; exports 
to the United Kingdom, $540,860,162.

THE SICK SOLDIERS
One Third of American Troops in Porto 

Rico Awaiting Transports as 
Invalids.

Ponce, Porto Rico, Sept. 9.— Illness 
among the United States troops here is 
increasing. There are now more than 
35 per cent, unfit for duty. Within a 
radius of a few miles from Ponce there 
are 1,000 soldiers in the hospitals. In 
some commands there are 30 per cent, of 
the men down with fever, principally ty­
phoid. The City of Chester has arrived 
with medical supplies and 46 nurses. 
The surgeons here are handling the pa­
tients as well as possible. Considering 
the conditions, the percentage of deaths 
is small. The convalescent, however, 
have climate to contend with, and after 
the fever has left them the patients fail 
to recover strength. They should be 
sent north at once. The need for trans­
ports as convalescent home and hospital 
ships is imperative. If there was wet 
weather the condition would become 
much worse.

Madrid, Sept. 9.—Via Biarritz.—The 
government’s severe measures to prevent 
reports of the secret sessions of the 
cortes are nullified by the senators and 
deputies of the opposition who are eager 
to inform the foreign correspondents as 
to what goes on. Yesterday’s session 
of the chamber ended with Senator Sil­
vern attacking the government and ex­
claiming: “The Sagasta ministry is 
corpse and we do not discuss corpses; we 
bury them.”

Senor Canalejas, who is a lieutenant of 
Polaviejas’ new party, urged an inquiry 
mto the sources of the charges against 
the army and navy. The debate appar­
ently weakened the government. It is 
reported that at yesterday’s cabinet coun­
cil Senor Sagasta told his colleagues that 
they must be prepared for the fall of the 
cabinet.

Gen. Blanco has applied to the govern­
ment for ftinds representing that the 
situation in Cuba is most distressing. 
Romero Giron, minister for the colonies, 
has asked the treasury for 100,000,000 
pesetas. In reply he received 30,000.- 
000.

The Bank of Spain nominally holds one 
billion pesetas in internal fours but the 
Rum supplied to the government on this 
guarantee is already exhausted.

POLL CONSTABLES’ VOTE.
Judicial Decision Likely to Declare Its 

Validity.
Toronto, Sept. 9.—(Special)—Argument 

on the vexed question of the right of a 
special poll constable to vote at the 
general elections which has been in pro­
gress in the Court of Appeal for the 
past two days, closed this morning, with 
a reply from W. Nesbitt to the counsel 
representing the government and a brief 
rçjmner from S. H. Blake.

The court, of course, gave no direct in- 
timation of its probable decision, but 
judging from the frequent interchange of 
remarks between bench and counsel the 
right of the constables to vote will be 
maintained.

SCOURGED BY FIRE.
Valuable Property Destroyed and Lives 

Brought in Danger at Albemi.
Bush fires resulting from carelessness 

or criminal malice are changing the 
Albemi mining district into a mountain­
ous sea of flame, the lives of scores of 
prospectors who are out in the hills, be- 
ng endangered by the fierce-roaring fires 

that yesterday closed in upon the town 
of Alberni, and now threaten it with oblit­
eration.

According to a telegram 
last evening, the > conflagra 
deliberate work of a miscreant for whom 
the police will have a warrant as soon 
as the danger is past, and who is accus­
ed of having deliberately fired the forest 
below the town.

During the afternoon the flames which 
had twice before approached dangerously 
close to the settlement, reached and de­
stroyed the assay offle^, while at the last 
word from the beleaguered village, all 
the residents were engaged in the battle 
for the salvation of their homes and pro­
perty.

The last message coming over the wire 
announced that, the “mineralogical office” 
had gone, the wind was rising, and the 
saw mill and other important buildings 
were in serions danger. Bedford’s 
slaughter houses and bams were twice 
on fire within three hours, but still 
standing.

Above Albemi, the country in the dis­
trict known as Cherry Creek, is all on 
fire. The big barn on Mr. Best’s ranch, 
filled with the season’s crop of bay and 
grain, has been totally destroyed, and 
the residence saved only through the 
timely arrival of neighbors. F 
and outbuildings are being cut out every­
where by the fires, and a number of 
people have been badly burned in their 
efforts to save property.

It is scarcely possible that all the 
prospectors 
cape alive, and everyone acquainted with 
the country mnst shudder in the contem­
plation of their terrible position.

Nearer Victoria on both the Van­
couver Island and the Washington State 
shores, the high lands are a blaze of 
flame, the dense yellow smoke obscuring 
the sun, and with the fog prevailing at 
the entrance to 'the straits, greatly in­
terfering with navigation.

PORTO RIQO COMMISSION. %
Spain’s Representatives Explain That 

They But Await Overdue Instruc­
tions.

San Juan de Porto Rico, Sept 10.— 
The final joint meeting of the evacuation 
commission was held in the council cham­
bers of the palace this morning. It was 
exceedingly formal. Major-General 
Brooke, Rear Admiral Schley and Briga­
dier-General Gordon accompanied by 
their personal staffs drove, to the pal­
ace where they were formally presented 
to the Spanish commissioners, who were 
most courteous. They explained that 
their embarrassment was due to the fact 
that their instructions had failed to ar­
rive, though expected on the Alfonzo 
XIII., overdue since yesterday. They 
■assured the American commissioners of 
their confidence that the instructions 
■would arrive during the day or to-morrow 
and suggested an adjournment until 
Monday at 2 o’clock to which the Am­
erican commissioners promptly agreed. 
The American commissioners also agreed 
•that the sessions should be held in secret.

Vienna, Sept. 12.—The Emperor of 
Austria and his daughter attended 
this morning in the private chapel of 
the Schoenbrunner palace. His Majesty 
showed evidence of intense grief, but 
he said he did not lose faith in God, and 
expressed a wish for confession and 
communion. During the day the Em­
peror re-read with ranch emotion a pass­
age in the last letter he received from 
the Empress, in which she expressed 
herself as being pleased at the prospect 
of returning to Vienna in a few days in 
order to witness the jubilee festivities. 
His Majesty discharged state duties to­
day with the usual earnestness, and in­
sisted upon replying personally to the 
numberless messages of sympathy he 
had received since the assassination of 
the Empress.

COMPLICATIONS IN EGYPT.
The dramatic news received from Om- 

durman to-day showing apparently that 
lashoda on the White Nile, about 400 
miles out of Khartoum, has been occu­
pied by a white force, causes the great­
est sensation here. If, as there seems 
little room to doubt, the troops occupying 
that place, are French, this will prove 
a disastrout setback to the British vic­
tors on the Nile, and at once dispose of 
the question of a British waterway to 
the Upper Nile.

Additional evidence of the fact that 
Sir Herbert Kitchener expects serions 
and important events to grow out of this 
new feature in the African situation, 
comes this afternoon with the news that 
the newspaper correspondents with the 
expedition are not allowed to proceed to 
Fashoda, but have been ordered to re­
turn immediately to Cairo.

If the French should claim to exercise 
sovereignty over Fashoda either Great 
Britain or France mnst back down in 
order to avoid war. Successive British 
cabinets under Lord Beaconsfield, the 
late Wm. B. Gladstone, Lord Rosebery 
and the Marquis of Salisbury, have 
warned France that Great Britain will 
consider interference in the Nile valley 
as a cause for war.

Great Britain took General Sir Her­
bert Kitchener’s victory calmly. Gen. 
Kitchener will probably be given, a errant 
of $125,000 and will be made a vis­
count as a preliminary to elevating him 
to the peerage, when he is expected to 
take the title of Lord Kitchener of Khar toum.
