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Marcus R. Mayer [Arranging for
Local Appearance of the
Songstress.

Marcus R. Mayer, whb “set type” here
with the Houn. D. W. Higgins, and who
was a reported on the Colonist in
early days, arrived in Victoria yester-
day and is now at the Driard hetel. Mr,
Muyer comes as the herald of Madame
Adelina  Patti.  Mr, Mayer was last”
here in 1879, on a visit to his mother,
who was at the time living here and
quite ill, and died a few months later.
His first venture as theatrical agent: was
in 1864, when' he acted as advance
agent in Victoria for Mrs, Julia Dean
Hayne, and acted in this capacity til}
1865, when he went. to- San Francisco
and entered actively in -theatrical en-
terprises, but also turned his attention
to politics as well. Being a ‘Southern
boy, having been born in New: Orleans,
Louisiana, naturally was a Deniocrat;
and. in 1867, when. the" editor’ of . the’
San Fraucisco Daily American<©O. P.
McCarthy—~which ~ paper. +was “under
the ban of the San Fr. eo’ printers’
union. Marcus Mayer w4 a ' very
prominent advocate against  Mr. ' Mec-
qdrchy, and made himself very: promin-
ent and thereby a leader in his party,
and oceupied many positions of trust in
his party, both in the state legislature
and in civie affairg in San Francisco,
till' 1872, when he ‘went East as man-
ager for Lawrence Barrett,'the traged-
ian—with whom he remained till 1876.
He subsequently managed Rose EK-
tinge, Fanny Davenport. Edwin Booth,
“Sarah Barnhardt,  Henry Jrving, Ellen
Tree, Christine Nilsson, Mary Anderson,
Fechter, Mrs. Langtry, Mme. Albani,
Mme. Scalchi, Sarasates and D’Albert,
Josef Hoffman, Otto Hagner, BEtelka
Gerster, If there is a balance due after
the  aecount at the box office has been
settled, amusement-lovers all over the
world, and in America partieularly, owe
a,debt of pleasure to Marcus Mayer.

But when we met
all was smiliine; they had forgotten. It
was ~o  with Fanny Davenport, too.
She wouald write me long letters—ten or
tweive pages—full of her grievances,
but that would be all—mnever a word
when I saw her. Her anger would all
flow away at the end of her pen.

“There is ore thiug I want to say
right here, and the more emphasis you
put on it, the better you will pléure .
The peopie say that Patti is
a woman of whims, that she would dis-
appoint an audience for the merest
trifle. It is not so. M hLave been with
her for tweaty-one years, under all sorts
of circumstances,” and I know. There
iwas cnly one time when _she would neot
sing, when she thought lier voice was
not right. Then you could argue with
her, ‘She knew best what she could do,
and always wanted to satisfy the peo-
ple. If she made me turn away an
audience, she suffered by it too. She
would lose her $5,000, but that didn’t
matter with her when her artistic reou-
tation was at stake. This meant a big
sacritce.

‘““There is only one Niagara and only
one Patti. Just as pure, flexibie as
ever is Mme, Patti’s voi¢e. ‘She has re-
cently been singing in London, and her
concert in Albert Hall on May 28 last
was a scene of wild enthusiasm, There
were between 9,600 and 10,000 peeple
present, and tue general verdict was
that the diva was still iceomparable—
still the greatest of living singers,

“Mme. Patti iusists that her com-
pany should all be arti:ts of great merit,
and I think we have se.ected tue best
concert company that has yet supported
her in America—which includes the fol-
lowing: Mme. Aocupda, contralto, from
tke Grand @pera. of Florence, Italy; Mr.
Clzude Cunningham, baritone; from the
Carl Rosa Opera Companv; Mr. Wil-
lard Virgo, of the London Philharmonic
Society, tenor: Mlle, Roza Zanmels,
violinist, the favorite.pupil of Ysae, the
violii %king; Mile. Vera :Margelos, pian-
ist; Anton Migner, ’cellist, and W. Ro-
maldo’ Sapio, musical director and
conductor, 'in which  capacity he has
been with Mme. Patti for fifteen years,
in the United States, Mexico and ‘South
America.

“It was with great difficulty I per-
suaded Mr. Grau to place a concert in
Victeria, as Tacoma, a larger city, made
a claim to it—but it being my old home,
I wished to let the people hear the diva.
It was a matter of pride on my part,
and only yesterday at Seattle Mr.
Herl'g asked me if I could not give
Tacoma the preference, ‘and even offered
to guarantee me $12,000 for Tacoma, I
know full well your theatre iz not as

 large as either Tacoma or Vancouver or

Seattle. It seats 200 less than Van-
couver, 300 less than Tacoma and 1.200
less than Seattle, and I want to make
the prices the same in all these piaces.
It is not my desire—nor has it ever
high prices for the
sake of having high prices, because my
artists have always been high priced
artists; but I make the:prices as low
as T possibly can, so as to be able to
meet my expenses. T shall endeavor,
after conferring with amanpager Bos-
cowitz, to arrange them, I hope, in a
way which will meet the views of the
good people of Victoria.”
