All public moneys spent in the district
come out of - the provincial chest, and the
benefit. accruing from  such expenditures
ought to go to the people of Ontario, and
not $o those of another.province. We.
understand that many of the French Can-
adians brought in by Cure Labelle and his
confreres by the proceeds of the lottery
which they conduct in Montreal, are unable
or unwilling to psy the government price
for the lands which they take up, which
they simply squat upon, to the exclusion of
settlers able and willing to pay. The
province in this way . does not derive even
the small pecuniary benefit .arising from
the sale of the land. It appears to us to
be a very doubtfal public policy which
lays out the monmey of the provinge in
surveying our waste lands only to allow
them. to be filled up—not by our farmers’.

To Be Shaken Before Taken.

The able and imaginative gentlemen who
supply us with our rumors of war have
hardly been up to their usaal standard
during the last past two days, Two weeks
ago they had the hostile forces in the
Balkans within striking distance of one
another. A little less than a fortnight
ago they reported that blows had actually
been struck. They were quite posisive of
this, and equally positive of the conses
guences that must emsue, Among those
consequences was to be a general
uproar, in. which Greeks, Bulgarians,
Serbs, Turks, Raussians, Austrians,
and other parties too numerous to mention,
were to mingle in & military delirinm
which shounld bring back the good old days
when every private soldier carried a mar-
shal’s baton in his knapsack. Now we are
told by the same authorities that such
things are not to be, but that instead of a
dance of death we are to be given,a meet«
ing of christian gentlemen whose purpose
it shall be to preserve yet a little longer
the territorial supremacy of the unspeak-
eble Turk.  The only way in which we
can account for the discrepancies between
these statements of the gentlemen who
furnish our war rumors is that they know
nothing whereof theyspeak, In other words,
a lot of diluted slush concerning British
and continental politics is daily despatched
across the cable, not for its intrinsic value,
but for revenue only. Among the many
fmpozitions to which newspapers and their
readers are constrained by force of circum-
stapces to submit none is more imposing
than the products of the cable slushery,
Every speculation upon the European
situation made in the cable despatches
mugt be taken with more than the conven-
tional grain of salt, Indeed, it would be
pone the worse of being put in brine until
completely confirmed.

The Blue Ribbon Boer Case-It Does not
Paralyze,

The blpe ribbon beer appeal case was
continned = Saturday before, Judge Magc-
dougsll. Prof. Heys did ‘not think 2} per
cent; of alooholas diluted im the beer
would intoxicate. A man under ocertain
conditions might feel half’ per ocent. but
would not get drunk, Dr, Nattress
thought if the beverage contained no more
than 2} per cent of alcohol, it was mot in-
toxioating, Dr, Baines said 2} per cent.
of alcohol as diluted, taken by an average
man with an average stomach, would not
intoxicate, It might elevate him,
but nothing  more, Dr. Ellis
analyzed two bottles of the beer in question’
and found that one bottle containgl} 1.96
per cent. of alcohol and the other 2 13 per
cent, He asked to be excused from saying
whether it would intoxicate or not. Dr.
Thorburn was of the opinion the beer
wouldn’s intoxicate, because the alcohol
was too much diluted. Dr, Sanderson was
of the opinion that it would produce
symptoma of intoxication, but seemed ‘to
think it wouldn’t paralyze a man. Capt.
Kemp, an experienced brewer, was certain
the beer was not_intoxicating, Mr, Mil-
burn stated he had taken nine or ten
bottles of the beer inguestion within seven
hours, and it didn’t ““Jif¢ him up,” but just
quenched his thirst, Mr Crawford tested
22 glasses of the beer in 3} hours, and he
didn’t see stars or hear harps afterwards,
He merely drank it becanse he was thirsty,
and because it was a nice beverage. Mr.
Simpson, an employe at the gas works had
taken a similar amount of the beer in the
same time, but it did not bulge or obfus-
cate him. He couldn’t drink enongh of it to
make him feel - “bigh.” E. J. Ogden,
brewer of the blue ribbon beer, stated he
aimed te have abotit 2 per cent. of alcokol
in the beverage.
