others of anything but a solemn kind. Let 
uo contemplate it reverentially and proceed to 
try to discover what It really means.

Mr. Blaine, being neither the President of 

the United State®, nor the Administration of 
the Uniteditates, nor the Senate of the 
United States, “practically rejected" the 
British Government’s proposal for friendly 
negotiations 1 It would be extremely inter­
esting to know what the President and 
Senators think of this. One oaoffancy them 
exclaiming, “Upon what meat doth this our 
Cesar feed that he hath grown so great I"

Mr. Blaine, having thus seised powers 

which belong to the President and the Sen­
ate, rejects the British Government’s pro­
posal-how 1 Why, by writing to Congress­
man Baker 1

Sir Julian Pauncefote is usually supposed 
to be the British Minister at Washington ; 
Congressman Baker is not known to be 
an agent of Her Majesty’s Government in 
any sort But Mr. Blaine is, it appears, like 
Artemus Ward’s famous Kangaroo, “a astor- 
nary and amoozin’ cuss." When he desires to 
communicate with the Court of St James he 
writes an open letter to Congressman Baker. 
The good congressman sends the letter to the 
papers; the British Minister is naturally a 
subscriber to the papers; he reads the rejec­
tion over his coffee and rolls some fine morn­
ing and there you are. “It’s all up,” he 
writes to Lord Salisbury, “for Mr. Blaine 
has written to Congressman Baker.” Lord 
Salisbury trembles in his abominable ducal 
boots, the Queen hurries to take shelter in 
the Tower of London, Sir John MacdoUald 
writhes in agony at Ottawa, and Congress­
man Baker calmly squirts tobacco juice at 
one of the congressional spittoons. The 
transaction is, as The Globe would say, 
“practically” closed.

If anything were required to enhance ad­

miration of the business-like, the diplomatic 
nature of these proceedings one might ob­
serve that the letter of the colossal Mr. 
Blaine to the great Mr. Baker has absolutely 
no more reference, relation or application to 
the proposal which that letter is said to have 
“practically rejected” than to a proposal 
t hat the United States should accept nego­
tiations with the Man in the Moon. The 
proposal of Ottawa is: t

"Renewal of the Reciprocity treaty of 
1654, with the modifications required by the 
altered circumstances of both countries, and 
with the extensions deemed by the commis­
sion to be in the interests of Canada and the 
United States."

The Blaine letter assures Baker “that no 
scheme for reciprocity with the Dominion 
confined to natural products alone will ne 
entertained by the United States.”

“We desire to negotiate without any re­
strictions whatever,” says Ottawa in effect.

“The United States won’t agree to reci­
procity in natural products alone,” says Mr. 
Blaine to Mr. Baker.

“Practically rejected!" cries The Globe.
And this sort of thing has, under Sir 

Richard’s regime, come to be printed for the 
hard-headed Grits of Canada!

Montreal, Feb. 14.—The crisis in the 
history of Canada has come. The elections 
which will be held throughout the entire 
qountry on the 5th of March next will settle 
her destiny as a British colony. Disguise the 
matter as one may, that is the issue plain 
and bald which the present Government 
under the leadership of Sir John Macdonald 
is forcing and forcing, too, with an asperity 
that is exceedingly bitter. “Treason” and 
“traitor” are terms that are being used with 
great freeness, and annexation is to-day as 
live a question at is reciprocity.

The Government is playing a game for a 
tremendous stake, and though some of its 
dice are loaded there is a fair chance of its 
losing and of the men whom to-day it is 
branding as traitors assuming control by 
the authority of the votes of the people. It 
is quite true tbe opponents of tbe Go 
ment disclaim openly, at.least so far aà their 
candidates are concerned, that they are 
annexationists, but tbe Conservativee have 
so patience with them, insisting that uure- 
trictod reciprocity with the United States, 
which is their official contention, means 

. discrimination against England ; that dis­
crimination against England means sepa­
ration and that separation must be fol­
lowed by annexation. They claim that an­
nexation is tbe only logical outcome, the 
almost necessary consequence of the Liberal 
policy.

To this the Liberals answer that they are 
loyal to the British Empire, but that if it is 
necessary to discriminate against England in 
order to save Canada they are Canadians 
and will not ruin their future for the sake of 
sentiment. In other wvords and to put it 
plainly, if England gets in tbe way of Can­
ada so much tne worse for England. They 
are willing to make some sacrifices, but they 
think more of the land which bore them and 
which gives them a living than the one 
which exercises a dominion over them.
