New York, Feb. 5.—The following de-
apatch has been received from Nice: It
seems to
are to have trotting races here. The
Comite des Fetes has given 15,000 francs,
M. Ourouzoif 8000 francs. Prince Serge
Galitzine 2000 franes, M. Portols 1000
francs. the Mayor of Nice 3000 francs,
and the Mayor of Cannes 500 francs.
Then  an American gentleman has given
10,000 franes for a race, in which the
eonditions will' be iree entry and free
weight. Another prize oi 5000 francs
is given conditionally, with the under-
standing that the Mayor of Nice gives
the same amount, which he will in all
probability do.

The club is.to b2 run under theau-
spices of ths Cercle de la Mediteranee,
and will be called the Trotting Club du
Littoral. The instigator of the move-
ment was Duke George oi Leuchtenberg,
who has accepted the position of Hon.
{resident, while Prince Serge Galitzine
-ill serve as the active President. The
feeling among the leaders is that the
races shall be held toward the end oi
March.

This afternoon a very important meet-
ing was held by the committee of the
newly-organized trottiug club, the offi-
cial name ci which is “Le Trotting du
Littoral.” Duke George of Leuchtenlerg
presided.

There were present, besides
Prince Galitzin, Mr. James Gordon Ben-
pett, Mr:-Xantho, Baron de Bucan, Vi-
comte de Mazlivre, the Mayor of Nice,
M. Gautier, Baron Springer and M. Am-
mel, the honorary secretary.

One of tie priucipal subjects discussed
was the international races, to take
place at the end of the meeting, for
which 10,000 francs have been offered for
a race open to all comers having a re-
cord under 2 min. 30 secs. This race
will be the best three heats of one,mile
each, and will take place April 7.

On April 9 a consoiation bandicap for
which an international prize of 10,000
franes will be given, same distance, freg
entry and free class.

Speaking of the question of American
trotters being able to cover a greater
distance than the usual one mile course,
. Prince Galitzin, this ‘evening in a pri-
vate conversation, drew attention to
the fact that at a certain time, in order
to stimulate Russian trotting races in
tussia, had been thrown open to Am-
prican horses just the same, as to Rus-
sian ones, 'and the result, in spite of the
rontests having been over much greater
tistances, was that the American horges
swept the board.

A further note of interest to the meet-
Ing was a letter, in reply to one of
Prince Galitzin's, asking what the
chances were of rlin horses compet-
ing, saying that if the Nice propositions
were guificiently tempting it was highly
grohablv that Mr. Fleischman of New
fork would send over hig stable of six
trotters from .Berlin to compete.
