THE RORSE DISEASE.

' (From the London Free Press, Oct. 5.)

l We have aiready referred to the outbreak
of a mysterious disease amongst hovses in
this city and neighborhoud, which has re.
sulted 1n the death of several excellent ani-
wmnls.  As there svemed to be o tendency tu
magnify the extent of the ravages of the dis-
,ease, o Free Press reporter called upon Mr.
+Tennant (of Rudd & Tennant, veterinary
surgeons), who have had the most of the
cases under treatnent, From th conversa-
tion which ensued, it would appear that the
disease has not prevailed to any alarming ex-
tent in toe city, although several choice ani-
mials have sueenmbed toit. Some ten days
ago, Messrs. Rudd & Tennant were called to
<attend the thoroughtred mare Nora B, be-
longing to Major Peters, After examination
+it was found that the'animal suffered from a
mysterious disease, and Mr. Wilson, V.S.,
was called on to give his opinion and aid.

The diserse is a peculiar
one. The firss symptoms evinced are a state
of urowsiness and great difficulty in swal-
lowing. In a few hours thereafter the ani.

same time there is a great thirst, as if the
vietim suffers from typhoid fever. In the
course of from four to twelve hours after the
attack, the animal is seized with paralysis
and great exhaustion, is unable to rise, and
finslly death ensues in from twenty-four to
forty-eight hours. It iias not transpired that
the disease 1~ an infections one. The two
animals which Squire Peters bus lost bad
becn ivin, upart—oue beng kept in the aity
and the oth.r at T'etersville, so that infection
wonld not have taken place i their case.
No definite cause has yet beon discovered for
the disease ; but Mr. Tennaut says 1t may be
nttributed i great part to atmosphiric
causcs.  The deseription given above would
indicate that .t is a sort of diptheria. Last
autumn, during the very warm weather,
three horses were attacked by a disense pro
ciscly simiar, and two of them died. Mr.
Tenuant thinks that now the warm spell is
‘over, uo spread ot the disease necd be antici
pated. There Las been no fresh vutbreak
dunuy the past couple ot days, ava 1t 18 to
