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Last weok, su far as Toruntu was
concerned, was largely dovoted to the
recuption of our new Goveruot uen-
eral, who paid the city Ins first wisit
on hus roturn from Clucago. The
welcome was cordial and enthusiastic,
ard wurthy of thu Queen City and tne
many 1nstitutions honoured by the
Farl of Aberdeen and the Cuanuess.
On Tucsday, the ovening of their
Excolloucies arnsval, hus Honur the
Lieutenant Governor entertained them
at dinner, bo which the leading ropre-
sentatives of the city were invited.
His Grace the Archlishop, who was
to bave been there, but who, from ill
bealth, cuuld not attend, bad his place
taken by VicarGeneral MoCann.
During the evening a recoption was
held in the roums of Government
House tv a more extensivo list of in-
vited guests,

The next day's reception in the
Pavillion, when the City presented an
address of weleome, wus a most popu-
lar demonstration of the esteem and
confidence in which the Earl of Aber-
deen is held, and shiowed not only
respect for the authority with which
he ig vested, but also admiration for
the high minded and justuice lowving
nobleman himeelf, whose reputation
bad long preceded im. Hig Worship
Mayor Fleming read the address,
which, after expressing the loyalty of
its citizens, glanced at the growth and
prosperity of the city. Its last few
paragraphs deserve repetition :

Your Exmllonv{ being possessed of real
roperty within the Dominion will doabt
ess take & warm interest in matters ap-

pertaiving to agricultare, an interest which

we f{ervently hope may result beneficially
to the {arming community of this country

We deeply syr-path:’ze with the Conntess
of Aberdeen in the works of charity, beno-

volenco and industry which she has 8o
c:\mcstlr espoused, and for tho promotion
of whirk she haa Jevoted sv much time
and energy and ‘v a" of which she has
been 8o surcessful and w> echo tho desire
of all our peoplo when we pray that ehe
may be long spared to bo cnabled to con.
tinue these gond works, and that her oxer
tinng may be crowned with a lasting
success

We hope that during your Excellencies’
sojourn in thi Gity you will be able to
htain informatiou of everythiug pertain
ing to its progress and prosperity, aud to
witness tho contentment manifested by its
people, and that your visit will be marked
with the fullest enjoyment and pleasure.

Wo alsv hope that your Excellency's ad-
ministration may be Llessed with suoccess
and result adsantageously to the whole
people of this Dominion, and that at its
closc an additional ray of lustre may be
shed on the noble and distinguished housgo
of Aberdoen.

In replyiag is Excellency thanked
the Mayor and city for the address,
congratulated the country upon the
exhibit which Canada made at the
Chicago Exposition, which ocannot feil
to influenze the future commercial
relations between the United States
and Canada.  “¢Itis an"object lesson,
and one of many which, 1t 13 to be
hoped, may be given to tho world of
Canada’s progress and prosperity.”

Then fullowed an address feom the l

Irieh Protestant Benovolent Society,
whioh called for epecial thanke frum
his Excelloney for the kindly and
gracivus referonos to the wurh dune by
the Countess of Aberdeen in the matter
of Irish Indusines. Theo idea was
firgt formed during the brief peried
when Loed Aberdeen was Viceroy of
Ircland ; for then  Lady Aberdeen
had an upportuity of sesing the scupe
for endeavoring to develope the Irish
suidustries, through the skill in whick
many of the Irish peasants excel in
that Jirection, and, having carefully
waited for the development of the
sotiowies which she founded for that
purpose, Lady Aberdeen has become
more and more convinced of the uge-
fulness of such a movement."” The
outcome of that essociation was the

arrangement of an exhibit at the
World's Fair, which was specially
designed, and which has been suc-
cessfully carried out *¢ with a view to
developing the demand of the market
for the products of these ndustrious

poor people.”

