Boulton’s squadron: he rode siraight to
tho Divisional Staff camp, whero lunch was
prepared for bim in the staff mess tent. His
Excellency, previous to lunch, held alevee
in tho manquee used as {he Divisions! office,
and which had been carpeted and furnished
for his use as  reception tent. Al the offi-
cers in camp wero here introduced to His
Excellency by the Commandant of the
Camp.

Lunckeon having been partaken of, the
Stalf galloped off to parade, and the day's
work began.  His Excellency was received
with the general snlute, after which the Di
vision marched past, and a sham fight took
pl2ce which being ended troops were form
«d up in a hollow square, nnd His Excellency
kaving taken up his position inside the
square, distributed the prizes w the best
shots in each Company, and Battalicn, as al-
50 tho prize to the best shot in theDistrict;
after which his Exceliency addressed the
troops in n short speech in which ho expres-
sed himself greatly pleased at their fine ap-
paarance and their soldierly bearing on the
field,
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District, was won by Sorgt, John Baillio of
the 47th Frontenac Battalion. 1 enclose o
list of tho winuers of the Company and Bat.
talions prizes.

On Tuesday evening list, the Mayor and
cilizens gavea graud Ball to Col. Jarvis and
tho officers in eamp, which went oft tith
great cclat. Tho room was beautifully de.
corated and looked extremely pretty when
the various uniforms were soen in contrast
with tho handsome dresses of tho ladies.

Wednesday morning broke ULright and
clear, and about six o’clock tho 16th Prince
Edward Battalion, and Picton troop of t'a-
valry, embarked on board the steamer, des-
tined to convey them home. The 49th Hast-
ings Rifles and the 15th Argyllshire Light
Infantry, left by train at 9a.m. for homo;
and the 57th Péterborough, and 46th East
Durham, proceeded home likewise by rail,
at 7. p. m. The 48th left during the after-
noon, as did also tho47th by waggons, the
Amherst Island Company going up by the
steamer Yaud, at 4,30 p. nm.

I have attached below the general order
issued by the Adjutant General, by com.
mand of lis Excellency, as also the District
Order by Lt,-Col. Jarvis, bothof which speak
for themsclyes, and need no comment of
mine. In concluding my report for your
paper, I beg to remind you that circumsten-
ces forbid my eriticizing anything or anybody
—good laste forbids it, asdoes also the fact

that in criticizing others, I would lsy my-
self open to the same. Lastly, allow me to

request you to publish with this the Kings-
ton Daily News's arlicle on the Globe Re-
porter and the Volunteers, as also tho Globe
correspondent’s letter which appeared inlast
evening's Daily News,and which ocught to be
made as public as possible. I trust that in
future the Globe correspondent (whoever he
may be) will take more care as to who he
trusts to write for him, for a more unjust,
unwarrantable attack, than that on the 14th
P. W, 0. Rifles, never was written.
