fected a iarge number of persons, one at Colner
Hatch causing injurizs (the greater mumber very
slight) to 237 passengers, one ai Wempyss-bay hart-
ing 75, and four others some 49 or more passengers in
cach instance. There were kitled on our railways iz
the year 1565 36 pas.engers, 122 servama of comps-
nies or contractora (aa incomplete return), 9 persons
at level crossings, 45 trespassess, and 8§ other per-
song.
