BY-LAW TO AMEND BY-LAW No. 417, ENTITLED “BY-
LAW TO AMEND BY-LAW No. 63, ENTITLED
“BUILDING BY-LAW”, ADOPTED BY THE COUN-
CIL OF THE TOWN OF NOTRE-DAME DE GRACES
PREVIOUS TO THE ANNEXATION OF SAID MUNI-
CIPALITY TO THE CITY OF MONTREAL,

(Adopted 8th January 1912)

At the monthly meeting of the Council of the City of
Montreal held in the City Hall, this eight day of January,
one thousand nine hundred and twelve, after the obser-
vance of the formalities prescribed in and by the act of
incorporation of the said City, at which meeting a major-
ity of the members of the whole Council are present, viz:
His Worship the Mayor, Honorable J. J. E. Guerin, Al-
dermen Lapointe, L. A., Lapointe, N., Leclaire, O’Connell,
Ward, Robinson, Carter, Lamoureux, Prud'hqmme, Dandu-
rand, Boyd, Gauvin, Roux, Brodeur, Garceau, Monahan,
Tétreau, Clément, Létourneau, Mayrand, Turcot, Marcil,
Bastien, Emard, Lariviére, Lussier, Deguire, Drummond,
Morin, McMahon, Lavallée.

It was ordained and enacted by the said Council as

follows.

Section 1.—Section 1 of said by-law No. 417, amending
the said by-law No. 63, adopted by the Council of the
former Town of Notre-Dame de Gréaces, is amended by
adding thereto the following paragraph:

“It shall also be law’ul to erect, establish and maintain
stores or commercial establishments on St. Jamesg St
between St. Remi St. and Chapleau Avenue, including the
corners of such streets, as well as on Sherbrooke Street,
between the City of Westmount and Madison Avenue,
with the exception, however, of that portion of said Sher-
brooke street comprised between Chapleau and Oxford

Avenues,”
