
tight fiscal policy, is highlighted in the report. Without mini­
mizing the task of reconciling the many competing demands of Cana­
dians on public resources, the Committee urges the Government to 
take immediate steps to prevent any further decline and to begin 
moving once more toward the 0.7% of GNP target.

Public understanding and support is identified as the indispen­
sable ingredient for any real progress in North-South relations. 
The Committee calls upon all Canadians, and in particular parlia­
mentarians, government leaders and leaders in all walks of life 
to engage in study, discussion and debate of the issues involved. 
It sets itself "no more important job...than to demonstrate in 
concrete and practical ways that our interests as people are bound 
up in the 1980's with the well-being of the developing countries, 
and that this is so whether one speaks of our own children's secu­
rity, economic prosperity or plain moral obligations."

In promoting greater public awareness, emphasis should be given 
to the positive and mutually beneficial aspects of North-South 
relations. The Committee is convinced of the futility of approa­
ching these issues and public education in a negative way by 
stressing fears and threats. In particular, the major adjustments 
which will be required to meet the industrialization of developing 
countries "must spring from a clear determination in Canada to 
strengtnen and guarantee our own economic future."
