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ARTICLE 9:
FUNCTIONS OF THE COUNCIL

The Council shail curry out the relevant policies and coordinate the activities
or the Parties. The functions of the Council shall Include:
<a) overaeeing the implementation of this Agreement-,
(b) the deveiopment of the necessary technlcal, administrative andoperationai plans for the Implementatlon of the present Agreement;
(c) the Impiementation of those provisions of Article 6 requiring Councilaction;

(d) the preparatlon, consideration and adoption of technical opacificationsfor the System space and ground faclilities and radiobeacons, as wel asthe adoption of COSPAS-SARSAT technicai and operationaldocumentation;

(e) ~ensuring interaction and cooperation with the International CivilAviation Organization, the International Telecommunîcation Union,the International Maritime Organîzation and other Internationalorganizations for the purpose of coordinating technlcai matters;
(f) the provision of administrative, operationai and technlcal coordinationwith Ground Segment Providers and User States, inciuding theadoption o! procedures for type approval or commissîonîng of GroundSegment equipment and radiobeacons;

(g) the assessment of the need for technical and operationaienhancements o! the System, lnciuding those relating to contributionsor the Parties and those whlch would entail contributions by Statesnon-Parties to this Agreement;

(h) the establishment of mechanî5rn for exchange of appropriatetechnical and operationai Information;
(1) taking decisions upon matters of joint relations with Statesnon-Parties to this Agreement, as weli as International organizations;,
(J) the direction of Secretariat activities;
(k) the organization and coordination of exercises, triais and studies that

are necessary ta assesa the performance o! the System;, and
(1) other matters regarding operation o! the System's Space and GroundSegments and radiobeacons that the Council agrees shall fali within Itspurview.
