THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THE GOVERNMEN 0F
THE SLOVAK REPUBLIC, (hereinafter referr-ed to as th1e "SMat Parties");

DFSIRJNG t0 strengthen th1e friendly relations that exist betwcen th1e State
Parties;

MINDFUL of th1e advantages of effective co-operation in the peaceful uses of
nuclear energy;

RECOGNIZIG that th1e Slavae Republic and Canada are botb
non-nuclear-weapon States party la die Treaty on dm1 Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Wcapons donc at la"do, Moscow and Washington on July 1, 1968, <hereinafter
rcerèred ta as the «Treaty*) and, as such, have undertakten not ta inanuihetu or
odherwise acquire nuclear weapons or other nucicar explosive devies and that each
State Party bas concluded an agreement with di1e International Mtomic Bnergy Agency
(hereinafter referred ta as thc *IAEA*) for thc application of safeguards in conection
with the Treaty;

UNDERINING further that dic parties to die Treaty have undcrtaken t0
facilitate. and have die right ta participate in, Uic fullest possible excbange of nuclear
mate"la, materil, equipment and scientific and technologica information for Uic
peaceful uses of nuclear energy and that parties t0 Uic Treaty in a position t0 do sa
may also co-operate in contributing together t0 Uic further development of Uic
application of nuclear energy for peaceful purposes;

IENDING, therefore t0 cooperate in tbe peaceful uses of nuclear eergy;

HAVE AGREED as follows:

For the purpose of interpreting and carrying out tbis Agreement

(a) Thie »Agency's Safeguads Systcut" meuas th1e safguards system, set U in the
IABA document INFCIRCI66 Rcv 2 as well as any subsequent aieninents
theret which are accepted by the State Parties;
