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has doubleZ, I think it is only a fair sugges-
tion that we must find a wealth of information
in the census of 1901. We say moreover that
we think this is something to go on, not the
number of post offices, school districts and im-
provement districts.

That was #he basis upon which the dis-
tribution in Alberta was made, according
to the statement of the right hon. Prime
Minister. I would like to rcad also a state-
ment which w23 made in this respect by the
hon. Minister of the Interior (Mr. Oliver). He
was more definite. He said :

The definite division of the constituencies is
based on the vote actually polled on the 3rd
November, as we believe that was the closest
and most recent date upon which we could get
information we could rely upon. The informa-
tion with regard to post offices, homestead en-
tries and other matters of that kind was ar-
rived at in order to bear, not upon the question
of division of constituencies, but on the ques-
tion as to whether the bulk of the population
was in one end of the country or the other.
That information therefore would =ot have any
direct bearing on the progriety of the actual
division made, but would be merely corrobora-
tive evidence to show whether the trend of
population was in this direction or that.

Later on the Minister of the Interior made
another statement as to the basis upon which
they proceeded. At page 8118 he is report-
ed to have spoken as follows:

The basis of the division of the constituencies

was necessarily, I said, the vote cast. That
was not the question that he was arguing about

at all. That question has not yet arisen. I
said that we took the actual vote cast, be-
cause it was the latest and most accurate in-
formation we could get for the purpose of
drawing a dividing line between the constitu-
encies. But that was not, if he followed my
remarks of yesterday, the sole basis, from my
point of view, of the general arrangemenf that
was made. He speaks of my having introduced
the question of the dividing line at township
38. I do not know whether it is to the pur-
pose in this argument to shut our eyes and
ears to what we have seen and heard ever
since these Autonomy Bills came up for con-
sideration ; but I instanced the increase of
population, the number of post offices, the
number of statute labour districts, the number
of school districts and other matters connected
with the northern country, as evidence.

I would like to ask now how thiz basis of
calculation applies to the 4istribution which
we have before us. A number of figures
have hecn brought down by the government
snowing the populations in the various pro-
posed districts, the votes cast, the voters

| on the list, the area and so on. I would like

to get this statement upon ‘Hansard. I
have had an abstract made of the figures
given by the government in a more con-
cise form than their figures are given and I
think it will be found correct. If hon. gen-
tlemen on the other side of the House would
kindly correct me if I misquote any of the
figures I would be very much obliged. The
following is the statement given by the gov-
ernment :
