GOVERNOR GENERAL'S SPEECH

After which Ris Excellency the Governor
General was pleased to close the f ourth
session of the sixteenth parliament of the
Dominion of Canada with the following
speech:

Ronourable Members of the Senate:

Memibers of the Rouse of Commons:

In bringing the present session to a close, I
desire to congratulate you upon the expedition
with which parliament has conducted its pro-
ceedings, and upon the extent and importance
of the legislative enactmnents of the session.
Matters wbich bave been the subject of long-
standing controversy bave been successfully
adjusted. In several other directions legisia-
tion of far-reaching significance has been
enacted.

It is a source of particular satisfaction that
the public accounts of the fiscal year recently
ended again disclose a large surplus and that
it bns again been possible to effect f urther
material reductions in taxation, as well as a
further reduction in the national debt.

Especially gra'tifying is the fact that, in con-
tinuance of the policy of endeavouring to
remove ail substantial difficulties in the rela-
tions between the Dominion ahd the provinces,
a settlement of the long-standing controversies
respecting the natural resources of the prov-
inces of Manitoba, Saskatchewan, and Alberta
bas been effected. The several agreements bave
rpeeived your approval, as well as the approval
of the provincial legislatures. Approval bas
also been given to the agreement reached with
the province of British Columbia concernîng
the restoration to the province of the lands
comprising what is known as the railway belt
and Peace River block.

The recommendations of tbe royal commis-
sion on maritime dlaims have been furtber
implemented by the legislation wbicb bas been
enaeted with respect to the coal and iron and
steel industries.

Extensive and comprehensive revisions bave
been made is the customis tariff with a view
to bringing certain schedules more into line
witb modern business requirements, and existing
ecýonomic conditions. Material anýd. lroad exten-
