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B. The estimated share of capital costs for
full colour programming English network
only, is of the order of $30,000,000. This is a
planning figure only extended to 1971-72. It
is necessarily a somewhat arbitrary estimate
because most capital colour facilities will be
shared by C.B.C.'s national, regional and
local prograrn services and by English and
French services at some locations. The C.B.C.
has not been authorized to enter colour to
the foregoing extent but colour requirements
have necessarily been estimated in ail plans
for consolidation and replacement of equip-
ment. The English network's share of these
proposais and of the $15,000,000 in A is
included in the estimate.

1. Members of the Canadian armed forces
do not receive special pay for service overseas
with the United Nations. Special allowances
are, however, payable for such service, apart
from normal rates of pay and allowances, as
follows:

A. I. United Nations military observer
group-India Pakistan <UNMOGIP). II.
United Nations India Pakistan observer mis-
sion (UNIPOM). Alloxvances for both U.N.
operations are as follows: (a) Foreign allow-
ance-pursuant to the Qucen's regulations and
orders-ranging from $9.00 per month for a
private to $37.50 per month for a colonel.
(b) United Nations living allov'ance-AlI
ranks-$14 per diem if posted to New Delhi,
Srinigar, Rawalpindi, Karachi or Lahore. $11
per diem if posted to any other location. (c)
Clothing allowance-paid by the United Na-
tions' paymaster in accordance with the
United Nations Sealed Administrative Hand-
book for field operations. UNMOGIP-$200-
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
