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Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): Mr. Speaker, I rise 
on a point of order.

Mr. Neil: A supplementary question, Mr. Speaker. The 
minister is probably aware of the problems with metrification 
in Great Britain and Australia.

In view of the report of the general accounting office in the 
United States which, in effect, says that the cost of converting 
to the metric system is prohibitive, and in view of the fact 
there is doubt in the minds of legislators in the United States 
whether they will proceed with metrification, 1 ask if the 
minister has read this report or met with his counterparts in 
the United States to consider the effect a decision against 
metrification might have on our trade relations with the 
United States.

Mr. Horner: Mr. Speaker, I am quite aware of the problems 
the United States has had in this respect. They passed a law 
some 200 years ago suggesting that the manufacturing indus­
try could go metric if it wanted to do so. Only in the last ten or 
15 years has that country made strides toward metrification. I 
am well aware of the problems and the confusion which rests 
in the minds of some legislators.

Mr. Joe Clark (Leader of the Opposition): Mr. Speaker, I 
ask the Deputy Prime Minister and President of Privy Council 
if he can tell the House whether the government is considering 
any change or amendment to the order in council or orders in 
council affecting the terms of reference of the McDonald royal 
commission?

Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Deputy Prime Minister and 
President of Privy Council): No, Mr. Speaker, I am not aware 
of any consideration being given to a change in the terms of 
reference. There may be some consideration being given by the 
Minister of Justice, but I am not aware that any such matter 
has been considered by the government.
