the Representatives of the people.—No
written law exists in the Mother Country,
fompelling a retirement of the Queen’s
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Advisers whenever they shall fail to obtain
fl)r nll, measure a concurrernce uf & ma-
jority in tie House of Commous, else the
present popular Ministry would recently
have had to surrender their seals of office
1o bigh thurch partizans, as there were
on several questions, respectable major-
ities against them—but when the Zenera
measures of a ministry become so obnox-
ious as to call forth an expression of the
disapprobdtion of the Commans by a vote
of want of confidence, a new & less objec-
tionable Mioistry is atonce formed, and by
these means * harmony”’ is preserved.—
For this boon to the people of United Ca-
nada (in spirit at least) [ shall feel it my
duty & privilege to contend, fully believ~
ing that without the lotroduction of this
principle, **the workiog of the representa-
tive system cannot in ahy country be ren-
dered harmonious and efficient”

As to the Question of the Clergy Re-
serves, that fruitful source of disquietude
should the present impolitic disposition of
them call forth remonstrances from the
people by petitions to the House of At-
sembly sgaiost their misapplication; |
will be found advocating the principles of
toleration and religious freedom by sup-
porting the voluntary system—I am alto.
gether averse to Church and State con-
nection, believing that their union is int
jurious to both, and am of opinion tha-
more real good would result to the Prov-
ince by the proceeds of those lands be.
ing appropriated to educational and gen-
ersl purposes, than to the production of
the feuds and jeslousies which their pres-
ent unequal distribution is so emibently
calculated to create.

Upon the subject of latal fd general
improvements.—The importation of grain
provision, &c., from a foreign country.—
The alien and other vexatious laws upon
our statute book.—The objectionable de«
tails in the Imperial act uniting the Up-
per and Lower Provinces.—The contem-
plated introduction of manicipal laws, by
which the people may to a greater extent
than at present, manage their own local
affairs, and respecting ol general Provins
cial meastres, I can only say in general
terms that; that policy haviog for its effect
the ptoduction of the most good to the
greatest number, will have me for its
most unflinch-ing advocate.
