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the greatest sinner on earth ^ ut his own
determined depravity and voluntary re-

jection of the gospel, which rejection in-

volves him in an aggravated condemna-

tion.—Isa.

VII. REGENERATION.

We believe the Scriptures teach that

in order to be saved, sinners must be re-

generated, or born again ; that regenera-

tion consists in giving a holy disposition

to the mind ; that it is effected in a man-

ner above our comprehension by the

power of the Holy Spirit, in connection

with divine truth, so as to secure our

voluntary obedience to the gospel ; and

that its proper evidence appears in the

holy fruits of repentance and faith and

newness of life.—Ezek. 36 : 26; John

3:3; 2 Cor. 5 : 17; Eph. 5 : g.
