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' COMPENSATION FOR MINERS _
7 DISCUSSED'

IN CONVENTION

Suggestion,Made that *Sepﬁra.t‘ei__ Leiialiﬁop Be AE“hacted
Covering the Industry—Cokalt Production Will Be
250,000,000 Ounces, Says C, A. O’Connell

Conslderable discussion followed the
reading of a paper on workmen’p éom-
pensation at yesterday’s session of the
Canadian Mining- Institute. It- was
finaily deé¢lded to appoint- a commitee
of five members to _draft a resolution,
which; if approved by the meet{ng.
will be forwarded to the government.

Mr. C. A. O'Connell of the Trethewey
mine Stated that the question of com-
pensation for workmen in mines was

. much different than that of other in-
dustries, where the ordinary manu-
fadturer was able to affix the extra
cost to the products turned out in pro-
portion to the amount of money paid
for .compensation. The mine owner
had no power to regulate the price paid
for his output. He thought that if an
act-was put thru insisting <n a cer-
tain amount,-or if the silver mine own-
er was in-any other way tied dewn,
there was a possibility of the owner
making a reduction in the wages to
meet the fresh demands, and this
might react to the disadvantage of
the workmen. :

It was suggested-that the mining

industry should be looked after by u
separate piece of legistation and that

the government should appoint an in-.

spector+to visit the mines frequently,

and ‘protect the employer from the

negligence of ‘the men. '
Compensation Rate,

As a rate of compensation Mr. O’Con-
nell was in favor of giving to the vic-
tim’s relations or those dependent. up-
on him three- times his vearly earnings,

with a minumum of $1000 and a maxi- |

nium of $2000 where death or . total
disability resulted. :

Two. Yery interesting papers were
read on' ‘The Past, Present and Fu-
ture of Cobalt,” by Mr. C. A. O'Con-
mnelf of Cebalt, and *“Thé Copper Mine
Country,” by J.. B. Tyrrell. Both
speakers were optimistic as to the fu-
tures' of these mining districts.

o Room for Thought,

“1“have resided in Cobalt seven
vears,” said Mr. O’Connell. ‘““When
you realize that the proven ore zone
is a rectangle 5 by 3 miles in area
and from within this zone there has
been produced in seven years 126,064,-
189 ounces of silver, there is room for
.much deep thought. We engineers
there can give a full meed of praise
and devout thanks to our good friend,
Dr. Wittet G. Miller, for,
eid and skill, we would not be sure
that old - “Cobalt”’ would have a nighe
in the hall of fame. Seven years ago,
when - I arrived in <Cobalt, it was
pot much to look at. I do not think
that there hak. been a camp as rich
as Cobalt, which was-a long time pro-
ducing before it was given any parti-
cular notice.

“Many reafons have beem advanced
for this apathy) both by the profession
and the public, buf it was not until
the year 1906, three yeatrs after the
first discovery was made, that any-
thing more than passing totice was
‘given to the ‘camp. At that time there
were about 12 producing properties in
the camp, The whole .of the Town-
ship of Coleman had been staked and
every man who could- show upon his
claim “Cobalt bloom,” or symptoms
thereof, could sell it for coin of the
realm.

“Some have sSald there was an orgy
of gpeculation and. other high-gound-
ing adjectives used to describe the
eonditions that prevailed, but, belleve
me, gentlemen, that was largely fab-
ricated.
statements ls8ued by the department
of mines warned the public against
speculating on the purchase of claims
not located within the . proven ore-
bearing zone.

i Good Producers.

‘“The properties on what is termed
the ‘West Ridge,” extending from Hud-
son Bay on thecnorth to the Buffalo
. on ‘the "south, have %been extremely
consistent producers. This is largely
accounted -for by the multiplicity of

Taking & line from the
Hudson Bay thru the Trethewey, Con-

jagas and Buffalo mines, I would say’

that in the, area there are more thah
‘eighty known producing mines.
1 “During the past three years we have
read much in the public press as to the
decline of the Cobalt camp, but I am
extremely doubtful whether the peak of
production has yet been reached. The
immense guantity of milling ore, which
is to be extracted, leads one to believe
that the maximum number of tons per
annum’ will not be reached for several
years. e ~«

“When the last word in regard to Co-
balt is written, I am willing to predict
that the.total production will exceed
250,000,000 ounces, while this statement
may be criticized as the views of an
extreme optimist. I so state it from
calculated figures, based on-the figures
for the past seven years’ production.”

According to J. B. Tyrrell, the copper
country is situated about the entrance
o fthe northern coast of North America,
Just south_ of the Arctic ocean.

“The country here considered,” Mr.
Tyrrell explained, “is of unknown area,
biut speaking generally, it i near the
rhouth of the Coppermine :River, and
would appear to extend 100 miles or
more westward from it along the Arctic
coast, and about 200 miles eastward
from it. ; :

“For more than 200 years the native
copper has been known to exist en the
banks of the Coppermine; - It would ap-
pear that rocks on the Coppermine
River are similar to those copper-
bearing rocks on Lake 'Superior, and
the conditions under which the copper
occurs are also similar.” - 5

Extensive Area.

I fthey Were to accept the evidence
presented, the existence of a great cop-
per-bearing area near the Coppermine
River is certain, sald Mr. Tyrrcil. It
was reasonably certain that the #red
was much more extensive than that on
Lake Superior; extending, as it does,
from the hills west of the Coppermine
to the shores of Bathurst Inlet far to
{the east. ‘Whether or not the native
copper will be found as plentifully dis-
tributed as in Keewenaw Point, is not
quite certain. As the area is larger, it
is possible that the mineral deposits
may be similarly larger, ahd it would
he worth while for the Canadian people
to find out whether they have, in this
far northern country, a great reserve of
copper ore for the use of themselves
and the world, when the mines that are
now working become depleted. .

4 Useful Metal,

“It may seem foolish,” stated Mr.
Tyrrell “to spend money at the present
time to determine the existence of
lodes of ore, while we cannot use i,
but copper ore is one of the most useful
metals in the world to-day, and it' be-
hooves a nation, like an individual, to
‘study its own resources in order that

it may deal with them wisely and have|

them developed in such a way that they
will be of the greatest benéefit to the
people, and therefore I say that we
{Canadians, knowing that we possess an
iarea of potential wealth in that far
‘country, should examine it carefully
and find out whether we have a na-
tional fsset there that, if intelligently
used, will add greatly to the wealth of
the nation, or whether we are to hand
it over, without knowing its value, to
some private individual, probably aliens,
who, by the expenditure of a little-cap-
jital and energy, may make enormous
fortunes out of our negligence.”
