Canada Expected to ‘Supply
One of Two Members From

the Dominions.

Special Cable by John W. Dafoe.

Paris, ¥eb, 28.—The economic in-
terests of all the British dominions
will be well looked after by care-
fully chosen representatives, who
will serve upon twoé powerful com-
mittees which are being constituted
to deal with these questiony. Yester-
day afternoon the empire delegat.ions
under the chairmanship of Lord Mil-
ner gave detailed consideration as to
the best means by which these ends
could be served..Sir Robert Borden
and Sir George Foster attended on
behalf ,0of Canada.

It was arranged that the five Brit-
ish members of the Supreme econos:
mic council should be drawn from a
panel upon which all -the British
dominions would be represented, and
that in . addition there would he
brought into being a special all-Brit-
isr. committee which would collabor-
ate with the British representatives
upon the council in suggesting poli-
cies and formulating machinery ‘o
achieve the purposges for which the
council has been appointed. -

Sir George 'Foster Will Act.

Sir George Foster wil represent
Canada on the British panel, and
when matters specially affecting the
Dominion ‘are being dealt with he will
serve on the council: The funétions ]
of the council, as already outlined in
these despatches, are of the first im-
portance. It controls for the period
of the armistice, shipping, the extent
and character of ‘he blockade, dis-
tribution of food to all European
countries, allocation of raw materials
and rebuilding supplies.. and has now
been charged with determining . to
what degree this control should be
continued during the reconstruction
period “o follow the signing of peace.

Canada as a source of food, raw
materials and supplies for rebuilding,
is vitally interested in the policy of
the council, and the right to repre-
sentation, which has now been con-
ceded, has been strongly pressed.

Upon the economic commission, vet
| to be appointed, to decide upon the
economic provisions of a general
peace, there are to be two represen-
tatives of the British overseas do-
minions, and it may be assumed that
Canada will supply one of these re-
presentatives. This commission will
have a number of  sub-committees,
one of which will have to report on
the future status of pre-war com-
mercial treaties to which enemy coun-
tries were parties, and among the
law officers to whom this work will
be remitted will be Hon. Mr. Doherty,
the Canadian minister of justice.
