The military review at the Exhibi-
tion yesterday was imipressive as a
spectacle and soul-stirring as a de-

- monstration.  As a scene it was with-

out parallel of its kind in Toronto.
It was witnessed by a crowd which

was computed at close-on 650,000, and

'the -tumultiious reception which = the
\Fﬁnce of Wales obtained overshadow-
‘ed even the magnificent welcome of
Monday, The grand stand was cram-

~ ‘I'med as 1t was never before¢, and the

great throng in the ring, surging for-
‘ ward to get as near the prince as pos-
lltle was a sight which will never be
torgotten. The prince, who was
mounted, prior to stepping to the sfe-
clally constructed platform within

paddock, was deliriously acclaimed.
His appearance on the dais was elec-
trical, Roynds of cheering such as
never before heard at the Exhibition
bicke forth time and again, and his
roval highness, beaming all over,
waved his hat severa] times in the air
.in acknowledgment. Then a vigorous
handshaking ensued.

1Zhe Prince has come, -and the
Prince has gone, and  Earlscourt-bas
had its wishes gratified, for if there
is one part of the cily that deserved
a visit from His Royal Highness, it
was Earlscourt, with'its splendid rée-
cord for. sacrifice and patriotism—a
record that has been heralded, .not

only “in this country, but' on the
battlefields of Flanders and France,
in Egypt, in Ilaly, and Russia, and
the far-off plains of Palestine.

For brave little Earlscourt sent no
Jess than 25600 men to fight the Huns,
<the larger proportion: volunteering at
the outbreak of the war in 1914,
Barlscourt led South York, and show-
ed the way by patriotic example in
voluntary’' enlistment, in war service
and in casualties. :

An hour or more before the Prince's
arrival, every street and avenue :rwas
jammed with people, who came to do.
honor to the prince. Morrison,  Nairn
and St. Clair avenues were one mass
of colors, in which were intermingled
the Prince of Wales' .feathers,: and
“Welcome o Our Soldier Prince.”
The splendid decorated arch at Duf-
ferin and St. Clair was covered with
evergreens and bunting, and a big
sign read: “Welcome to the Prince of
Wales.”

Yet amid all this great mass of
red-blooded humanity, could be dis-
covered here and there a note of sad-
ness because of the thought of loved
ones sleeping their last sleep on
foreign so6il,- who could not share in
this paean of victory, or participate
in the shouts of welcome to the sol-
dier prince.

But when the King dies, the court
official cries, “The King is Dead, Long
Live the King,” so we banish sadness,
forget our sorrows and shout a«vic-
tory shout louder than the rest.

“That's Prince Eddie,” was heard
along the line of .route, from Earis-
cour: returned men who had met the
Prince overseas. “God Bless Him,”
said a good-looking young war Widow,
who had lost her husband in the last
scrap before the armistice was sign-
ed, and she meant jt. And the little
children worried their parents as the
Prince ' passed by to “‘Show me the
Prince".” 3

Prince Arrives.

The Prince of Wales arrived at Pros-
pect Cemetery at 7 p.m., and was re-
ceived in the enclosure by President G.
P. Richardson of the Earlscourt G. W.
V. A. The Salvation Army songsters,
dressed in white and led by Alex. Gor-
don, sang the National Anthem, acecom-
penied by the band of the Salvation
Army. ’

Mayor Church,  who was with
Prince’s party, called for three cheers
for H. R. H., the Prince of Wales.
which was heartily responded to, The
Prince, ' walking straight over to ths
raised platform by the side of which
sat Pte 'Andrew Stackville of the 26th
Buttalion,, N.B., who lost a leg at the
Scmme, and Pte. Pat Mahoney, 13th
Field Ambulance, N.F.,, who had lost
both legs in the war, shook hands
Leartily, speaking a few_ words of cheer
to the men.
