{in the Chicago and St. Louis markets,
with the American-grown product, han-
dicapped, though they -are with a 30
per cent. (ad valorem duty). The su-
perior flavor and keeping qualitiés of
the Northern-grown apple were becom-
| ing more fully recognised each succeed-
ing season. Michigan fruit growers
are feeling that in Ontario they have a
dangerous competitor, and are asking
for an increase in the tariff.

He Went to Montreal to Kill
Annie Sims

THE GIRL WHOM HE’LOVED.

Called at Her Father's House, Shot
Her Twice, Then Killed Himself.

Thetr Engagement Had Beem Broken Off
on Account of the Young Man’s Mental
Trouble—His Victim in & Very Critical
Condition—-Miss Sims’' Uncle on Jarvis
ftreet Recelves a Telegram Announcing
the Terrible Affatr.

Montreal, Dec. 6.—(Special.)—John Howell
shot Annie Sims this morning at her home,
and then emptied his 38-calibre revolver
into his own brain, dropping dead instantly.
Three or four years ago Howell, who i
about 27 years of age, became engaged to
Miss Sims, aged 28, daughter of James
Sims, postoffice clerk, and living at 234 St.
Martin-street, or about three doors froms !
the residence of her lover'’s father. Two
years ago the young man contracted mae
larial fever in New Mexico, and his min®~
has been so considerably weakened since~
that the young lady’s family strongly ob-
jected to her marriage under the circume
stances. ' Howell, who was a moulder by
trade, had been for some months in New
Haven, Conn., ardd It appears that Miss
Sime wrote him a letter not long ago teil«
ing him that he must consider the engage-

ment broken off, as she had decided that
she could not become his wife, Howell did
not reply, but this morning he arrived in
Montreai by the. Boston train,and proceeded
to his father’s house.
Sims household thta he wanted to see
‘Annie. She, however, refused to obey the
summons, and at 9 o'clock, as the members
of the family were about to go down to
breakfast, the discarded lover entered, and
while the family went downstairs the
young couple entered the parlor and began
conversing together. 1 at once three
shots were fired in quick succession, and,
Howell was found
lifeless on the floor, and Miss Sims in what
was supposed to be a dying condition. The
desperate man had fired two shots at the
and then killed himself instantly by
firing into his brain. When taken to the
General Hospital, it was found that; al-
though ome of the bullets had passed in
near the eye, and. the other lodged in her
head, Miss Sims was still alive. She re-
mained unconscious all day, although-the
medical attendants say ere is a slim
chance for her recoveéy.

It is believed that Howell came to Mont-
real on purpose to kill Miss Sims. She
was a lady much esteemed and an_ active

THE NEWS IN TORONTO.
Mr. P, H. $ims of Jarvis-Street Hears of
the Terrible Tragedy.

Mr. P. H. Sims of 340 Jarvis-street, an
ovucle of the wounded girl, Annie Sims, last
evening received the following telegraph
message from another relative :

“ Montreal, Dec. 6.

« Howell, after few ‘minutes interview
with Annie this morning, shot her : then
himself. Annle very critical. Howell dead.

“ (Signed) W. B. Gilmour.”

When seen at his Jarvis-street boarding
house by The World last evening, Mr. Sims
was very much worrled ove: the affair. He’
hiid recently visited the afilicted home at
284 St. Martin-street, Monti'eal, where his
niece lived with her father, Mr. Sims,
who has for 30 years been an official in the
postoffice there.

Howell, who killed himself after shooting
the girl, was an old Montreal boy, and for
some time past had been working as a ma-
chinist at Syracuse, N.Y.

Mr. Sims is unable to name a motive for
Howell's deed. Howell and Miss Sims had
been keeping company for four or five
years, and their marriage had been several
times postponed.

When Mr. Sims was in Montreal the other
day his nlece asked his advice about break-
ing off the en ement, and it is probable
that she later did so, and thereby drove
Howell to his desperate dede. Mr. Sims as-
serts that there was no other man in the
cage. H
