The bill provides that ih**e 30 
acres and the Invested funds cannot, in 
any way, be alienated, hypothecated or 
affected. It preserves the funds of the 
college for all time. Now. Sir, some pro­
minent friends of the college, some ten­
or twenty, aay they would undertake to 
add to the present funds of the ccMege av 
very considerable' sum. Ih case this pio-1 
posed change Is made, they will 
add to the endowment of the college the 
handsome sum of $50,000,and they are nrmly 
convinced that they can do more than that. 
They say In the case of any further sum 
being wanted, $1000 cr $5000, they could 
raise It In a few hours by an appeal to the 1 
friends of the college. Now, sir, I wish 
It to be clearly understood that the tie 
between the state and the college Is not 
cut at a time when the fortunes of the col­
lege are at a low ebb. The fortunes of the 
college were never better than now. In 
1806 the number of resident pupils was 170. 
The years since have shown the following 
Increases: 181, 213, 206 and last year 303. 
So that It Is safe to conclude that the for­
tunes of the college are eminently 
factory. The same may be said of 
resident pupils. The Income of the col­
lege has Increased gradually during the 
same period. The fees for resident pupils 
have been increased from $240 to $300. 
Last year the financial statement of the 
college showed a surplus of $3481. So that 
we are prepared to cut the tie at a time 
when the fortunes of the college are more 
favorable than at any period in Its history 
of seventy years. Eton and Harrow charge 
fees of $600, and $800 a year. And I am 
Informed on the best authority that Upper 
Canada College compares favorably with 
cither.
