Buenos Aires, Jan. 18.—The list of victims of the 
new German raider, which swept the Atlantic during 
the past month, was raised to 24 today, with the pos 
sibility that it may reach 26.

Two more merchantmen, one British and one 
French, are missing. They have probably been captur 
ed or sunk by the Teutonic sea terror, it is believed 
here.

In addition to the 23 vessels accounted for yester 
day, it was definitely established today that the Jap 
anese steamer Hudson Maru was included among the 
raider’s prizes.

Survivors landed from the Japanese vessel also 
told the first connected story of the operations of the 
raider today.

WELL COALED AND PROVISIONED
The German raider is not only still at large but 

she is plentifully supplied with food and fuel, taken 
from her score and more captures.

The Germans adopted the greatest precautions in 
guarding the raider’s plans from the hundreds of pris 

ners taken aboard from her prizes. The survivors 
were closely confined below decks. They were so nu 
merous that this cooping up forced severe hardships. 
Moreover, food served them was utterly inadequate- 
All the survivors were bitter in their complaint of Ml 
treatment.

Although the principal portions in 
Foreign Minister Balfour’s note, de­
livered to the state department yes­
terday, are designed to justify the 
severity of the terms set forth by the 
Entente in their reply to the note 
of President Wilson, the forma! accep­
tance in principle of some somt of 
national sanction as a force behind 
treaties and international law is re­
garded as of great importance. It has 
been stated officially that President 
Wilson's next step has not been de­
termined upon.

Many officials believe the terms of 
the British note may afford the oppor­
tunity for a movement toward the es- 
tiblishment of some such national 

sanction, even if It be with the view 
of having it come into force after the 
close of the war. Officials are watching 
carefully for public expressions abroad 
on the subject. Any steps will of ne­
cessity be most carefully chosen and 
while it is admitted that the perfection 
of any such arrangements may be well 
in the future, the references in Min­
ister Balfour’s note are regarded as 
encouraging.
