Tne Sitx Worm.—It is scarcely possible to
comprehend the nature of silk production without
some knowledge of the natural history of the in-
sect by which it is produced. This may, however,
be stated in a few words. Silk worms include
several varieties of the sume genus phaleno, and,
like all the rest included in this division, are sub-
ject to certain metamorphoses or changes, which
constitute the wonders of insect life.
