MaNUFACTURE OF CLockS 1§ CONNECTICUT.—
The New Haven Courier contains an interesting
account of the clock factory of Mr. Jerome in that
city, This establishment is one of the most ex-
tensive of the kind in the United States.

On entering, our ears were greeted with the
mingled hum of buzz saws, the thunder of two
powerful steam engines, and the clatter of ma-
chinery, Our attention was first drawn to the
! sawine works, by which the cases are cut out and
fitted as ifby magic. Boards, in the rough state,
are cut in proper lengths, for the front, sides, top
and bottom of cases. These are again subject to
the action of finer saws, and cut in perfect order
for being matched and put tozether; no other
{ smoothing or Jevellinz process is used except
what these accomplizh.

Mahoguny logs and billets are reduced ta vence-
mg with the quickness of thouzht 3 and this alone,
of all the wood work ahout a clock, is smoothed,
or inany way remodelled, after being cut fram the
unplaned timber. The veneering, which is prin
cipally of mahozany, rosewaod, and black walnut, is
taken, after being glued to the dificrent parts com-