Before closing, his Excellency touch-
ed upon the incident of the British
flag at the Irish Village with a great
gpirit of fairness and justice. Ho said -

Whsll, you have no doubt, heard of that
unfortunato incideat which eccarred in con-
gection with thia Irish \‘illzﬁo, which hzs
otherwiso boen sv sucoeasful. T am sorry to
say that, aa might have been oxgec . it
has becn almost impossible for the ropre.
sentatives of the press, with all thelr activity
and energy, in tho midat of the vast crowds
which hsvo been thronging the exhibition,
to get an accurate version of what <ccurred.
For oxample, 1 noticed in ono of our excel-
lent journals that a vast crowd had been
collectad around tho Irish Village, and that
an :tumst had boen mads to reacuo one of
the offenders. As it happens, I am inform.
od that these parties were arreated for some
other cause; in the confusion it was azgumed
it was in connoction with the incidaat I
have wentioned. Indeed, a friend of mine
askod somcone what the disturbance was,
and ho wastold that zomebody wanted to
runoff with the blarney stono. (Laughter),

Howorer, I meroly allado to this incideat
in order that you may not focl that this
entorprise, in which you evidently sympa-
thizs, vir., the promotion of home {ndustries,
has been in any way mixed ap or responmble
for an lncident which wo all deploro, and
nouno mors 80, as I have tho means of know-
ing, than the great body of Irishmen in
Chicago. Thoy deoply regret tho incident,
and thoy pointed oat as earpestly as they
conld that it was duc to somo misguided,
hot-headed people who had been lod to sup-

o that tho Irish Villago was in some way
ntonded aya damonstiation against the poli-
tical opinions which they hold, whereas, of
courso, as I bavo explained, thoro was no
political connection whatever. It is, I
think, only duo to you and to tho Countess
of Aberdeen that somo explanation ahoald
bomado regarding tho rcal circomstances of
this incident, a8 to which a wrong impres.
sion might casily bo formed.

Other societies followed with ad-
dresses, which elicited eloquent and
appropriate replies from the Governor-
General, who oexpressed himseli woll
pleased with all he saw and heard.

The rest of the week, with the
excoption of one day, whon his Excel-
lenoy visited Hamilton, was passed in

The Apostleship of Prayer made &
pilgrimage to the Vatican to the
number of 700, consisting principall,
of Italians, when the Director pre
sented an address of congratulation to
the Sovereign Pootiff. 1t concluded
thus:

* Holy Father, as yeor Lpiscopal Jubiice
commenced ander the auspuves of the Heart
of Jesus, we, to-day, prostrate at your feot,
tura our prayers to that Sacred Hoart that
it may deign to watch over and long proserve
your precious existonce. Uar prayver 1s the
sublime expression taught us by Jesus Christ
Himself in the Lord's Prayer AJdcenat
regnam tuxm.  Yeos, Thy Lingdom come is the
prayer wo address to God. Thy Lingdom
come—that is to say, may the kiogdom of

Satan be weakened ; T4y kingdom come—-
Jhat is to say, may tho sects dizappear from
the world; Thy kingdom ~cme—i. e., may
peaco flourich among Christians ; Thy ling-
dom tome—i, ¢ , may the Faith ever bo de-
fended upon earth ; may the Vicar and the
CLaroh of Josus soon triumph, crowned with
the splendour of His greatness. Ia a word,
our prayer is, with that of our Master, Ut

unum fatowvle ct unxs Pastor, \Woare wesk,

wo kouw , but, strengthoned to-day by your |

blessing and by your words, we shall ubtain
notwr strength to enablo us to confess our
falth and to defood, 28 far as in us lics, the
rights of the Holy See. Yes, Holy Father,
blcas cur woteations, our hearia, our cnter-
prises ; bless 03 and our familivs, Lloss all
the faith{al in the world who arc associated
to tho Apostleship of Prayer, and we will
not ceauo to pray to the Sacred Hears for go
ooble aa exd, fully confident that v.o shall
be heard.”

The Holy Father replied in touch-
ing terms as follows .

** Tho devotion to thoSacred Heart of Jesus
is preordained (as was rovealod w Blessed
Margaret Mary Alacique) for the healing of
the greatest wound of modern society, which
is c%oixm—the idolatry of sclf, the worship
of the sensual self and of tho pride of seli,
the placiog of sclf in the placo of God, above
the rest of humanity, 80 that to this sclf all
things are referied, and usurping tho rights
of tbe Creator, of the Church, and of #cial
end individus! man, solf stands as thé op
poacat and eaemy of religion and morality,
authority and law, tgwopcr'ty and family.
For tho conqnest of this cgolsm thero is no

wer liko that of charity in the Hears of

caus, which did onco fill with new and
vigorous lifo the death-atruck body of pagan
socioty. Tho charity of Christ was tho
generative splrit of Christian civilisation and
will bo its ruto:in§ l{iﬁt now, Tho salva.
tion for which wo look must bo tho result of
a geeat offusion of Christian chanty, which
is the synthosis of the Gospael and tho surest
antidote to the egolsm of the time. Ietua

pra() , thon, to the Heart of Jeaus, that human
soclety mn{ bo led back to Him, for in
groat part it hiss strayod from Him. Let
cach ono sproad the dovotiun to the sSacrod
Hoart in his own family and in his own
country., The lifo of Uhrist was a life nado
up of wacrifices, as s tis sscamental fe
sti)l. Nothipg for Himsclf, a3 a man, but
all for mankind. Let us do likewiso : noth-
ing for ourselves, all things for Josus . Thus
out prayer, modolled on that of Christ and
uaited with tho practioo of Christian virtues,
will be of high eflicacy in turning away tho
wrath of God and ia obtaining t*» recall of
erriog human socioty to Him Whno redoemed
and sanctified 8. We shall not cease to 1ift
up our hands and our voloe to implore tho
morcies of tho Almighty for the whole of
Christendom, and os})echlllf for this beloved
country, so bighl& avorod and 20 rich in
glory. Qur lovo ts repatd with little 1adeed
exoopt contempt and ingratitude. But we
must continuo to do our duty in vindicating
tho nights of tho Church and of the Holy
Sco, nor shall wo ceaso to pray, as did Our
Lord and Saviour Jeaus Christ for His eno-
mies, for our enomics, for tho enemics of
human society May God, Who h.aleth the
nations, vouchsafe to hear our common
rayere. May He have in storo better days
for our own Italy and for the world "

It is expected that the Holy Father
will hold a Consistory early in Janu-
ary, wher, in an allocution of some
length, the Supreme Pontiff will ex-
press his thanks to the Catholic world
for its proofs of devotion during his
year of Jubiles. An Encyclical is
looked for about the same time.

The chief topic in English politics
is Redmond’s position, who is taking
a more and more pronounced stand of
opposition to Gladstone. For whose
benefit this is would be as hard to
solve as the problem of the sphinx.

Not for Ireland, not for Redmond, nor
yet for England's peace and advant-
age. As Mr. McCarthy says, the
Irish party will assist the Ministry in
every way to fulfil their pledges to-
wards the English electorate, lmowing
that such a course s for the ultimste
triumph of Home Rule.

People were horror stncken to
learn that Mayor Hamson of Chicago
had been shot dead i his own res:-
dence un a Saturday evening. The
man who committed this dreadful
crime was named Prendergast, and his
only reason was that the Mayor had
promised to make him Corporation
Counsel and had not kept his word.
Calling at Mr. Harrison's house on
South Ashland Boulevard he was ad-
mitted wto the hall, and the Mayor,
who had heard his name, stepped
from his dining room, and Prendergast
advanced towards him. Without say-
ing a word he commenced firing, and
every bullet struck the mark. One
shattered Mr. Harrison's left hand,
another passed into the right side of
the abdomen ; while the third entered
tho chest just above the heart. This
was ths shot that did the deed of
death. casting gloom not over the
immediate relations alone, but over
the whole continent. The wictim
lived but a fow moments, and shortly
afterward flashed the news through
the busy city, and men grew pale at
tho word that Mayor Harrison was
shot by a crank.

Tho long protracted debate in the
United States Senato was brought to
a close on the 80th ult., and the]un
conditional repeal was passcd by a
vole of 48 yeas to_82 nays.
